before had come to this city.both
came to an end this afternoon.
With Stanley Coveleskle exercising

that same mastery over the Dodgers
which he had demonstrated so strikinglyIn two previous efforts, and the
Cleveland attack working with that
name relentless fury, cunning, power
and resourcefulness which it had attainedwith the shift of the scene of
bottle, Brooklyn fought in vain to
tave off the inevitable. Cleveland

scored Its fourth straight victory, by
t to 0, and won the world's series with
a record of five triumphs In seven

contests.
To-nlglit Cleveland is in the throes

of an ecstacy which is utterly new to
it. Gone is the shadow of the memory
of the lamented Ray Chapman. Gone
)b the memory of a yesterday and
tho thought of a to-morrow, for even

tho present seems to be too big for this
Ohio metropolis to grasp as it seethes
In a state which may be described as

baseball hysteria. Cleveland Is pinchingItself to see If it really Is true. Not '
since It entered major league company.In 1879. had it won a pennant.
And now comes the championship of
the baseball playing universe. Its an

overpowering honor.
Standing against the lurid background

of Cleveland's redfire of celebration Is
« .« »"
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d|bt handed pitcher with the masterful
spttball who kept the Dodgers at bay
In all three games in which he started.
In the brilliancy which radiates from
Coreleakle's achievement even the scintillatinghome run of Elmer Smith and
the glistening unassisted triple play of
William Wambsganss are lost sight of.
The big Pole la the man of the hour,
the hero of the seventeenth modern
World's series, the idol of Cleveland.

Three Victories for Coveleskle.

To Coveleskle this afternoon came a

most enviable honor and most exalted
position In the history of baseball. He
took his place among a company which
la select, small and of fame Immortal.
In winning three games In a world's seriosCoveleskle performed a feat which
had been recorded by only five other
pitchers since post season classics were

Instituted, In 1884. In 1903 both William
Dlnneen of the Red Sox and Deacon
Phllllppi of Pittsburg turned the trick.
In 1909 It was the sensational Babe
Adams of the Pirates who thrice discomfitedthe Detrolta. In 1917 I'rban Faber
of the White Sox scored a triple triumph
over the Giants.
But not since that famous series of!

1905, In which the Giants, with the
great Christy Mathewson, won their lone
world's title at the expense of the Ath-
Letics, had any pitcher come through
with such uniformly excellent exhibi-1
tlons aa Coveleskle flashed to the distractionof the tlodgers. Not since that
balmy fall fifteen years ago .when the
wondrous Matty, then In the prime of
his remarkable career, pitched three
shutouts against the Philadelphia club,
had any man hurled the sphere with
such consistent effect and success as
Coveleskle threw It against the Brooklyn
batsmen.

Coveleskle, It will he remembered.
won mo nrsv game tor iieveiann r.y a
hcore of 3 to 1, and then lifted the
Indians out of the doldrums when the
Cleveland part of the series was started
Item last Saturday. He won on that occasionby 5 to 1. To-day's victory
rounded out a ftreat trio of games, in
which the Dodgers got a tofal of only
two runa and averaged a little better
Than five hits for eaCli contest. Better
Bitching than that may be expected of
tio mortal.

To-day Coveleskle allowed only five
hits, which were scattered over four
innings, for only In the third were the
Brooklynn able to put two safeties togetherAnd even then they were helplessto accomplish anything In the way
of scoring. Cleveland's defence behind
ihe pitcher sagged and three errors
helped the Dodgers get men on the
bases. But when Brooklyn threatened
the big Pole let out another notch, and
that same old, monotonous sero was
ohalked up In the Brooklyn score.
Pitching of thut sort against a team
which stood on a precipice was calculatedto make Insidious Inroads on
tr.orale, to weaken the attack and send
the victims hurtling to an Inglorious
defeat. This It did.

Dodger* Show Vigor at Start. *

Brooklyn started out with a show of
Vigor and lightheadedness. It opened as
If It meant to hurl back the advancing
enemy and perhaps save the series
But ss the Indians kept hammering
n way at the delivery of Burleigh Grime*
and Covelesklo declined to break, Brooklynfell back In disorder and dismay,
beaten again In It* aecond world's
norlea It was not defeated aa badly as
It was by the Red B"X In J#ll. but tonightIt has mighty few crumbs out of
which to build Itself even n mite of
solace, consolation ar.d con fort, other
than the financial.

Aa Brooklyn Ilea In the pit or defeat
Cleveland stands on a peak of glory and
aharea with Coveleakle a moat enviable
distinction. Only once before In the
history of the world'* series had » tean.
accomplished what the Indians achieved
when they scored four straight triumphs.
H»e Boston Nationals electrified the
tsaaeball world with n feat of that kind
In If 14. when they defeated the famousAthlstlcs. This fighting Cleveland
ctub turned the trick after It had heen
foresd to trail by one victory to two.
There Is glory In winning, but greater
glory still In winning after apparent defeat.

Cleveland and Coveleski« scored their
all conquering triumph to-day at the exuenasof Crimes, the sreat.«st pitcher In
the National League Crimes had beaten
he Indians once, but thev had beater,

They had hammered him
out of the box. To-day Grimes was not
forced to retreat under Are. but he was

not treated with any great consideration.
He hastened along his downfall when
he allowed two hits in the fourth inning
and then threw in .1 wild throw to put the
first Cleveland run over the plate. He
was In trouble nearly all the way after
the second Inning. A1 Mamaux took
his placo In the eighth aftpr Bill Lamar
had batted for Grimes.

There were feats of fielding in this
game which sent Cleveland Into a

frenzy, and there were great deeds with
the bat. Trls Speaker hit a three base
blow In the fifth inning and O'Neill and
.Tamieson got terrifflc doubles in the
seventh. There were moments of tensenessand there were more moments of
elation. But the greatest moments of
them all came after Cleveland had retiredthe last Brooklyn batsman and
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perched on this city.
