Curran con- |
tended that not knowing the total or
what comprised It, the hoard had noth- |
ing before it and that the whole pro- |
cedure amas “a Gilhert and Sullivan
faree without the humor®

The charter regidres that the Board of
Estimate adopt n proposed hudget "on
or befors Oelober 3 which actlon
fixes the maximum total to which the
budget may run, though the board
Las the power to muke reductions until
October 21, when [t must adopt ita
final budget proposal for subinlesion
to the Board of Aldermen. The hoawi's
gommittes on finance and budger ocon-
pleted Its additions to the te tive
buddget early last night, and a meeting
of the board was called for 11:30 lunst)
night to adopt the propsed budget,
ineluding changes recommended by the
committee.

e Knox of United States Court, Differing
Anderson of Boston, Says Tenets of Organ-
ization Are Treasonable.

Membarship in the Communist party
is sufficlent cause for deportation, ac-
cording to & declslon rendered in the
United States District Court yesterday
by Judge John . Knox, Judge Knox |
Msagrees with Judge Anderson of Bos- |
ton, who ruled some time ago that the
Government cannot deport an  alien |
merely becauss he belongs Lo an organ- |
{zation. |

authorities at other ports to let deporta-
tone continue.

Arguments in opposition to the project |
for a deep #ea waterway through the
5t, Lawrence River were heard yeste -
day before the Internationul Joint Com-
mittee which I8 Investignting the proj-
ect on behalfl of the United States and
Qunuda. The hearing was In the roops
of the Chamber of Commerce of the
State of New York at 86 Liberty street

One of the leading arguments was
presented by Willianm MeCarroll, spenlk-
ing for the New York Chamber. He |
estimatedl the cost of the canal to range
et ween $300,000,000 and $H0000,000, wod
attempted to show that past experience
with canals x8 frelght routes were not
sutficlently successful to Justify such
an expense in the present case.

Mr. MeCarroll iled with the commis-
sfon coples of resnlntions adopted by the
Chamber, He @nld there were many
other speedier routes by yull and water
for transportition of frelght, and that
e chiel businesa the St Lawrence
canal could expect would be that of
graln, and that would be only seasonal,

Objection to the canal project on the
ground that New York State would be
required to pay three times us much per
capita ne peopla of the fourteen Weatern
and central Western States who have
become Interested in the project wos
entered by Charles M., Chadwlek of the
New York Board of Water Supply.

The constitutionality of the provision |-

of the new rent law covering evictions

was upheld yesterday on every point|

by Justice Edward R. Finch in the
Bupreme Court in The Bronx The
arguments centred about the act which
restraing the Suprems Court from con-
cjectment proceedings unt!l
1922, Justice Finch declared that (o
pussing the rent laws the Legislature
slmply uging its police powar:
that the housing situation following
ihe war amounts to an emergency, and
that thé new laws were necessary to
remedy the unusual conditions.

The case was that of Jacob L, Gut-
tag, landlord, agninst Henry Schatzkin,
a tenant at 1966 Crotona Parkway.
Schatzkin's lease
and he refused to vacate. The land-
lord's counsel began proceedings for
ejection and the case finally was heard |

wias

| by Justice Finch on a demurrer filed

in behalf of the tenant.

Bernard R. Deutsch, attorney for the
landlord, attacking the constitution-
ality of the new lawa, argued that If the
Legislaturs could suspend the ajectment
power of the Supreme Court for twc
yeara It could as well deprive the court
of that power for all time.

Julius Toblas, counsel for the tenant,
argued that the right of the Leglslature
to take such actlon In an emergency
cupld mot be *questioned, since the police
power of the Htate to protect its cit!-
geng was In the handas of the Legisla-
ture.

After declaring that the protection o1
homns and houstng s within the police
pewer of the State the decislon sayve:
