The Mexican Government has ad-

vanced ten arguments in support of its
continuance In effect of the decrees of

' ' the late Piesldent Venustiano Carranza
relating to the "nationalization" of oil,
against which the United States, Great
Britain, the Netherlands and France
protested continuously. These argumentshave not been presented officially
to the State Department, but have been
advanced in Mexico city, and while the
State Department has not, and, until
they are presented, cannot reply to them,
they have been closely studied and analysedby officials of the Department.
The Mexican oil question took on

added importance wheu a few weeks ago
the British Government precipitated a

worldwide contest for control of the oil
j virions of the world. Therefore the
Mate Department, which Is even how
tneasurintr strength with Great^ Britain
in regard to the Mesopotamian oil fields
and otner oil regions in mandatary territoryis keeping a particularly careful
watch on the Mexican situation. Added
importance has been given to the questionby the arrival in Washington of
lt"i><erto l'esqulera seeking recognition
on 'he basis of the continuation of the

lecrees to pay to the Mexican Governmentfor the privilege of being allotted
to continue to enjoy his own property.
Vo American company has paid these
"rentals and royalties." for the obvious
reason that to do so would amount to
i complefe acceptance of the Carranz-t
confiscatory scheme, barring the companiesfrom their rights In their own

properties. The American Government

I"he American Government has simply
limited the use of this property. An exactanalogy, It Is pointed out, would existonly If the Government had taken
these assets from their owners and
turned them over to others, allowing the

be necessary for Mexico to decide that
the production of petroleum Is an industryharmful to health or morals; to prohibitIts production, sale or use, but tc
leave the properties In the hands of their
owner! for sale, rent or such other us
is they choose to make of them
