We will concede'
that Harvard has a powerful eleven,
which h:i not j et reached the zenith of
its effectiveness. We will atjmit that
Harvard looks as If It has more sheer
power than the Tigers.

But we feel that In smoothness, cleverness,shiftiness and resourcefulness
Princeton has the edge. We do not believe,for exnmple, that Princeton would
have let Centre College score two touchdownsagainst it.and Harvard did. We
'ilnk that Princeton has more elements
for the development of a surprise and
he winning of a game through factors
outside of the normal. By that wo mean
that Princeton has more backs who are
likely to get away for devastating dashes
.that it is likely to produce more with
the forward rass, and that while it is an
advanced eleven under Bill Roper It still
retains the opportunist features which
stood out so boldly in Tiger teams of
