Gexgva, Switzerland, Nov, 14.—On
the eve of the meetinag to-morrow of
the aesemb'y of the League of Natlons
Great Britain rather ruff'ed the pro-
ceadings In the councll meeting to-
day ULy lodging vigorous oblections
agalnst the council's mandate commis-
#lon plan, not wanting the majority
0 be composed of non-mandatory
Powera,

The committee appointed would
have had eieht non-mandatory agalnst
seven manduatory Powers, Cireat Brit-
ain wants this reversed. The counci)
18 compelled to hold another meeting
on Thursdny on the mandate question.
which threatens to he the burning ia-
sue In the assembly, no Power yet
baving lived up to the idea.

Interest In Hording's Stand.

Tha attitude of the Mepehllean Ad-
ministration of Senator Harding toward
the League of Nations remaing the
dominynt subjret of nterest amorg the
Amsembly  deligntes Tnere, However,
Lord Hobert Cecll to'd the corresp nd-
ent of Tug New Yonr Hrranp to-day
that he d d rot intend to bring up the
American questlon and would oprose
nny discussivn  of America’s absence
irom tha meeting.

Lord Robert Cecll iz an Interesting
fleure at this mesting, sinee his close
friends evon admit that his appointment
by Gen. Jan Smuts as a d-l'ante of the
Unlon of South Africs was cyiposed to the
wishes of the British Government. Lord
Yobert himeolf contends that this Is a
natural selectlon as he and Gen, Smuts
worked together in froming the covenant
with President Wilson, and it would be
vidieulous to resiriet the cholee of repre-
sentatives to nntiornn s .

It is clenr already that Lord Robert
hapea to bogs this show, but this is ex-
pocted to bring Premiler Llovd George
here as the British delegation appears
bad'y sp it reganding America and other
questions,

The views of Lord Robert and his
party wore thove summarized to-day by
vne of the leaders: ]

First—Forls-oue natlons having ratl=
fled the treaty and entercd the league,
while America has not ratified, this as-
sembly or any othor assembly would
stultify ftseif In making adv.nces to
Amerloa or éven discussing the ques-
tion.

Second—Much as her membership Is
desired, particulurly because of what
ehe could contilbute by her detnched
viewpolrt, the lengue can §f necessary
do without her,

Third-—Thiz meesting ean  virtually
complete an intercational court plan and
by other progrmoes can win back Amer-
foan support and her consont to make
vhnnges in the covenant from the inside
rather than the outside.

Fourth—There must be o firm rofusal

The overthrow of the Wrangel forces
I expected to resnlt In a new effort to
secure recognltion of the Bolshevik Gav-
ernment, while French objuet on to the
major part which Britain I8 playing in
the lengue threatens the destrucilon of
the Wilson lengue at the very oulset of
Its adventurous career.

Americun opponents to  the Wilson
league ure taking considerable comfort
in the French reslization of the part the
Britons are p'ayicg in the league, al-
though they observe with econcern tue
growing evidence of separation betwoen
the two allied Powers. French objec-
tion to the admission of Germany into
the | ague = recoznized as the reason
for the =ulden French sensitiveness to
the superior vet'ng power of the British
in the assembly of the league.

This fuct, however, does not lessen the
embirrassmont of the Wilson Adminis-
teation, which Is standing with France
in opposition to recogn’tion of Holshe-
vistie Russin, but Is practically com-
pellod to stand with the British {n the
m Intenance of the present Brit'sh vot-
ing power.
