There's a good deal to phnder for

Tale football authorities. Tne offence

failed to produce a single point this

yeaj in the Blue's two big games, the

two games which were all In all to Yale.

Moreover, not for the last two years has

Tale made a touchdown against Princetonor Harvard. Furthermore, the offencewas not as strong in either of

those games this year as last.

Harvard's and Princeton's attacks this

year eclipsed Tale's In team play. In a

measure, the Yale coaching staff could
not help that. They couldn't control circumstanceswhich militated against
team development at New Haven ind
which did not do so at Cambridge and
Princeton.

Injuries so numerous as to make th<
assembling of the same men for any
length of time a rarity pnwented the
development of the necessary concerted
action, and that was one reason Yale's
ofTenen nlwfivs was behind her rivals'.
It may be that this was the chief reasonwhy Yale's offemje wasn't up to the
Harvard and Princeton standard, bur it
also struck in forcibly on many observantspectators as they viewed the Blue
and the other two's formations and
schemes of attack that KM also was behindthgm basically as to formations
best adapted to the present game and in
conception and application of the most
effective ways of conducting an offence
in football as now played.

It did not seem to me.without attemptingto consider the question with
ahy intricacy or profundity, which
there Isn't as much of in football as

you might be led to believe.that the
Yale backs were properly distributed or

placed (properly arranged with referenceto one another or their forwards)
to swing ana shoot plays,, to draw opponentsout of position, to detour and to
deceive rith as good results and with
the sci# rtifie use of skill to which the
most adfanced teams have attained.

Yale's plays, in brief, were not difficultfor the other side to grasp; they
hadn't enough of deception ; it wasn't
hard to guess what Yale was going to
do. That straight Jab from close to the
llfie, for example.the one used repeatedlyagainst Harvard and Princeton and
Vlth so slight profit.was primerlike in
ita simplicity and otie instance of an offencedevoid of effective central point,
ot fulcrum, from which tp start the macllneryand modernize offence as Yale's
rials have modernized it.

!If these things are true, then, Yale's
ailments this season went deeper than
passing .ills in the form of good timber,
unavailable for some reason or other,
it would appear that what Yale needs
is more study of.with a view to using.
progressive and freer tactics of a sort
allowing more room for their operation.

scrimmaging. Thev ought to know at
New Haven whether or not that is so.

Oertalnly they've been at it long enough
tq know whether harm resulted from
overriding the advice of the trainer. If

id' recognized It is one easy to remedy.
And whether it did or not a good many
'thousand persons noticed tills on Saturday.
That the Elis, after a week of little

or no scrimmaging, played with more
vigor, more zest for the game and with
much nimbler cerebration than the week
before. They were on their toes after

The Yale back field was not the

equal of Harvard's or Princeton's |k>tentlallyor otherwise; the line was
every bit as good as either one. There
wasn't the coordination at Yale of the
two other places. The coaches couldn't
help the former condition; they could
have done better with the latter condition.provided, as noted, frequent nb-
fences of regulars did not prevent, and
rven then there could have been a betteroffensive equipment. Yale played
with great spirit and credit Saturday,
hut possibly conditions not associated
with desperate eleventh hour rallies,
with smair hope of winning, would be
more satisfactory to a majority of Yale
men.
Tad Jones Is Intelligent and open

minded and the sort to make good use
of his lessons. The material he found
when he arrived last September was
not as plastic as he had hoped for.

Fancy, in a season's end diversion,!
proposes to pick on eleven from the
combined football battalions of Har.
vard, Princeton and Yale. Fairness re-

quires Fancy to be practical, not ideal,
and to base its selections not upon pos-
sibilities or potent ialities, but upon uo
tual performances.

Hefore us are the chart records of
the sixty-live players who played in the
three great games of Harvard, Princetonand Yale. These chart records,
luminous ledgers of activity, reflect the
plays and misplays of these sixty-live
players and present a mathematical
method as an aid to the making of our
selections.
Twelve ends appeared in these three

games. They were Crocker, Kane, Gaston,Finley and Maeomber of Harvard,
Degendre, Stinson and Davis of Princetonand Cutler, Pilworth, Bean and
Shevlin of Yale. In selecting the two
best ends of the group Jet us run our

eye down the parallel vertical columns
of the chart records and affirmatively
note forward passes recovered, fumbles
captured, end runs stopped, tackles
made, and In recollection let us marshal
Instances of successful blocking, interferingand the other major activities of
the position.

What to Consider.

Negatively let us charge yards gained
around their outposts against each of
these men, forward passes fumbled and
down lield tackled missed. Out of our

double method of selection finally, but
conspicuously, stands Armande "Legendreof Princeton as the premier end of
these allied football armies, and as fellowend upon tlie opposite outposts
stands Stinson, also of Princeton.

Nine brainy, brawny giants in these
three games played, and powerruiiy
played, the difficult positions of tackle,
They were Hubbard, Faxon and Sedgwickof Harvard, Hooper, Keck and
Halsey of Princeton and Into, Walker
and Mackay of Yale. Impression instantlypicks Keck of Princeton as the
prince of the position, and recourse to
tlie chart records overwhelmingiy sustainsthe selection.

This mighty Theseus of football not
only has played his position with surpassingskill, but he has delivered 55
and 60 yard kickoffs. He has kicked
goals from the tield and goals after
touchdowns. A companion to Keck distinctlyappears in Sedgwick of Harvard.
Again the data of the chart records confirmJudgment in the selection.

Ten men pass in review as guards.
They are Woods, Tolbert, Brocker and
Brown of Harvard, Dickinson and McMannonof Princeton and Aeosta, Callahan,Qualle and Herr of Vale. Conspicuouslylooming among the group,
first and foremost stands Woods of
Harvard. 0»refill discr'minatlon is necessaryto select his associate, so closely
i hed are r'-eklnson, McMannon,
Callahan and Tolbert. But out of our

study comes Callahan of Vale as playingmate for Woods.
Of centres there have been five.

Havomeyer of Harvard, Callahan and
Thomas of Princeton and Cross and
Calvin of Vale. A record of Impregnability.roving brillianoe and steady, accuratepassing presents the Harvard
ventre, Havemeyer, as the pivot of the
allied line.
For quarterback our consideration

must cover Fitzgerald. Btiell and .Tohnsonof Harvard. Lourie and Murrey of
Princeton and Murphy and Kemptqn of
Yale. Six of these seven men are quarterbacksand field marshals of first
class brilliance, but one of them is in a

super, transcendental class, and that
man is Don Lourie of Princeton.
