half a minute's effort, but when he arose
to his feet he staggered and rubbed h(s
eyes as though he was unable to see

clearly.
Lewis made another pantherlike

spring, adjusted his headlock and threw
his man to the floor. Zbyszko struggledfor half a minute, but finally his
shoulders were pressed to the floor and
Keferee Bothner tapped Lewis on ho
shoulder as a notification that he wai

the winner.
After getting: on his feet Zbyezko

swayed about the ring rubbing his eyes
and showing great distress. He was led
from the ring by his handlers.

Head Lock Over Toe Hold.

So far as a test of the relative merits
"f the head lock and toe hold are conorned,the result favored the head lock.
As a matter of fact Zbyszko got his toe
hold in operation but once and Lewis
was nono the worse for It. Zbyszko
used an arm lock with good effect, but
I ewls's strength and speed enabled him
to get out of danger.
As a result of, this victory Lewis has

Earned another match with champion
foe SHeeher. The title holder was also
on exhibition and defeated a Frenchman
Uiimod O'Donnell In Jig time.

Magln and Edward Madden, the Jerseyt&am, were leading the field with
63 points. Charles D* Ruyter and Emll
Aerts, the popular Belgium pair, were
second with 53, while Alf Goullet and
Fred Hill were third with 46. Hanley
and Keller were fourth with 40 and
Spencer and Corry fifth with 33. Probachand Weber and' MeReath and
Walker came next, tied with 29.
That Alfred Goullet and Fred Hill

were so far back was due to strategy
or what might be called "team work"
on the part of the other riders. In
sprint after sprint Goullet and Hill
demonstrated that they were as fast If
not faister than any team <.n the track,
but In most Instances they found themeelevshemmed In by several other riders
when the final lap approached. As a
result they won only two heats.
Once Goullet took the lead at the

start and withstanding challenge after
challenge remained In front to the end.
There seems to be ill feeling among

the other riders, too. During the second
heat Eddie Madden and Frank Corry
had an Impromptu battle. Madden, who
was on the rail, In third position, objectedto Corry ranging alongside of
him, and struck out his hand to chnse
him off. Corry resented this action and
