the direction of improvement, while othersshow recessions pointing to stabilizationstill being in progress. Retail trade
reports nre a shade better, particularly
in the West and west central regions,
holiday influences and price cutting inducinga larger business. Wholesale
trade is rather less active, except in instanceswhere low prices have attracted
buying for post-holiday sales. Cotton
goods show most activity and strength.

"Holiday buying at wholesale i«
classed as moderate and not up to last
year, jewelry being a trade In point. In
manufacture and Industry the tone is
luieter, short time or shutdown reports
being prominent In the advices received,
and unemployment is more noticeable.
Collections are little different and
classed as slow. The general feeling is
that a quite early winter season impends,and attention now Is largely concentratedon the probable volume of retailtrade before and after the holidays.
In financial lines there has been a slight
accession of cheerfulness, with more
steadiness in speculative markets, notablysecurities, grain and cotton, though
new low prices have been scored In
many instances in the interim."

TRADE IN PORTO RICO
SHOWS BIG INCREASE

Governor's Report Tells of
Prosperity of Island.

Washington, Dec. 3..The people of
Porto Rico, benefiting from a wave of
prosperity which overspn ad the territory
luring the last fiscal year, were better
ted and better clothed than during any
ear in the Island's history, Arthur
Yager. Territorial Governor, declares In
bis annual report, made public to-day.
"The general prosperity of the Island,"

Gov. Yager assertB, "has been most remarkable.and has Included all the Industriesand every form of business with
the posslb'e exception of the citrus fruit
growers, who were unfortunately gravely
injured by the tleup of boats of October
and November due to the strike of the
stevedores in New York harbor. The
widespread increase In wages enabled
the laboring classes generally to share
in the prosperity."
Work of readjustment and reconstruction.the Governor states, went forward

slowly but surely. The work, however,
was greatly affected, he adds, by an
earthquake which visited the Island, by
the high cost of materials arid by three
large strikes.those of the American
railroad company workers, of the labor
ra In the cane fields and of stevedores

in Ran Juan and other cities.
Gov Yager reviews the Island's commerceat considerable length, pointing

out In particular that the externa! trade
of the is'and for the fiscal year amounted
to $247,199,9*3, an Increase of 74 per
ent. over the total for the previous

year, which was the highest on record
