John Spratley was missed along the
rail this year, though he and his son,
tlarry Spratley, had a few entries in
the show. It is close to thirty-five
ears since the elder Spratley began

shipping fine saddle and harness horses
to New York and showing them at tfie
Garden. He made his headquarters for
many years at the old American Horse
Kxchange, now the Winter Garden, and
developed many noted prize winners.
He owns a large plantation at Elberon,
