Premier Lloyd George told the House |
of Commons to-day that the Govern- |
ment would proclaim martial law in
“gertnin areas” in Treland to stamp |
out murder and outrage. This a.n-i
nouncement was followed by ﬂes-i
patches from. Dublin, which sald that |
Dublin Castle had proclaimed martial
luw in all the clty and county of Cork,
the city and county of Limerick and
the counties of Tipperary and Kerry.

At the gsame time the Premier told
the House that the Government was
willing to talk peace with Ireland, but
on the sole basis of the unbroken unity
of the United Kingdom, He said he
would ald every movement by which
the forces within Treland which really
wanted peace could negotinte, On the
other hund, he expressed the opinion |
that the people of lreland who were |
controlled by an “organization of vio-
lenee, murder and outrage” wern not
vet reudy to Recept peace on the only
baely the Government could grant it

The Premiler sald that a demand
would e made for the survender of all
arms in the hands of persons not
anthorized to possess them. A reason-
able thme would be granted for the
delivery of these arms to the proper
ofMcials in Treland. After the explra-
tlon of that time any person found
with arms in his or her possession
would be liable to the death penalty

by court-martial.

No Dealings With Radieals, |

The Premier made it plain  that |
while the Govermment was prepared
410 talk peace with the moderate ele-
ment in Ireland, or with any one
whose hands were clran, It also was
prepared to adopt the strongest meas-
ures to stamp out murder and out-
rage.

An outline of his answers to the Gal-
wiy County Councll and to the TRev.
Michael O'Flanagan, acting president of
the Sinn Fein, who had asked that the
Government meet the “real” repregenta-
tlves of Ircland to discuss n eettlemen,
wns given to the House by the Premler,
At the samo timoe the statement by
Michael Collins, commander-in-chlef of
the Trish vepublican army, reached Lon-
don yesterday In a more complete form,
It indicates that his wing (the so-called
activiem) of the Sinn Fein, would nccept
nothing in thoe wiay of a truce which is
not more to their liking than the mere
promise of British atatesmen,

But the way for peace talk has been
opened.  The Premier in thie House of
Commons to-day, with his eharacteristic
skill, circumventad the obstacles which
inst night made further talk of peace
seem futile. He says he will meet mem-
bers of the Dall Elrennn who are not
gullty of “serious erimes” although rec-
ognizing them only as a group chosen
under British constitutional methods to
express Irish desires, and as In no way
a rival for soverelgnty within the Em-
pire.

New Triumph for Premler.

He said that the men implicated In
murdors and In other crimes n;uuld not
ba permitted to attend any meeting, but
that they would be captured and pun-
ished “wherever in all the world they are
foundl.” However, he added that the
question of mnmnesty may be a subject
for negotiations when the peace confer-
ences begin, With characteristie akill
the Premier waved the flag that will
keep his own Torles in line.
