Oil and Mine Stock Operators
Take Millions Away From

Back In 1919 when virtually every-

body who wasn't selling an oil well
was buying one from somebody who

| had never seen one, District Attorney
Swann came to the conclusion that the

f foolishness had gone far enough, and

upon his commercial frauds bureau he

placed the responsibility of hurling the

-j crooked purveyor of worthless oil stock
out of New York and into Jail. This

to be sure was merely incidental. The

commex-cial frauds bureau was organ-
iwd to p-lvf battle to all sorts of
swindles, get rich quick schemes, blue
sky pilots, confidence men and like

gentry. Wartime finance had driven
folks daft and it was easier to sell

something you had just thought of but
never owned than it was to buy &

decent hat.
It was with a flourish of official

trumpets and a general warning to all

the unregenerate dealers in queer stuff
that Mr. Swann set forth for Wall
Street and its financier ridden environs.Mr. Swann had appointed Edlward S. Brogan, since retired from

Centre street as head of the# special
bureau, and Mr. Swann announced
that although the Jailing of commercialcrooks was one of the most

difficult accomplishments he knew of

somebody was going to Jail.
There was no appreciable diminution

in the number of stock frauds because of
the District Attorney's warning; rather
the bucket shop continued to flourish
with the vigor of a grove of bay trees,

and-the fleeced sheep kept bleating in
swelling chorus at the doors of the
Criminal Courts Building. Oil stocks,
mining stocks, industrials and miracle
schemes promoted overnight and abandonedwithin a week cropped up. Old
chaps, who long ago had bequeathed
their prehistoric walnut shells and peas
to their grandohliaren ana nna reureu w

their country places to husband out their
declining days, heard the loud call and,
dyeing their mustaches and purchasing
a hand press and a bale of paper, rushed
to New York. There were no blue sky
laws in New York; likewise there was no

limit. Everybody had money to throw
away.

i
Landed a Few IMkers.

Now and then a piker went to Jail,
but It was his own fault. He had done
everything but try to sell Mr. Swann
stock in the Merrlhaha Development
Syndicate or open a branch office of the
Park How Foundation. Ltd., In the DistrictAttorney's waiting room. These
few pikers, to repeat, kept heaving bricks
at the door of the Tombs until the place
had to receive them.
And so by May, 1919. there wore 15.000separate cases on the books of the

commercial frauds bureau. Mr. Swann
was so irritated thereby that he re-
moved Mr. Brogan from commtinn
thereof and substituted Assistant DistrictAttornevs Edwin P. Kllroe and
John T. Pooling Mr. Swann told the
newspapers that It thus might be seen

that he Intended prosecuting the crooka
and keep after them "until the bitter end
if It took all summer."
Mr. Swann admitted at that time that

it was quite true that an entirely negligiblepercentage of the alleged crooks
had been -"arrested and that still a

smaller number of them had been Indicted.He repeated that It was one

thing to accuse a man of selling stocks
In a concern that did not exist or was

' not as represented and a mighty differentone to prove that he was committing
a crime In ao doing. Promoters were a

slick lot: one of the reasons they were

promoter*
Mr. Swann admitted that he could not

recall the name of any stock broker or

promoter who had been arrested or IndictedIn his drive against these gentle
men.except, of course, the affable anil
«luslve Oeorge flraham Rice. Rlci
eventually arrived In Sing Sing last Januaryto serve three years. He was admittedto ball In March and Is now at

liberty awnttlng the decision of th>highercourts. So Mr. Swsnn can no

longer point with pride to the jailing 01
Rice.
