Is estimated In excess of $50,000,000.
Miss Lolita Armour, his only child, has
by Inheritance and gifts received a sum
said to be close to $20,000,000. Her
flance Is the eldest son of John J. Mitchell,president of the Illinois Trust and
Savings Bank and chairman of the board
of the newly formed I Hinds Merchants
Trust Company, composed of the Illinois
Trust and Savings Bank, the Corn ExchangeNational Bantt and the Merchants
Loan and Trust Company.
Rumors of the engagement of Miss

Armour to Mr. Mitchell have been heard
frequently for more than a year. They
have known each other since childhood,
but It was. not until war came and Mr.
Mitchell enlisted and was for a while
stationed at Great Lakes, that their
friendship ripened Into love. Miss Armourvisited Great Lakes often as the
guest of Capt. and Mrs. W. A. Moffett,
Capt. Moffett then being commander of
the post. Miss Armour win deeply ln
terested In war activities. She had been
Colonel of the Third National Service
School at Lake Geneva In 1917.
Mr. Mitchell, who was a naval aviator,iwas sent to Key West, and on April 5,

1918. he was seriously injurod in a crash

ARE NOT HELD BACK

Parcel Post Matter About the
Same aa Last Year.

New York Post Office official* do not
see any Indications here that Christmas
(fivers are holding back their parcels
for the last minute, as was said recentlyIn Washington appeared to be the
case. It was said yesterday at the
General Post Office that the volume of
parcel post mail so far has been about
the same as that of last year, but that
there was a 19 per cent. Increase In lettersleaving New York and 10 per cent.
Increase In letters arriving.
The United States has given liberally

to relatives and friends In Europe thin
year, and for the first fifteen days of
this month there was a general Increase
In all classes of mall addressed to
relatives and friends In foreign countries.There also has been an Increase
of 67.53 per cent. In parcel post and an
Increase of 42.39 In registered articles
over last year. The steamship Aouitania,which sailed last Tuesday, carried6,200 bags of mall for England alone.

Folitlcally he was a Democrat of the

recognition outside his own newspaper's
radius. He went over to the Chicago
Ilerrtld as editor and managing editor in
1887, and stayed thtre until the directors
of the Chicago Chronicle induced him to
write editorials for that journal In 1893.
He remained with the Chronicle, until

1908, when he came East to the World.
It was while he was In Chicago that he F
wrote a series of editorials dealing with
the Democratic party's perspective of
the tariff problem. So excellent were
these opinions that they were published
in book form under the collective title,
of "Government and Company."
He is survived by his wife, Annie E. f

Jones Seymour, whom ho married in
Racine in 1876. and three daughters.
