Miss Ruth Chatterton supplanted the
absernt Miss Adams, who was unofficlally
taliked of for the title role, which was
revealed by the performance last night
to be of less importance in the story
than at least two other characters—
thosa of the husband and son, playel
by Tom Neabitt, & s{ranger here, but
an admired favorite before the play was
over. Whatever the audience may have
thought of Mr. Barrie's play, It was not
aroused to outbreaks of enthuslasm at

any point. Else Mr. Nesbitt's fine
naturnlness would have been acknowl-
edged,

There 18 plenty of tha Barrie humor,
the whimsleallty, the oddities of tears
and laughter gharacteristic of the author
in the new wurk, but it is evident that
the popular dramatist wrote his thres
acts with a serlous purpose. It seems
from n ailngle hearing of the work as if
he had Intended to answer the quest
for some message, perhaps somoe asso-
clation with the dead, which has been
since the firat years of the war an ab-
sorbing thought in England. The answor
of the playwright would seem to main-
tain that the world goes on well enough
without those who have departed: more-
over, If they should return It might
be to find the hearts of those they had
left behind, cold or indifferent to. them.

A Fancled Island,

In order to make his preparation for
this disappearance and return without
the Intervention of death, the author
has borrewed an island, we are rather
inelined to think from Maeterlinck, al-
though It Is “In the Outer Hebrides,'
But once having annoxed this symbolis
eal bit of land altogether surrounded
by Belgian symbollsm, he clapa on it
such a characteristic Barrle name that
nobody would ever take [t for anything
but his own. It 18 called the Island
That Likes To Be Visited. Hither tarry
one day a young married couple In spite
of the protests of their S8cotch boatman,
who belleves the storlea of volces that
sometimes lure nway the visitor by calls
that all other ears are deaf to.
