COSTLY BLUNDER
Disobeyed Parson Davies's
Counsel and Was Stopped

(This Is the ninth, of a series of articlesby Charles P. Mathison in which he
will describe interesting pugilistic events

unexpected knockout of Choynskl In the
nixth round.

member of the Board of Police Commissionersof New York city, and he
had gone to the club with the object
<>f getting first hand Information as to
how the bouts were conducted.

IioynsUI coming at a time when the

Choynskl's defeat was due to disobedinceof the instructions of his manager

ind chief second. Parson Davles. Choynky,be it understood, was much superior
to Maher as a boxer and was quicker
with feet and hands.

Maher's qualifications as a fighter

Make Weight Limit ofMiddleweightClass.

Harry Malltn of London holds the middleweightchampionship of the British

bobbles, and it is understood that Billy
Spengler, for many years an amateur
champion snd who competed at the
Olympic games, will be put forward as

Mallin's opponent. It is at this point
that the dispute, which refers to welg.it,
arises. The contests are to be held unjder the sanction of the International
Amateur Boxing Federation, the rules of
which were in force in the Olympic
bouts at Antwerp. The middleweight
limit under those rules is 160 pounds
eight hours previous to entering the ring,
Mallln Is able to make this weight han!dily, but it Is asserted that Hpengict
cannot do better than 186 or 170 pound--.
If this Is the case, and Spengler has not
as yet admitted his inability to make tha
official weight, then the bout would bo
at catchwelghts and the championship
feature would be eliminated.
Mallln Is disinclined to meet Spengler

unless the latter conforms to the weight
conditions, and a difficult situation confrontsthe promoters of the tourney.

I'will be remembered that during the time
Intervening between the repeal of the
Frawley law and the enactment of the
Walker law, when boxing In this State
was illegal, clubs In cities in the northIernpart of the State went along serenelystaging boxing bouts every week.
There was not the slightest interference
with them, but If a promoter in this

'city tried to put on bouts he was cotnlpel led to get out an Injunction to preventinterference by the police, even

d thouali the contests were for the benefit
il of some patriotic or charitable object.
This state of affairs was galling to the
promoters in this section of the State,
but they had to grin and bear It.
Now comes a wall from the promoters

up-State to the effect that since boxing
has ugiiin been legalized no boxers will
sign for bouts in their clubs "because
of the large purses offered In this city.
In fact, the up-State promoters have
appealed to the Boxing Commissioners
to use their authority to compel boxers
to go north and compete for smaller
purses than they can get here. It will
be interesting to watch the results of
the experiment.
