Another Invasion of British links by

American amateur golfers and on a

greater and grander scale than that of
last year was announced as a virtual
certainty at the annual meeting of the
United States Qolf Association, held last
night at the Waldorf-Astoria. William
C. Fownes, of Pittsburg, who has captainedthe team against Canada the last
two years, stated that he has practically
received the consent of the cream ot
America's amateur players to make the
trip to England the coming season.
Among those mentioned as ready to

go with Mr. Fownes are Charles Ev ,ns,
Jr., the Rational champion ; Francis Ouimet,Bobby Jones, S. Davidson Herron,
Max R. Marston. P. W. Whlttemore,
Reginald M. Lewis and Nelson Whitney.
Robert A. Gardner of Chicago, who was

runner-up for the British championship
last year, has also been Invited to Join
the team and although he has not yet
committed himself it is thought that he
will yet give his consent.
Assuring a return match In this

country, the retiring president, G. HerbertWalker of St. Louis, has presented
a cup which Is to be competed for on the
lines of the Davis lawn tennis trophy.
The Inaugural contest will take place
next September over the National Golf
Links at Southampton, L. I. Teams will
consist of four men each and the competitionwill be open to the world.

As anticipated, there was a lively
scramble for next year's championships
particularly the open and amateur. The
latter was awarded to the St. Louis
Country Club, while the open went to
Columbia Country Club of Washington,
1>. l_\, tnls organization aeienting 01wanoyfor tho honor by 49 votes to 40.
L,ido received 9 votes.
The delegates granted the request of

the wom>-n to hold their next national
championship on the Hollywood links at
Deal. N. J.
A number of Important changes to tho

constitution and by-laws calculated to
knock the feet from under the malcontentsmade their appearance In the secretary'sreport. One of these, hitherto
unpublished, had to do with the method
of selecting courses for the championships.It has been the custom to choose
the title tourney courses at the annual
meeting, but according to the change
voted In Section 6 of the by-laws. beginningwith 1922 thlB will be left to a
committee of three, to be appointed by
the executive committee.
On the committee on course selection

there can be only one member of the
executive committee, who, however, shall
be chairman. This committee shall determinethe course on which the amateur
open and women's national events shall
he played, and shall, subject to the approvalof the executive committee, make
and announce such selection at least
one year before the holding of the championship.
This amendment was adopted with

the idea of giving ample notice to the
club at which tho championship is
to be played, so that necessary constructionwork and changes in the
layout would be effected and the course
brought up to championship form at
the time of holding the tournament.
Another Important change approved

was the amendment to the constitution
providing for an addition to the executivecommittee of four members.

Xfw Stymie Definition.
A new wording of the stymie rule

...... U. imtiinunUJ
<lo away altogether with the vo'd
"slymle." The rule which became
fectlvc at the time of the amateur
championship read:
"If the opponent lay the player a

stymie, the player may remove the
opponent's ball; the opponent shall
then be deemed to have holed In his
next stroke."

This rule, played at the national
championship, was drafted by members
of the Rojral and Ancient Rules Committeewith the Idea of presenting it to
to Royal and Ancient September meetingfor adoption. The U. S. G. A. committeeaccepted this rule in order to be
uniform In both countries. The Royal
and Ancient Rules Committee failed to
Secure unanimous support of this rule
and It was. therefore, not presented for
consideration to the Royal and Ancient
Club. The executive committee, with
the sanction and approval of the Rules
of Golf Comm'ttee of the Royal and
Ancient, has now adopted the followingas a stymie definition:
"When either ball Is on the putting

green the player may remove the opponent'sball; the opponent shall then be
deemed to have holed in his next
stroke."

FROM WEST POINT
Authorities Say There Is No

Proselyting1 to Obtain Crack
Football Players.

Authorities of the Military Academy
at West Point came out with a state-
ment yesterday which speaks for Itself.
That the Army authorities want lads of
athletic ability at the academy they do
not deny, but that there Is any prose-
lytlng to bring crack football plavers,
such as have earned a reputation else-
where, they :lo deny and vigorously.
If a football player of repute can get

an appointment to the Military Acad-
emy and stands high morally and manItally a.H well is physically, he Is welicome to the Point, for the Army posi-
tion is thot such types are the kind best,
suited for the work which is the chitf
object of West Point's existence, the
making of good officers. But no foot-
ball player, no matter how expert, can
remain at West Point unless he keeps
up to all requirements, scholastic, mill-
tary and otherwise.
Xn the appended statement from West

Point is some strong language, such as

"fraud" and "Mo," regarding intlma-
tions that ceftaln "criticism and prcpa-
ganda" is entirely without basis:
-"Recent articles in the press have

contained insinuations that systematic
efforts were beinq made by the military
authorities to Induce by Illegitimate
means members of football teams of;
other colleges to desert those teams and
to come to West Point for athletic pur-
poses.
"No attention would be given such

charges had chey not attained a more

or less authentic character oy appearing
under Annapolis headlines.
"A rigid investigation has failed to

reveaf the slightest basis for such re-

ports. Athletic types are desired for the
Army, but no uneportsmnnlike methods
have been used to obtain them. The
military authorities, therefore, wish to

make a most sweeping denial of such
allegations.
"It is not the practice of the Military

Academy to nttempt to rebut criticism
or propaganda through the columns of
the press, and it does so in this unique
Instance, not to brand the fraud and to

stop the lie. but for the sole purpose of
-

reassuring Its own ronowcrs uuuu«>.v..

the world."
Also femes a statement of recent date

from Commander H. k. Howard, ath-
letlc officer at the Naval Academy, and
authorized by the superintendent of the

academy, pointing out certain require-
mentp at that institution as well as Its

Ideas on athletic policy. It says, among
other things, that nobody may enter the

Naval \cadcroy after his twentieth
b'rthday and that the navy therefore
must develop Its own athletes. The last

parncrsph Is especially Interesting. The
statement says:

"In response to many Inquiries from
various sources bearing on athletics at

the national academies, the following is

the policy of the United States Naval
Academy:

"Physical training at Annapolis Is a

compulsory and an Important factor of

the curriculum and extends throughout
the academic course of four years. Deficienciesin this department of a midshipman'swork are treated tn a manner

similar to deficiencies In studies
"Irtcluded In this physical training Is

i. .i| fnt-ma of athletic
sports tn which the Naval Academy enIgng<s Those midshipmen who excel In
one branch or .mother compose the nth
letlo snuads and teams which compete
In cither Interclass or Intercollegiate
contests. That Is. they are the ropre|sentgtlves of their respective classes or

the representatives of the Naval AcademyIn competition with outside teams.
The number of midshipmen In this stntus
at present exceeds seventeen hundred In
all the branches of organized athletic
sports.
"The development of all the men who

come to Annapolis, therefore. Is essentialto the Naval Academy system of
tralnlrar. which has for Its objective the
physical we'l belnc and efficiency of the
future officers of the navy. As no one

m«v enter Annapo'la after his twentieth
birthday, It Is apparent that the Naval
Academy must develop practically all
of Its own ath'etes.
"The chief stimulus to such a system

of athletics must be contest* with rep-
resentatlve universities and colleges, and
the results of such contests form also
the index of its success.
"To thin end tha United states Naval

Academy welcome* and promote* nth-
letlc relation* with other Inatltutlon*. |
and In order that thcso relation* may be
suatnlned on an unquestioned basis of
