Directors of Supreme Council
Announce Support of Move

to Care for Veterans.

C-'.t moral support to the American
I.egiou and other organizations of veteransof the world war will be extended
by the Knights of Columbus, in the effortsof those organisations to obtain
adequate care for disabled and needy
'eterans of the war. This promise was

made yesterday by James A. Flaherty,
Supreme Knight of the Knights of Columbus,at the opening session at the
'Waldorf of the two day conference of
the supreme board of directors of the
order. There are eighteen members of
the beard, who. at this conference, will
pass upon questions nffectinjf nil of the
tOO.rtOo members or the organization.

At the meetings to-day the board will
listen to an address by F \V. Calbraith.
Jr.. head of the American legion, and
also will discuss the appeal inadeto the
Knights of Columbus by President Wilson'scommittee on relief for the famine
sufferers in China.
At the closo of yesterday's sessions

Mr. Flaherty sounded a warning to the
public against men representing themselvesat veterans of the war and solicitingmoney or subscriptions to books
nnd periodicals on tho plea that they
had been offered scholarships by the
Knights of Columbus on condition that
they themselves raise a part of the expense.The reports of such solicitation
have reached the directors.
"Nobody," said Mr. Flaherty, "is authorizedto collect money in the name

of the Knights of Columbus. The scholarshipsgiven by tlie Knights of Columbus,both for college and night school
courses, are absolutely free. The ofder
gives either an entire course in college or
school or nothing. We have no such ar-
rangements as courses conditioned on
financial contribution by the stuclont.
Anybody obtaining money on the pretext
of seeking: a K. of C. scholarship is
guilty of fraud and should be reported to
the police."
