Women's Tourney Slated
for Longwood.

In the wake of America's regaining
the DavisCup and the certainty that
the challenge rtSund for the trophy will
be played in this country next summer

has come an Intense Interest in the probablecomplexion of the schedule of big
events for 1921. While official word
from the powers that be in the United
States Lawn Tennis Association has
been lacking, it is quite safe to say that
they lean toward sending the national
singles championship tournament to

Philadelphia. Of course, the final word
rests with the delegates at the annual
meeting here next month.
The national Bingles has been held at

, Forest Hills on the splendid courts of
the West Side Tennis Club for a number
of years and a feeling of unrest seems
to have developed thereover in the outlyingsections. Philadelphia, for one, is
determined that th° tournament shall
rotate and that the rotation shall begin
next summer. Incidentally, while It 1b
talking of rotation, it is making plans
to ask the national association to give
It the singles for a period of three years,
which it will not do.
The West Side Tennis Club has re-

signed itself to the loss of the national
singles, but for that there Is good reason.Tn return for rrlinnuishinr the
singles to Philadelphia the West Slders
are to get the national doubles, which
have been held at Long-wood for many
years, and the challenge round for the
Davis Cup. It seems safe to predict that
the Davis Cup matches here will excite
as much interest as would the national
singles and that In the exchange the
West Side Club will get the better end.

Women's Event for LonKwovd.
While Philadelphia will obtain the

national singles and attain the goal
toward which it has been striving for
the last twenty years, it will lose the
women's national championship tournament,which has been a Quaker City
fixture for many years. The women's
event is to be sent to Longwood to compensateit for the loss of the national
doubles. Longwood will welcome this
change. It has drawn the women's
national Indoor tournament, too, which
will bo held In March.
While it is up to the national associationto award the championships, we are

In a position to give the dates for the
big tournaments which will lead up to
the titular competition. Seabrlglit has
put in a bid for the week beginning
August 1. This will usher In the grand
cycle, and will be followed by the openingof the tourua.nent at Newport on
August 8. Southampton will start its
annual competition on August 10, anu
on August 22 we nre quite sure that
New York will see the inaugural of the
first national doubles championship tournamentyet staged in this section.
On August 29 the women's championshipevent Is quite likely to be started

at Longwood. The challenge round for
the Davis Cup.America vs. Australasia
again, most likely.probably will be
started on Saturday. September 3, and
with fair weather will bring the doubles
matches of that programme on the followingMonday, which will be Labor
Day. Thht would be an admirable arrangement.

hate.Dste for Singles.
The national singles, we believe, will

be started at Philadelphia on September12. This will be the latest date yet
set for the national event. Newport
used to run It early In August and at
Forest Hills It was started late In Augustso as to bring the final, with fair
weather, on Labor Day. But at Philadelphia,particularly this year, an Augustdate would be out of question. For
one thing, a good many of the followers
of tennis would be away In the moun-
liuns itnu m. Ult' «-«r*nure.

But, what Is more important, the
schedule would not be acceptable unless
the national singles came after the DavisCup matches. The United States
Dawn Tennis Association expects to obtainthe entries of the challenging nationalsfor the American singles championship.If they competed first In the
national singles the Davis Cup matches
would be In the nature of an anticlimax.
By putting the national singles after

the Davis Cup round the national associationwould provide a fitting climax
for the season, would make the singles
MOW "m.m interesting, and would
give beaten challengers a chance to
come back against their conquerors.

DEFEAT OF SIWANOY
STUNS THE GOLFERS

Metropolitan Linksmen CocksureThey Would Stage U. S.
G. A. Open Meet.

Notwithstanding that the greatest lessontheit game teaches Is that of humility,golfers sometimes find that unconsciouslythey have been guilty of taking
too much for granted.
"Don't count your chickens before they

are hatched," Is a bromide, and yet
golfers go on holding the eggs up to the

light and stating the numbers of the
brood that Is to be. "Don't huiloo until

you are out of the wood," has gone

thundering down the ages. .Slightly
transposed and revamped, It fits Into the

golf game thus : "Don't count your "holes
before they are wosf. nor your shots beforethey are played.'
Through countless years the royal and

ancient game hds taught that there is
many a slip 'twlxt the tea and the cup,
and yet with It all once in a whtie the
golfer finds himself planning his round,
weighing up the value of every hole as

he ought to get It and crediting himself
with a par card before It is made.

All of which serves for an Introduction
to a topic that stings like a lash anywhereand everywhere In the metropolitandistrict and smarts like salt In an

open wound out In Mount Vernon, where
Is located the Slwanoy Country Club,
which fared so badly in Its bout with
the Columbia Club of Washington, D. C.,
at the annual meeting of the United
States Golf Association at the WaldorfAstoriaFriday night, when both crawled
through the ropes to do battle for the
honor of staging the next national open
championship.
Slwanoy was the favorite, a young and

lusty giant, groomea ana tnunca to mc

minute. Columbia scarcely was concededto have a chance. A walkawayIt was thought to be by many.
Yet when the delegates of the respective
clubs had said their say and the ballotinghad got under way, Columbia beganto roll up the votes In a manner
most surprising and embarrassing. Here
and there came a flurry that sent the advantagetemporarily to Siwanoy, but
back again came Columbia stronger than
ever, until a regular rush of votes from
the clubs at the end of the alphabetical
list carried the Washington organization^
through to victory. Siwanoy and all
those who thought the open championshiplong ago had been clinched for the
metropolitan district were stunned.

Received Little Consideration.

There is a peculiar aspect to the assignmentof the coming open championship,for while Columbia has been
awarded the tournament according to
the rules prescribed by the U. S. Q. A.
for settling these matters, and therefore,
it would seem, cannot have the event
taken away from it, the Washington
club, although mentioned, received prob-
amy less consiaeraugn u.v ine ivctiibc

professional and those officials of the
P. G. A. nominated by the.U. S. G. A. to
recommend a suitable venue for the next
championship than any of the others.
To many of the professionals the sue-

cess of Columbia will be a blow that will
shake them from their head to their
heels. Not that they have any doubt as
to the brand of hospitality Columbia will
show them. Only during the last week
or two they have become accustomed to
speak of .sjiwanoy ns if already this club
had received the plum. Already they
are playing the championship there In
the mind's eye.
That there should have been a con-

test at all struck many at the meeting
as peculiar, seeing that, like the women,
the professionals had been asked by
the U. S. G. A. to state their prefer-
ence. The fair ones In no uncertain
manner told the National Association
that they wanted Hollywood for their
next championship. Hollywood It was.
There was no voting despite the fact
that in accordance with Section 6 of
the bylaws of the U. S. G. A. a list
of three courses.Nassau and Lakewood
were the other two.had been prepared
and duly submitted to the meeting.
Then what happened to the professionals'selection committee if there

favorable to the Slwanoy Country Club?
If the "pros" saiil "Slwanoy," and
were overruled, as seems likely, then
appointihg such a committee each yeaIsa farce. The chances are that If
Slwanoy was the popular selection the
committee did not make Itself clear
enough. And this would seem to be
borne out by the fact that on the list
submitted to the delegates were the
names of no less than six clubs.Columbia,Lakewood, Hollywood, Lido, Slwa-
noy and Garden City.

Much Will Depend on Dntr.
For some reason or other many of the

experts feel that Columbia does not
measure up to the championship stan»
dard. Much will depend upon the date
chosen for the event, for the course is
well south of the usual championship
belt and therefore liable to be more
readily affected by climatic conditions
than the courses of the North.
One professional who attended Friday'smeeting was quite outspoken lp

his criticism of Columbia as the choice
for the next open championship. He,
like many others, had considered the
tournev as aood as fixed for Siwanoy
and the victory of the Southern club
left him almost stunned.
"They have made a grave blunder."

he said, "and they will yet regret their
selection."
This professional argues that turf

conditions at Columbia were very differentfrom those encountered on the
courses farther north and that tl'e
U. 8. G. A. cannot possibly give considerationto a midsummer date If they
are to find the course at Its best. Moreover,he points out that It Is bad businessIn the face of another contemplated
Ilrltlsh Invasion to select a circuit that
might be found to embody some at
least of the real Southern peculiarities
of turf and texture.

It la Just possible that the mortificationsome of the metropolitan professionalsfeel at being ordered to Washington,when they expected the championshipto be decided on their own

stamping ground, will prevent Justice
being done Columbia for some little time
to come. Nevertheless, It would seem
that the greatest care will have to be
exercised In selecting a date for the
coming open championship If the course
Is to be at Its best. September, or Octobereven, would not be too late for Washingtonto reap probably, but It would be
too late to enable the champion of the
year, the benefits that should accrue
from victory.

Barry to hold the 112 pound honors.
a However, Madden Intimated that if

- Inches tall and could make 100 pounds
s and retain his strength. He was a clever
i boxer and a good ring general, but not a
a destructive hitter.
1 Barry stood 5 feet 2 inches tall, his

legs being very short and slender, but

f middleweight's. He was a miniature

Fltzaimmons. His arms were long and
muscular and his chest measurement retmarkable for a boy of his size. Bnrrv

1 cool, heady fighter and his punches had
triphammer force.

with celerity and came East at once to
