A definite agreement was reached
in open debate to-day by leaders in

both, parties that the nominations of
f>,534 officers in the army made duringthe recess of Congress by Presi-
dent Wilson and sent to the Senate
early in the session will be confirmed
without meeting in executive session.
The agreement applies merely to

original appointments made under the
reorganization act. About twenty originalappointments in the navy also
are expected to be confirmed.

It does not apply to promotions by
f seniority or to transfers between vari-

ous branches of the military service.
Those will be held up for action by
the Senate until after March 4, when
the Republican Administration comes

into power. There are 3,285 promo-
tions by seniority, in which are in-
eluded eleven Major Generals and

twenty-two Brigadier Generals. There
are also 064 transfers which will be

held up.
Senator Lodge served notice that Re-

publican leaders do not intend to confirm
»lie rest of the nominations sent to the

Senate in this session. These will be

held up, as were similar nominations by
the Democrats in 1913. Of these ap-

pointments there are nearly 2,000 post-
.obo in York, and a large

number of other civil appointments In

various branches of the Federal service.

Three Itoll Call* Taken.

The decision to confirm the army and

navy original appointments was reached
by unanimous consent required by Sen-

ator Underwood (Ala.) and agreed to by
Senator Lodge after the Democrats had
tried to force an executive session .nd

been defeated on three roll calls. The
first vote came on a resolution offered
by Senator FleR-her (Fla.) seeking to
have nominations of world war veterans
named as postmasters referred to the
Committee on Post Offices with a view
to confirmation.
Debate was partisan and caustl;,

Democrats trying to make It appear that
he Republicans were refusing aid to formerservice men.
Senator Townsend (Mich.), chairman

of the Post Office Committee, challenged
the right of the Democrats to criticise
tbelr colleagues In the treatment of sol-
dlers and moved that the Fletcher resolutionbe referred to his committee. He-
tore this could be voted on Senator Robinson(Ark.) forced the Issue by moving
an executive session.defeated, 36 to 35.
Senator Norrls (Neb.) was the only Republicanto vote for the motion.
A vote was then had on the Towrfsend

motion, for which Senator Norrls voted
with the Republicans, and It was carried
by a vote of 37 to 34.

Senator Robinson said that the "Senatewould have opportunity to vote frequentlyon a motion for an executive
session" and soon after that again tried
to force a closed meeting. Again be
was unsuccessful, the vote being 36
to 34.

Senator Underwood then appealed for
a unanimous consent agreement to have

rnntine nnoolntments in the army
and navy disponed of, while frankly ad-
mltttng that "he recognized the right of
the Republicans not to confirm civil or

partisan appointments."
Senator I^ndge said he was willing to

have original army and navy appolnttaentsconfirmed, but added:
* for one do not propose to have all

fttese appointments to bureaus and to
atgher appointments In the army confirmeduntil they have been carefully
considered. I will not permit, If I can

help It, having all these appointments
filled less than sixty days ahead of the
time when another Administration will
come la and thus for four years have
offices run by men who may not be in
sympathy with chiefs above them, stilt
10 be named."

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FEDERAL EXPENSES
DROP IN DECEMBER

Public Debt Payments Increaseby a Billion.
Washington, Jan. 18..Ordinary expendituresof the Government for December'decreased by about $20,000,000

as compared with November, while paymentson the public debt Increased by
nearly $1,000,000,000, according to the
monthly stutement isued to-day by the
Treasury.

For the six months ending with December31 ordinary disbursements fell
off by more than $1,000,000,000, comparedwith the corresponding period of
1919, while public debt expenditures declinedby nearly $4,000,000,000.
Ordinary disbursements for December

totalled $404,576,091, against $426,092,313in November, while public debt paymentsfor the month aggregated $1,600,000,000,as compared with $677,000,000the month previous.
Interest on the public debt totaling

$134,452,181 led In the ordinary expendituresfor the month, with $94,762,954by the War Department second, and
$64,833,475 paid the railroads, third.
Redemption of $1,579,692,000 in certificatesof indebtedness account for the
bulk of the payments on the public debt.

ANOTHER BERGDOLL
WANTS TO GET OUT

Draft Evader Asks for Writ
of Habeas Corpus.

Kansas City, Mo., Jan. 18..Erwin R.
Bergdoll, member of a wealthy Philadelphiafamily, who Is serving a four-year
term in the Federal disciplinary ba-racksat Fort Leavenworth for evading
the selective draft, late to-day filed an-
plication for a writ of habeas corpus in
the Federal court at Topeka demanding
his release, according to announcement
made here to-night.

Bergdoll was sentenced in August,
1920, by a court martial sitting at Fort
Japr, New York. He is a brother of
Clrover Bergdoll, who is being sought on
charges of evading the draft. Hearings
on the application will be held in the
Kansas City (Ran.) Federal court February15.
