M l virtually has been dropped by the
Senate Immigration Committee, where
it In Dfndlne-. Hearing have been
suspended and will oe rt opened only to
p* rmlt CornmiKsloner General of Imml-ration Cuminettl to submit a report he
Is preparing on Immigration conditions
a' he saw them In Europe. Hla teatl)n»onywill be tak> n next Tuesday, when
he committee may agree on a compromisesubstitute for the Johnepn bill.
Senator Harrison, its strongest advocateon the committee, gave up the

fight in its present form to-day anil tidmittedhe saw no chance for its approval
by the committee. He proposed a compromiseunder which foreign Immigration,will be restricted on a percentage
basis in accordance with the number of
nationals from various foreign countrtes
row In America. This Is the principle
of the permanent immigration policy
embodied In the bill of Senator Dillingham(Vt.), former chairman of the
committee.

Accept Compromise.
Senator Colt (R. I.), chairman of the

committee, and Senator Dillingham
ngreed to accept such a compromise
provided the percentages can be agreed
on." A tentative understanding was
reached In the committee to have former
Clerk Husband of the committee assist
in framing the compromise measure and
he agreed.
There are many difficulties, however,

in obtaining accurate data on these percentages.The committee would have to
obtain classified information from thd
1920 census as to the number of aliens
from various European countries who
now are citizens or living in the United
States. Tills data will not be available
for months. The statistics on which percentageadmissions have been proposed
are for the 1910 census, and because of
the world war and the consequent check
to immigration top several years the
1910 census figures do not reflect actual
conditions here now.
The final explanation of Mr. Husbandto the committee of this scheme,

which he favors, was based on the argu!mepf that It would keep out undesirables

Replying to suggestions from SenatorDillingham that his bill be made
the basis for a temporary measure, Mr.
Husband said ho thought it would be a
wise move.

J Explains Ills Measure.
"Such a substitute for exemptions In

the Johnson bill would give a fixed
princtplo In Immigration regulation,
which could be, applied either In
emergency cases or as a permanent
policy," declared Mr. Husband.

Senator Harrison said he would be
willing to accept such a substitute as
a ^compromise provided there could be
an agreement as to the percentages. As
the matter stands now. therefore, the
light for and against Immigration rc|strietion will be on the standard of
percentages to he applied to nationals
of the various European countries.
The question was raised In the committeeto-day as to whether the House.,

which has voted by a large majority
for the Johnson bill, would accept the
compromise. The opinion was expressed
that the House rather than lose the
chance of ail restrictive legislation
would accept a compromise thai tended
to restrict.
The voluminous testimony gathered hy

the Senate committee is to be put Into
printed form this week. It w-as stater!
bv Senator Colt tn-dav aftpr which it
would be distributed to the Senate.
Meantime the committee will consider
the proposed compromise measure.

SI UNDESIRABLES WILL
SAIL WITH MARTENS

Russians Are to Depart From
Here on the Stockholm.

Washington, Jan. IS..l.udwlg C. A.
| IC Martens, Russian Soviet agent In this

country, who recently was ordered de1ported, will be accompanied by flfty-one
other Russians when he sails Saturday
from New York, according to Informa,tlon received by the Government. The
party Is to go on the Swedish-American
liner Stockholm.

VYlth Martens will be bis wife and two
children and employees In this country
of the Russian Soviet Government who
have been recalled. They include GregoryWelnsteln, chancellor of the Soviet
Hureau, who has been arrested on a deportationwarrant: Boris Roustam Bek,
military adviser of the bureau, and a
number of other officials and employees.

i The Soviet Government Is to pay for
the transportation of all those In the
party except Martens, whose expenses
will be borne by the American Government,as he has been ordered deported.
Eighteen first class cabins have been re-
served for tho party and It le said the
transportation cost of each person will
be 1180, plus a war tax of 88.

Rear-Admiral Benson, the present head
of the Shipping Board, had given him
access. He took up first what he called
the deal with the Nafra Company, the
Green Star Steamship Corporation and
the G. M. Standifer Construction Corporationof Portland, Ore., and Seattle,
VVfi sh.
The name of Martin J. Gillen ran

throughout the course of a score or
more of Involved financial and Governmentaltransactions In which these
firms and corporations figured. Mr. Gillenremained as special assistant to Mr.
Payne, and afterward to Rear Admiral
Benson, until September, 1920. Since
that date he has been associated with
the Nefra Company, which is an export
business, and with the Green Star Line,
which operates steamships, many of
them Government owned vessels.
According to Col. Abadlc'a charge#

the Shipping Board virtually "gave" to
the Nafra company the sum of $873.847.67through an overpayment- On
October 15, 1917, he testified, the Governmentrequisitioned under its wartimeauthority three freight ships.the
Santa Cecilia; E'innn and Chlnca.all
owned hy a subsidiary, the Imperial
Shipping Corporation. Before these
ships were commandeered pnd prion to
their pllocatlon to the army in 1918
each had made two trips to Italy under
the direction of their owners. The Im-
pcrlal corporation collected all the
freight money it could end held to It
The Shipping Board collected the balanceof the money directly from the
Italian Government.
The Nafra company, an the parent,

claimed ,the revenue as Its rightful property.maintaining that until the Shipping
Board took physical possession it was
entitled to the freight moneys earned.
A dispute arose and while a settlement
was pending the Nafra company purchaseda number of Shipping Board
steamships. .

As a compromise, so the story told
by the witness goes. Commissioner
Thomas Scott on November 28. 1919.
had a resolution passed by the board
which gave on account of the claim
a credit of $1,884,467.07 to be applied
on the vessels. This sum represented
the full credit for freights which the
Nafra company was unable to collect.
From that amount was deducted $74,868.
a sum which purpoiA"A to be charter
hire paid to the Nafj i.ynpany. ;
"As a matter of Med.-' Col. Abadle

swore, "Instead ot »1,884,467.07 the ^
Shipping Board ha^" not collected and
has not collected revenue on account ot
these voyages In excess of $1,010,617,50.
This on Its face shows an excess and
arbitrary payments of $873,849.51.
"A report on the deal made by 15.

Gatesby Rowze said In conclusion: 'By
actual figures It Is clearly shown that
In the settlement the Nafra company
received credit for over 50 per cent,
more revenue than we (the Shipping
Board) received, and was charged with
less than BO per cent, of our actual disbursements.'"

The Nafra Company, according to the
evidence, was allowed a further credit of
$1,172,598.75 for depreciation which occurredwhen the army was operating the
three ships during the war period. This
was applied ogalnst payment for four
r.hlps which had been purchased from the
Chipping Board.the .Maine, "Woorwocket,
Kagadahoe and Canlbas.
One of the features of this purchase

igreement was that the Shipping Board
wouldpay to the Nafra Company from

andafter January 1. 1920, on all of these
ships not yet delivered the sum of $4.15 ^

per month per deadweight ton for the detentionof these freighters. The terms
of sales agreements again were changed
on July 29, 1920, at the lnatance of Mr.
allien.
Before adjournment for the night the

wltneas had taken up the case of the
Standlfer Corporation. It had contract
No. 003 for five steel ships, which contractwas cancelled. The corporation
then presented claims totalling $900,000
for material on the ships cancelled and
other clilma amounting to a grand total
of $1,600,000. About September 5, 1919, a
settlement virtually had been effected
by the Shipping Board for a net pay-
ment of $183,110.62. But the award was
reviewed by E. D. I^evy, chairman of the
Claims Board. That revision added to
the former claims about $1,000,000 to
cover surptua materials, steel, Ac., on
contract No. 156, which was for the
building of ten ships, none of which had
been cancelled, apd six of which nutn-!
ber at!!! remained to be delivered.
