Shutdown Was to- Reduce

DgTrorr, Jan. 28.—Officlals of six
factorles engaged in the manufacture
of automobile accessories or bodles an-
nounced to-day that they rau]él be
operating Monday on a 60 per cent,
production basis, with half of the for-
mer working force, a total of more
than 30,000 men, at their labors.

The factories are: Hudson Motor
Car Company, Cadillac Motor Car
Company, Ford Motor Car Company,
Btandard Motor Truck Company,
Fisher Body Company and the Briggs
Manufacturing Company.

The announcement that the Ford
Company would reopen probably on &
50 per cent. basis has had a stimulating
effect on the entire motor trade, and
particularly among makers of TFord
bodles and accessorles,

The Briggs company, makers of Ford
bodies, announced to-day that its work-
men would be rehired Monday.

Working forces of the Hudson, Stand-
ard Motor Truck, Cadlllac and Fisher
Body companies have been increasad
gradually during this week and will
repch n 60 per cent. basis Monday, offi-
clais of the firms reported.

At most of the plants all former em-
ployees, regardiess of marital status, are
balng recalled. But {n some, Ingluding
the Cadillac, operation will be begun on
a three day a week schedule.

Officials of the Columbla Motor Come
pany stated that 25 per cent of thelr
normal working force were smployed
Insy week and that “if orders keep eomn-
Ing In the way they have during the
last threa or four daya’” production and
employment would rise to 25 to 40 per
eint. of normal during tha first week
of February.

Thirty-flve per cent. of tho Hudson
Company's employeen are at work, Pro-
duction experts of the plant stated that
#pring orders were encouraging enough
to indlcate an Increase in both output
and employment to 70 per cent, of nor
mal In four weeks.

Approximately & per cent. of the em-
ployeen of the Liberty Motor Company
are at work. Produetion of motor trucks
has decreassd slightly, but there ls an
inereased demand for pleasure cor en-
gines, aceording to an officlal of the
Continental Motor Corporation.

As a desperate mensure to break the
Kastern num ring and stop Hlicit traf-
fic in the so called wet belt of East-
ern Btates, Prohibitlon Commissioner
Kramer late to-day issued stringent
orders closing all warehouses In New
York, Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Mary-
Iand, Connecticut, Rhode Island and
Massachusetts. :

The order came as a surprise and It
was intended to keep it secret until
news filtered one of the Mary-
Lland wareho centres that instruc-
tions had been received to stop all
withdrawals.

Only three exceptions are made, In-
dustrinl alcohol can be released on
speclally approved permits, sacra-
mental wines are entirely excepted,
and provision is made that each H-
censed retall druggist can draw a
maximum of flve cases of whiskey on
a single permit.

One direct effect demired im the with-
holding of supplles from the manufact-
ureras of patented medlcines, tonics and
other preparations which have flooded
the market and the stopping of with-
drawal of any conslderable shipment of
whiskey or other spirit commonly used
for beverage. The order limiting with-
drawals is designed to drive illicit deal-
ers from the market us a necessary first
step to any kind of enforcement.

Case Shipments Only.

hipments to drugglsts will In future
be made In case lots, obviating losses
fram barrels, and any Issuonce of wine,
| except for sacramental purposes, gin
and rum will be stopped indefinitely.
The order will not be revoked uftil
stocks of all authorized users of spirits
are at an absolute minimum. Meantima
it Is hoped that bootleggers will Le dlu-
cournged.

Freight handiers and express employ-
oes are blamed by the prohibition dlvi-
slon of the Treasury for numerous cases
of watered whiskey recelved and suid
by drugglstd and others authorized o
handle spirits for legal use,

Hundreds of complaints have come to
the Revenue Bureau from persons hav-
ing prescriptions filled? and in many in-
st from drugglsts and other !l
cenmsed purveyors of whiskey that the
aupply was Watered or otherwise diluted.

In many instances Just plain watar
was added to otherwise good whiskey.
In other cases nleohol and other sub-
stances have been put In frequently, ut-
terly spolling the product. Chief Young
of the withdrawal diviflon of the Pro-
hibition Unit stated smphatically to-day
that all whiskey withdréwn from ware-
houses on permit was gauged and tested
for tax purposes |mmediately before
withdrawal and had to be pure. The
amount of tax pald Is depandent on the
number of proof gallons In the barrel
Proof gallons are the measure of alco-
holic content. Ior instance, whiskey that
in 100 proof hax 60 per cent, alooho! and
60 per cent. of other substances, mostly
water. It must be 100 proof when with-
drawn.

Chaneces for Liguor Thefts.

Bhipments of withdrawn spirits are
made under bond, but many such ship-
ments lay In express and freight offices
for days before finally claimed or dellv-
ored. After they are recelved nt des-
tination, way bils apd permita must be
vised and approved by local prohibition
officers bafore dellvery can be made by
the rallroad or express office.

It in alleged that pomewhers along
the line employees or others having ac-
cess Lo raljroad or express property
drill holes "In barrels or kpock out
bungs, siphon off some liquor, Il up

NINE DEE I FIRE
IN HOBOKEN HOTEL

List May Be Doubled in Blaze
That Destroyed Palace-
Colonial,

MANY WOMEN RESCUED

Smoke and Flames Cut Off
Firemen From Upper Floors,
Where Vietims Were.

Nine persons Jost thelr lives and it
is believed that the death lst may be
increased to twice that number in a
fire that destroyed the Palace-Colonial
Hotel, in Newark street, a block and a
balf from the Lackawanna Rallroad
station In Hoboken early this morn-
ing.

At 2 o'clock flames still were sweeping
through the rear part of the hotel, and
firemen belleved that the rooms on the
second and third floors still contained
bodies. The blaze there waus so intense
they had not been able to get into
any of the rooms,

Besldes those found dead at least four
persona were 8o badly burned that after
they Lfd been resoued from top floor
rooms they were hurrled to hospltuls,
whera it was sald thelr conditlon was
such that they may die. At lenst o
dozen others, many of them women,
were found partly overcome In rooms on
the upper floore and were carried down
ladders and fire escapes to the street,
They were for the most part without
anything but night clothes.

The fire Is belloved to have started
from a cigaretie butt In a linen room.
Clerks said that when the flames were
discovered about forty persons were In
the five story brick bullding.

The fire spread with remarkoble rapid-
{ty, It waa not known who turned In
the firat alarm, but the signal bell in the
box on a corner nearby was stlll ringing
when the first apparatus reached the
scene from fire heandquarters, two blocks
AWAY,

At that timo the entire bullding wias in
flames and filéd with smoke. Men and
women were hanging from windows and
threatening to drop Into the sireets ns
the firemen began to ralse thelr ladders.

The Rev, BEdward Kelly, Catholic
chaplain of the Hoboken Fire Depart-
ment, arrived with the apparatus on the
second alarm and as soon as the fire
had been driven to thes rear of the
bullding entered at the head of a search-
Ing party to look for injured and dying.
Firemen eald the priest administered

who were dying from burns and then
helped carry them to the street

Adjolning the bullding Is that of the
First National Bank of Hoboken. While
the blaze was at {ts helght the pollee,
fearing an attempt might be made lo
rob the bank, placed guards at doors
and windows and posted others on the
roof.

Most of the bodles were found on the
two upper {loors. A man and & wWoman
were foupd turned to death In one mom,
and a woman's body waa found on the
floor of an adjolning room. Apparently
those who lost their lives were overcome
by smoke which swept quickly to one
upper floor, and then were cut off from
rescua by the flames, which spread
through the second floor from the linen
room, making It Impossible for the “fire-
wmen to0 make thelr way upstalrs,

None of tho victims had been ldentl-
fed early this morning.

valuables from the Alien Prop-
erty Custodian while the property
of “daughters of Henry White,
American commissioner to the
peace conferene, is held.
Senator Knox thus described
the situation, saying under the
act an American horn woman
married to an enemy alien prior
to the war could retain her prop-
erty, while tke daughter of
American parents, born abroad,
and married to an enemy alien,
was classed as an enemy slien
herself.

Gov. Miller's plan for saving New
York city's traunsit aystem from “the
gerap heap or bankruptey" Is Leing
pushed forward with all the epeed
possible, The legislative leaders have
begun work on the bille which will
embody and carry out the Executive's
|deas and the bill drafting bureau wiil
have the measures ready for presenta-
tion In about ten days.

There are to be two bills, One will
supplement the rapld transit act and
the other will amend the publie ser-
vice law. It is a difficult task to draft
guch measures because of the necessity
of conforming to court ralings made In
recent years on numerous polnts, and
at the same time to revamp the law
and make it snfliclently flexible to meet
the new situntion.

A Storm of Controversy.

One measure will adjust ths BState
taws, bringing them up 1o date That
will take Into conslderation the subway
contracts and stralghten out kinks In
the several laws.  Another measure will
ereate the new Publie Service Commis-
sion, lodging in Its hands the transit
powers now resting with the Public Bers
viea Commlssion, some of the authority
of the Board of Estimate and the juris-
diction of the transit commission.
