Kinds Lender Is Not Disturbed.

Jacob A. Livingston, the Brooklyn
leader, was not at all disturbed by the
declarations of three of his Senators,

"Personally I am convinced that an

increased fare is*rnot necessary," said
Senator Maxwell S. Harris. "I feel the
programme which seeks to confer on a

commission the i>ower to revise the contractsand alter the basic rate of fare is
a programme for an increased fare "

"At tho present time ail I am interestedin is j-ervlce.' said Senator A. L.
Katlin. "I won't support anything Just
because the Governor asks for it. I am
going to study this proposition before I
take a stand."
"So far as giving a commission power

to fix a flexible fare." said Senator WilliamT. Simpson, "I certainly would want
assurance that it would not De flxed on

the figures whlcjh the railroads themselveswould present."
The declarations of*Mr. Harkness, the

expert on transit law and conditions, on

the Miller programme were in the highestpraise.
"What is needed." said Mr- Harkness,

"is a complete reform of New Tork
city's traction system, in order that the
public may be assured it is not being exploitedthrough stock jobbing and similar
practices. The public Is thoroughly imbuedwith the idea that it is being exploited.and for that reason is resentful
and antagonistic to anything the companiesask.

"Tt is this feeling that has
the present opportunity to make the
transit situation a political football. So
far as the legal aide of 'home rule* Is
concerned the legislature never has
given the city Jurisdiction over the subways.

"The construction and operation of
subways since lSf>4 has been In the
hands of State boards." he continued.
"Fm thertnorc, the principle of home rule
should not be made a fetich to cover Incapacity.The city lias hod three years
of unexampled opportunity to right a deplorablesituation, and It now seems to

* be a case of either letting bad go to worse
or having a comprehensive handling of
the situation by " State agency."
Because of the bad financial conditions.

Island's passengers boarded their trains ^
or appeared at ticket windows yester- j
day morning they got the bad news for
the first time. Commutation tickets diJ ;
not Beem to be included in the rise, how-
ever, and it was"stated that the Inter-
state Commerce Commission, which au- J
thorlied the Increase, had not included
commutation tickets. Traffic Manager
William McOee. at Jamaica, said that
the change in rates was to have taken
place on November 29, hut that court
action necessitated a delay. There was
some complaint here and there, but the
general reeling seemed to be that the
increase was Justified and might work
for good In the long run.

Colncldentally with* the Increases
* schedules for the reduction of the work-
ing force wore also put into effect. Men
in the maintenance of way and signal
departments were put on a five day
schedule Instead of a six day period.
About 300 men are affected by the new

arrangement. A month ago the men
themselves voted in favor of a reduc-'
lion in working time rather than a reductionin the working force.
To-morrow 140 men in the repair shop

at Morris Park. Queens, will be laid off,
having voted for a lay off -themselves.
The Increased fares on the lines of

the Staten Island Rapid Transit Com-1
pany were permitted by the decision
handed down yesterday in the Appellate
Division of the Supreme Court. Pas-

simpiy Tounci wrien iney Doaraea
oars this mornihg that they had to pay.
more money to ride. On the N'orth Shore
and South Beach divisions, which have
had a flat 8 cent, rate, with free transfersfrom one point to another, a rate
of 8 cents is now* charged, with a 5 cant
charge for transfers. Thus It actually
costs 13 cents now to. ride between cer-|
tain points where the charge was for-;
merlv 8 cents. According to distance
travelled u straight Increase of 20 per
cent, was made.
There is little transferring from the

N'orth Shore Division to the South Beach
Division at this season of the year, but
in the summer there is a great deal of
H and the crowds are heavy.
There were rtiany protests over the

Increase, and it was said that the Staten
Island Civic Deague would be ashed to
light the new rate. !

E. 1C. Murray, general manager of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, of which
the Stnten Jsiand Rapid Transit Companyis » subsidiary, said the increase
would add about $300,000 a ye- r to the
revenues of the company. He Id that
the net loss last year was $4u 000 in
passenger operation, but that there had
been a profit In freight operation and
that the company would about break
even. j

:he gat-ment was Johnson's brother.

Hie waves breaking against a concrete
lulkhead twenty feet away had acnt a
