South and West. The marginal railroad,Major Sullivan points out, would
give the industries along the w*ter
front direct delivery of freight to their
doors and direct connections with the
markets of the country. The railroad
connections als6 would be expected to

relievo congestion in tho harbor and
avoid the waste made necessary by Che
shipment of empty cars back and forth
to the Jersey ehore. ,

The report further recommends the
development of Industrial zones In sectionsat present undeveloped, and' along
the waterfront. The zones would be

limited to factory purposes, just as

there are now residential zones from
which manufacturing is barred.

The two boroughs, he
lays, are inadequately supplied with
freight facilities, and merchants and
manufacturers arc compelled to go to
treat expense to handle goods by means

>f trucks.
Waste In Empty Freight Cars.

Mujor Sullivan finds that the present
method of handling freight cars on car

floats is too expensive and results In too

much delay. The float bridge system of
handling cars requires the railroads to
ship empties back to New Jersey and
Lhen reship them to other points along
the waterfront where empty cars are

needed. About 11.000 empty freight cars

ire shipped back to the New Jersey
shore annually as a result of the system,
Major Sullivan says.
The points of difference between Major

Newspaper Space as Important
as Preacher's Salary, MethodistsAre Told.

ANALOGY IS DRAWN

| Sermon and Newspaper ArticlesCompared as to WelfareValue.

"Every church should spend money for
advertising and purchasing space in the
newspapers, paying for such space as

conscientiously and continuously as it
does tho preacher's salary," declared the
Rev. J. T. Brabner Smith of the publicitydepartment of .the Committee on

Conservation and Advance of the MethodistEpiscopal Church at tho closing
session of the Chicago Area Council.

"Criticism of the newspapers, unless
it Is just, is harmful, and thero should
be cordial relationship and cooperation
Deiwcen xne puipiL una uie pri-as. jaai.ii.
If conscientious, are striving for the
uplift and betterment of humanity. They
may do it in different ways, but their
motive and objective are the elevation of
human society. Every preacher should
know something about Journalism, especiallythe conduct of the great daily
newspapers. Preachers should at least
be taught the elements of journalism.
"Both the good sermon and the good

newspaper article have In them the elementsof human Interest and welfare
and are Centred round some personality.
The great difference between a news|paper article and a sermon Is. the
preacher spends thirty minutes in com1
ing to a peroration gr a climax, but a

newspaper article hits the bullseyo in
the first sentenoe; the heart of the story
Is at the beginning and not at the end
like the sermon.
"Too many preachers are fond of and

seek personal publicity. The clergy
should have, cordial relations with the
editors, and there should be personal
contact. Every clergyman should know
the editors of the city or country papers
in the town in which he lives. Wlifle
many good ministers deplore the amount
of space devoted to crime In the newspapers,we must not forget that the
editors have a good example to follow
when we remember that crime is depictednakedly and unmercifully in the
Bible. What we should deplore is when
excessive amount of space is devoted to
the details of crime, to the exclusion of
church, moral and other uplifting materialIn the paper.
