SAVED BY EXPLOSION
Oil Tank Blast Snuffed Out

Flames Baging on the
Nettuno.

LIFEBOATS DESTROYED

Heroism of Engineers Describedby Captain in
Florida Port.

JACKSONVILLE, Via., Jan. 30..The
tprimahln Jfettuno. from Port Arthur

Tex., for Brindisi, Italy, was towed Into

Mild port to-day by coast guard cutter
Tamacraw after being: afire at sea.

Ce.pt. Bersini on arriving here todayattributed the saving of his ship
10 a miracle.the explosion of her fuel
011 tanks, which literally snuffed out the
fire after It had raged unchecked for
twenty hours. The blaze originated In
the engine room from a bursting feed
pipe, when the Nettuno was four days
out from Port Arthur from which she
cleared January 21 with a cargo of
gasolene nnd fuel oil. At that time she
was off the Florida coast in the vicinity
of Bermuda.

In a few moments the Nettuno was a

seething Inferno amidships and it did
not seem possible for her td remain
afloat but a short time, Capt Bersini
stated.

Seated In his badly damaged cabin
while the Nettuno swung easily at
anchor in the river, Capt. Bersini describedthe horror through which he
and the ship's personnel lived during
the twenty hours the fire raged uncheckedin the ship, wallowing helplessly
in heavy seas. The crew fought with

in keen the flreo from the
gasolene stored In the ho'd of the vessel,
The fight, however, appeared hopeless,
according to Capt. Bersinl, and momentarilyhe expectdd the flames to
reach the gasolene and blow the ship
to atoms.

Practically every lifeboat the Nettum
carried had either been carried away
or smashed by the terrible buffeting the
tanker sustained during the hours the
fire twisted and wrecked her engne room

and cracked her steel decks und side
plates. The fact the crew had n» lifeboatsIn which to leave the burning veaseladded to the serlousnesB of the situ*- j
tlon.

Capt. Bersinl praised the work of toe
< hief engineers, Bctteto and Crosa, a*

\. ell as of Engineer Landi Vlogannl, who
volunteered to go below at the time the
feed pipe burst to shut off the flow of
oil and rescue two firemen trapped In the
flreroom. Vlogannl war so severely burned
that Capt. Bersinl stated he did not
think the engineer could survive. His
clothing was burned from his body and
his flesh In many places literally cooked.
Vlogannl and the two firemen, Brancalsoneand Ijosito, who were also badly
burned, were transferred to the .Belgian
steamship Kremlin on January 26, the
day after the fire aboard the Nettuno
had been extinguished, and sent to New-
port News.
Tho Yamacraw, which had been advisedto look out for the Nottuno, picked

up the ship on January 28 and headed
:'..r Jacksonville. The Ncttuno Is owned

1 l>v the Italian Htate Railways, her home
port being Pulmera, Italy.
The ship is so badly damaged that It

s estimated that It will be weeks before
he la again ready for sea. _A representativeof the owners is expected hero toorrowfrom New York.
The Nettuno is a 6,000 ton ship, 400

foot In length, with a breadth of beam
of 00 feet.
