She Plucked That Apple in a

Garden on the Ranks of
the Ohio River.

WAR 19,000 YEARS AGO

Boston Philologist Further
Sees New Glacial Peril

in Mild Winters.

Special Despatch to Tim Nbw York Hbr.iijd.
Boston. Jan. 3<>..The Garden of Eden

was located In tire State of Ohio, accordingto Or. George G. Allen of BrooUllne.philologist and geologist, who
claims that scientific research has uncoveredfacts that bring Adam and Eve
into the world on the banks of what
is now the Ohio River. He says:

"Authorities have told us that the
(Tardea where the first woman plucked
the apple was at the north pole. That is,
it is the north pole to-day, but 6,000
years ago it was a sunny, tropical countrysituated about where Asia Minor is
located now.

"In the huge ice floes were found
growths that come only from a tropic
sun. This was finally explained through
analysis of equinoctial processions it
was discovered that the point called the
North Pole travels around the world
once in 25,000 years.

"Careful mathematical computations
bring the original paradise into the State
now called Ohio."

It is Dr. Allen's contention that Adam
and Eve were the original redskins as
well as the original humans.

"At one time there were a people in
Aala Minor called the Cynthians. They
were the cradle of civilization. All peoplesprung from this stock, the red races
we now know and have known, the Orientalsof tho East, the whites of the
Weat.
"Oo to the language of the Cynthians

for more proof that their original parents.Adam and Eve, came from Ohio.
'Adam' in the Cynthlan language means
red man' and 'Ohio' means 'the most
beautiful.'

It ia about 19.000 years since Ohio
was the Garden of Eden, Dr. Allen declares.and he goes on to say that in
19,000 years America will be back in
the Eastern Hemisphere, a tropical
country with a new race, perhaps the
red race once more.

"There comes another dreadful but
Interesting point," he says. "For a long
time we have been having a series of
mild winters and then a very severe
one. Scientists who have been studying
this believe it 1s new indication of anothergreat glacier like the one that
wept down across America and gouged
out the Mississippi."

WORLD PAGEANTS MARK
40 YEARS OF Y. P. S. C. E.

Growth of Movement Traced
by President Clark.

Newton, Mass., Jan. 30..The spread
of the Christian Endeavor movement In
the forty years since It was started was
outlined by Dr. Francis E. Clark, presidentof the World's Christian Endeavor
Union, In the course of a sermon in Eliot
Church here to-day. He said the anniversaryof the formation of the first
society, on February 2. 1881, in the
Williston Church of Portland. Me., would
be observed this week by special meetingsand pageants all over the world.

Dr. Clark estimated that from 20.000.O00to 22.000,000 of people In all lands
were now or had been In their youth
ronnrcted with the society, and that one
In six of the people of the United States
had had some connection with the organisation.

"Without ecclesiastical hacking or any
large expenditure of money," he said,
"the society has spread Into all I'rotestnntdenominations and into practically
very country on the globe. Two thou-
sand societies are found In India and
1.20O in China, and since the beginning
of the war the societies In Germany
have Increased from 300 to over 1,000."
