If a New England construction company'srecords covering a generation

of operating costs are correct as submittedto the Boston Chamber of
Commerce It Is no wonder there Is a

housing shortage everywhere. The
mystery is how anybody manages to

erect a house or office building that
ean rent la competition w ith struc-
tores put up when men did n square
day's work and m«rtar, plaster or;
even sund did not rival the price
of pearls.
Twenty-odd years ago, according to

those records, a mason and his helper
laid 1,500 bricks in a working day of
eight hours for $5.25. To lay those
same 1,500 bricks to-day costs, for the
same labor, $40.80. ltut while this
makes It cost the builder eigbl times
as much. In round numbers, to get
that work done now as It cost then,
the mason and Ills helper do not earn

eight times as much money at their
trade. The reason is simple enough.
What it took th<» tnason and his
helper only eight hours to do twentyoddyears ago It now takes a mason
and his helper half a week to do. In
other words, the bricklaying capacity
of a mason and his helper has fallen
from 1,500 bricks a day to 500 bricks
a day.
At eight times the former rate a

thousand bricks the mason and his
helper to-day get two and a half
times the former wage a week becausethey do only u third as much
work. But while the mason and
his helper get only two and a half;
times as much as before, the cost to
the man who pays the bills has to be.
of course, that terrific figure of eight]
times as much.
And here is what all that means to

I he man that rents the house In
which laying the bricks costs eight
times as much as before. There is
not merely eight times as much intereston the cost of laying the bricks
which must go into the rent; there!
Is eight times as much taxes on the

Thei
rent has to take In all of it.

i Their Proposed Cancellation Termed
liijurt to (he Holders.

To The New York Herald : I have
read with interest of the action proposed
to be taken by tho associations o? en-

g'.neers and mates for the cancellation
of the rod ink license by an appeal to
President-fleet Harding. Those are the
licenses issuoa to snips oincers wlio are

not American citizens. !

Should the associations take action in
the matter X trust In common Justice
the full facts will be laid before the
President, and not merely a part of,
the truth. The facts are as follows:

In February of last year all red Ink
licenses the holders of which had not
declared their intention to become clti-
zens of the United States were can-
celled. At the same time no holders'
of these licenses were allowed to sail on

vessels of over 1,000 tone owned by the
Shipping Board. Consequently the only
vessels on which an alien In possession
of Intention papers only can bo employed
arc those owned by private Interests. ]

I am well aware that the majority
of these owners prefer men trained
abroad, especially for the senior positions,simply because these men have,
without exception, received extended
training1 and are able In consequence to
operate tho ships more efficiently. At
the present time, with eo many ships
laid up, ship owners havo a wide choice
of men, and If the foreign trained men

receive preference It is simply a proof
of their superior training.
As an example of my meaning, In all

foreign countries before an engineer can

have an appointment as chief he will
have had five years machine shop experienceand on an averago of from at
least three to eight years at sea as a

watch keeping- engineer.
There is another side to this question,

namely, the belief In the impartial- |
lty of the justice administered by the
Govcrnmont of the United States. These
licenses wero granted under certain
conditions, and present holders have
complied with these. To cancel these ]
licenses now would be a grave Injustice.
Many of these men have brought their

families to this country and the majoritylutve not more than a few months
to go to become citizens of the United
States. I may also state that without
exception these men have paid income
tax on their earnings.
