President’s Daughter Signs
Club Resolution to Retain
Name, Married or Single.

Miss Margaret Wilson, daughter of
the FPresident, was the guest of honor
at a luncheon of the “Woman Pays
Club” held yesterday @t the Beaux Arts
and signed a resclution adveocating the
retention of their malden names by
women, whether married or single. The
réesolution follows:

“Whereas, the members of the Woinan
Pays Club, belug made up of self-sup-
porting women, conslder it thelr right
to retain their maiden names, in cases
where the latter are beller known, re-
gardless of whether or not they have
entered [nto matrimony, and the mem-
bers, being actively engaged In businoss
of varioue kinds, conslder that sald
names are more representative of them
and their work than any names Lhey
might have adopted through matrimony,
and

“Whereas, the question of momen-
clature having been Investigated, It has
been found that no womnn ia legally
bo 1l 'to be known by her husband’'s
neme and may rightfully reta'n and
use her maiden name or the nama by
which she s commonly known through-
out her life, and, whereas, the woman's
maiden name stands fully for her un-
diminighed Individuality and represents
her work,  whatever it may be, hoth
of which are diminished when she
merges her klentity Into thut of her
husband by adopting his naume.

“Now, therefore, be it resclved that all
the members of the Woman Pays Club
do hereby advocate the uee and reten-
tion of thelr names,”

IN THEATRE GALLERIES

Actors’ Equlty Takes
Empty Seat Problem.

The Actors Eqully Associntion has
taken officlal cognizance of the luck of
patronage In theatre galieries, which
has been vexing managers for some time.
The Equity argues that seats are empty
becausa the prices In the top galleries
are too high. The organization made

publie yesterday a communication ad-
dressed through Frank Glllmore, execu-
tive secretary, to the United Managers
Protective Associatlon, composed of
theatre owners throughout the country,
appealing for n reductlon of gallery
prices.
