Since the days when Christopher
Columbus salled across the Atlantic
with his fleet of three curavels, the
old ocean has been considered the ideal
battle ground for wind driven craft,
Still there have been very few  races
from one to the other side of the big |
ditch, prineipally because the average |
“wuhtsman has been upable to give
the time necessary for such a brush,
To race across the ocean and return |
means the taking up of at least six
weeks of the most ideal saillng hours|
of the year. Again, it gonerally has
bean belisved that only large eraft could
take part in such a contest

Although the former statement Is
true, there i8 no particular reason why
A race across the ocean should be lim-
ited to large yachts, Time and again
{t has been proved that little boats can
cross the Atlantie An safety, provided
they are manned by real sailing men,
Of gourse, n &000-pdd mile voyage in
a amall boat s not particularly coms-
fortable. There are things more en-
joyable than belng housed up in a little |
yocht, without an opportunity of
#iretching one's legs, for scveéral weeks,
That {8 one of the reasons why only |
the most enthusiastic sallors take an
interest in long distance races for little
eraft.

The offering of a cup for a race neross
the Atlantle by the King of the Belgians
during the coming summer has created
more than passing interest in the world
of sport. The non-nautical mind sces
something of the repl sporting nature,
fifed with unknown dangers, in a con-
test from Sandy Hook to Ostend. The
deep sea sallor looks at it in an entirely
different light. To him the element of
danger la eliminated. He sees nothing
particularly dangerous In such a bryeh,
particularly in July. Also, he does not
belleve that the race is bound to he won
by one of the larger craft. Wind and

weather will have a good «deal to do |

with finding the victor, and should the
fleet run Into light weather for any
considerable length of time it would
not be at all surprising to see’the race
won by a little yucht.

Element of Luock. ;

Again, tha element of luck plays a
very important part in a race that o
bound to last twa wecks. In that time
u flent of yachts of various sizes, rigs
and designs la bound to be distributed
over a wide spa aves. Nuturally, they
will eoncounter winds of varying
strength, The winner'is going to be the
craft that finds and kecps the breene.

In light weather, breezes come from

nowhere and last for varyving lengtha of
time, Yachts have beén within a few
hundred feet of euch other, one with
a brecze and the other in the doldrmims
That i8 lugk—pure and simple—regnrds
less of the bellef thet some skippers
always can find wind,

Though the element of danger has no
particular bearing upon the subject and
although there is a possibllity of a yacht
of any size and rig being the winner, It
in gafe betting that the majority of the
entries will be yachts of more than 100
