Leading Welt
BRJTTON,m OF
WELTERS, TO MEET
LEWIS FOR TITLE

Will Mark Their Seven-
teenth Contest in Period

of Five Years.

CHAMPION IS FAVORITE

English Critic Asserts That
Carpentier Fears to Make

Match "With Moran.

Despite the fact that when Jack
Britton, welterweight champion of the
world, and Kid Lewis, former holder
of the title, face each other in Madison
Square Garden to-morrow night It

will be their seventeenth meeting in
the ring, patrons of pugilism are Intenselyinterested in the contest. This
is due to the fact that Lewis twice
took the title from Britton on decisions
on points at the end of long bouts, and
Britton twice regained his championshiplater on, first on points and last

by knocking out Lewis in the ninth
round.
These results furnished proof to the

admirers of boxing that the famous
welters were trying their utmost In all

their encounters, wnicn cannot ue o«ii»

of several other boxers who have engagedIn a series of matches.
Brltton and Lewis began their combatsin 1915, in which year Britton,

who claimed the welter title, was twice

defeated by Lewis in twelve round
bouts in Boston to a referee's decision.
The first of these bouts took place in
the Hub on August 31, and the second
on September 27. These victories gave
Lewis the title, and he held it till
April 24, 1916, when Britton turned the
tables on his rival at New Orleans,
winning back the crown through the'
medium of a referee's verdict in a

twenty round bout.
Britton clinched his title by defeating

Lewis in a twelve round bout at Boston,
October 17, 1916, and held the honors
till June 25, 1917, when Lewis got a

referee's decision over the champion In a
twenty round bout at Dayton, Ohio.

After a number of declsloniess bouts,
with no decided advantage to either, the
men were matched for a twenty round
contest at Canton, Ohio, March IT, 1919,
and Britton not only regained the title
tut stopped his rival in the ninth
round. The contest to-morrow night
will he the first long match to a decision
they have made since the Canton engagement.
Lewis has insisted that he was In

poor condition when he was stopped by
Brltton in Canton, and he made the
same plea when he was maltreated by
O'Dowd in Jersey. He Is declared to be
in good trim now, and If he loses will
have no excuse on the score of condition.
Lewis claims consideration for having

twice stopped Johnny Basham, welter
champion ofEngland, but as tho Briton
is a third rater It does not appear that
the feat was sensational.

In only one respect has Lewis an advantageover Brltton and that is In the
matter of years. Brltton is 38 years of
age and Lewis 25. Yet in all recent
bouts the veteran has shown the remarkablospeed, cleverness and ring generalshipthat have always characterised his
work In the ring.
Lewis may hit a bit harder than Britton.but the champion has dodged the

phots of more accurate marksmen than
Lewis, and unless the titleholder has
retrograded to an extent not warranted
by his recent performances he should
retain the honors of the class.

AVIldr-lferman Fiasco.

Under the rules of the International
Boxing Union, which governed the
Wilde-Herman contest in London, the
bout cannot bo classed as a championshipanir. Tlio articles of agreement
contained this clause:

F> welch not mc're than 11* pound* (8
stono 6 pound) ringside, and to proceed
with the contest fifteen minute* after
weighing."
The above called for ringside weighing,which Is prohibited by the rules of

the International Boxing Union. The
weighing time under those rules, and
also the regulations of the British Board
of Boxing Control Is eight hours before
rlngtime. The earns rule prevails In
this State, where Herman lost his title
to Joe Lynch.

Tn spite of these facta the promotor
of the bout In London tried to make 'it
appear that the contest was to decide
the world's bantam championship. Had
WIMc been the winner the midget would
unquestionably have claimed the world's
bantam title, but Herman shattered the
scheme by stopping the Briton.

"Cymry," an English critic on boxing,
declares that Carpentler fears to meet
Frank Aloran In the ring, although the
French boxer claims he would dispose
of the Pittshurger In short order.
"Cymry" adds:

"Curiously enough, though Carpentler
was challenged by Moran's manager and
Major Wilson at onre ofTered to put up
a handsome purse and stage the fight,
the Frenchman has net yet signed to
meot Moran.

Carpentler Fears Morse.

"Just think. Here Is r man who be.
Ifrves he can walk uff to another and
bent lilm with three punches, and Is
offered a guarantee of 115,000 for doing
It, yet he hangs hacK !

"If one regards sport a* an affair of

T look on It from the commonsense standpoint and regarding the
facts from all angles come to the conclusionthat Oarpentler fears Moran
would beat him.

for tho match were first opened. Descampsdemanded a guarantee of {2C.000
to cover f'nrpentler from possible loss
In the event of Moran defeating him
before lie could meet Dempsey. As the
cruiser weight champion would not look
at a puree which fell short of his desire

** the offer was Increased to his own figures.
"I know the styles, capabilities and

v eaknesses of both boxers Intimately,
but refrained from writing of these
things before hccuuso I thought It might
frighten the French champion out of a
match which all sporting England dealrea.«

Iloper'a Sportsmanship.
It would be a splendid thing for boxingIf there were a few more Capt. Hob

Ropers in the game. Such an exhibition
of sportsmanship as he gave following
his bout with A1 Roberts had never previouslybeen seen In a ring and may
never again bo seen. It is true that
boxers who have been clearly defeated
have acknowledged the fact, but Roper,
who had much ground to argue the Question,declined to dispute the decision and
magnanimously declared that he had
been beaten by Roberts.

The announcement that Bob Martin
stopped Marty Burke In Ave rounds must
have filled Gene Tunney with feelings of
deep regret. Tunney and Burke were
matched several times, but Tunney
usually fell ill on the eve on the contest.

BELGIAN BALKLINER
TAKES HOPPE TO TASK

Declares New Yorker Is Not
World's Champion.

"An impression seems to have gained
ground that Horemans is inclined to
beilttlo Hoppe," said Shepard Barclay,
manager of the Belgian balkline wizard
yesterday. "Nothing could be less in
accord with the facts. Because Horenmnsdoes not concede that Hoppe is
the world's champion at 1S:2 it does not
follow that the Belgian docs not appreciatethe great ability of the American
champion of that stylo of play, ltoremansla aware that Hoppe is the world's
champion at 18:1, which title he won by
dofeating Maurice Vtgnaux in Paris In
1908. But Hoppe, we claim, is only the
American champion at 18:2. True, there
have been many tournaments labelled
as world's championship events. But
there is no proof to sustain the claim.
If Hoppe can show where and when he
won the world's titlo at 18:2 we will
gladly concede the honor to him.
''Hoppo In his proposal for a match

stipulates 1,000 points ut 18.2, the mntch
to take place next fall after his exhibitions.Horemans Is eager to play at
once, and Is sure that any club or player
who has booked Hoppe will gladly cancel
the date in order that Hoppe may play
Horemans for the championship.
"Horemans desires to play Hoppe for

a real world's title, and at both 18.1
and 18.2, the number of points to be
3.000 or more. Limiting the points to
1,000 would open the door to the element
of luck, and Horemans Is eager to have
the question of superiority settled beyondperadventure. If Hoppe can defeat
the Belgian no one will be quicker to extenda congratulatory hand than Horemans.

"If Hoppe persists in his refusal to
give Horemans a match now, the Belgianwill enter the championship tourneynext fall and settle the question of
supremacy then."
Horemans In the meantime will play

matches with young Jake Schaefer nnd
Welker Cochran. The Schaefer match
will be 4,800 points, at Maurice Daly's
next month, and the Cochran contest
will be staged in Detroit.

Tiger Crew Await* Action by
Graduate Board.

ties received & letter from Franklin U.
Morse, famous on the gridiron here some
years ago and at present In charge of
athletics on th Pacific coast, asking If
a challenge would be accepted If presented.
A favorable reply was made on two

conditions.first, that the Callfornlans
should defeat Washington, and, second,
that tho graduate board of control of
Princeton should give Its sanction. This
board has not yet ratified the regular
schedule.

If an agreement la reached the date
set will be some time In the first week
in June, when California is on Its way
to the Poughkeepele roeatta, and the
raye will be on Lake Carnegie.

NOTABLE RECORD

Iron Man Met All the Best
Bantams andFeatherweights.

The dentil of Austin Rice through nn

accident brought expressions of regret
from many New Yorkers who had
seen the Iron Man In action In the
ring Rice's death was the result of injuriesreceived In Old Lyme, Conn., when
he was run over by a heavy wagon. He
was taking a load of ties out of the
woods, and in turning onto the State
hiirhwav the wheels sunk into (he soft
inuj and the load began to shift. The
horses were frightened and started to
run. Rice grabbed a wagon stake but
lost his balance, and was thrown by tne
frantio Jerking of the horses. The two
right wheels passed over the middlo of
his body.

Rice was 48 years old and was born
fi' VVaterford, the son of a farmer. He
was a carpenter, but for more than
twenty years, from 1890 to 1910, was
well known through scores of ring battles,some of which were of many rounds
and against some of the best boxers of
the day.

Beginning In 1897, Rice met some of
the best men of his weight in the country.He defeated Jerry Barnett in five
rounds, Eugene Hornbarker In four
rounds, knocked out Jack Wolff in three
rounds, Johnny Ryan in three rounds,
the famous Patsy Broderick in eleven
rounds, and drew with Sammy Meyers
in nine rounds, Billy Murphy In twenty
rounds, and Oscar Gardner, one of the
best of the day, in twenty rounds. He
lust in that year to Patsy Haley, a star,
in twenty rounds, and to Sammy Kelly,
another star, in seventeen rounds.
In 1898 Rice waa In his prime and was

looking for tha best bantams and
feathers In the country and met many
of them. Ho knocked out Jack Burke In
three rounds, and this rent his stock up.
Ho won on points over the fumous Paul
Kelly In a twen'y round bout; also ovor
Patsy Broderick In twenty rounds. He
fought Broderick later In the year and
drew at twenty rounds. Benny Leon and
George Munroo nlso drew with Rice at
twenty rounds. His only loss that year
was to Terry McGovern in a fourteen
round battle.

In 1899 Rice kneeked out Joe Golden
In three rounds and won over Billy
Whitaker in ten rounds. Mike Maliar
In ten rounds and Billy Barrett In
twenty rounds. He drew with Tlmmy
Callahan twice and lost to Tim once,
lie also drew witg George Munroe and
lost to him In the same year. Tommy
Sullivan defeated him In fifteen rounds
on points.
In 1800 his b'ggest hout was with

'

Sammy Kelly, a first string fighter, in
a twenty-five round bout, which resultedin a draw.

In 1901 he met all the top notchers of
the day, Including Eddy Lenny. Hugh
Murphy, Hugh McPadden_ Tommy t
Sullivan, Tommy Pelts and Johnny
Burns. He appeared In bouts In this (
city against four big stars, winning
from Tommy Sullivan hern in sixteen
round* snd (/rawing with him here in
twenty rounds. He also met Tommy
Felts here and drew tn fifteen rounds.
He defeated Johnr.y Burns hero on No-
VMl «f 91, MH» In a memorable twenty
round bout that was remembered for
yesrs by those who saw It.
In 1902 he won from Tim Callahan In

St. Louis in fifteen rounds and drew
with Harry Lewis In Chicago In six
rounds. He fought Joe Bernnsteln, pride l
of the Hast Side In Hew York, the
battle being fought In Philadelphia, i
with no decision, but Rico was called
winner by ringside fans. He defeated
Dave Siillivnn In Weterbury In twenty
rounds, and on April 20 of that year won
from Hugh MePadden In this city In
twenty rounds. He lost to Benny Yarger
In Chicago, and then came back to this
rdty and defeated Billy Ityan, a atar of
llie first magnitude, In twenty rounds.
His Inst fight that year was In Stafford
Springs on November 27, defeating Billy
Itynn In twenty rounds.

In 1903 Rice began to feel his ago 1

and was In fewer battles, but appeared
to be Just as clever and hard to defeat
as he was ten years previous. He fought
a draw with Torpmy Felts In Boston, the
battle being on January 9. He left Bostonwith Mosey King, now boxing Instructorat Yale, and travelling night and
day on trains, nrslved In Hot Springs,
Ark., on January 14, took a ruhdown and
went Into the ring with Young Corbett,
then featherweight champion. Ho was
not considered any more than a hard
setup tor the champion, hut In the flrst
three rounds Corbett was at Rice's mercy,
but the Now Dondon boy did not have
the stK'.nina and could not get In the
telling blow. From the fourth to the
seventeenth round Corbett Increased his
speed snd In the seventeenth Rice's secondsthrew a sponge tn)o the ring. Woe
was* In distress.

of golf within a few years as ftye, N. V.
Apawamls used to stand for the one and
only reason why a llnksman should hie
htm to Rye, but now Apawamis is but
one of many courses that dot the landjscape in that vicinity. Rye Country
Club, started by prominent citizens of
Rye and New York city. Is the latest oriBanization to raise its head in this sec-
tion. It Is to be a novelty in country
clubs, for It Is proposed to model it after
several of the well known organizations
abroad, such as the Hanelagh Club of
I,ondon and Oleneaglcs in Perthshire,
Scotland, ivwl not so many miles removed
frorn^the capital, Edinburgh.
Hanelagh and Gleneagles arc outstandingexamples of the successful large

membership clubs'. Their plan of managementla similar to many continental
and foreign organizations. The members
pay nominal dues, but pay in addition
when they use the club for all tlje varl-
ous activities. There Is a nominal fee
for golf, tennis, trapshootlug, dances,
skating, and, in the case of the Rye
Country Club, for the very popular featureof swimming at all tides. This featurewill be arranged for low tide swimming,like the Har Harbor bathing pool.
For high tide bathing, a large area will
Jfte dredged out by suction pump, simultaneouslyreclaiming certain portions of
the property for the golf course as well
as leaving a harbor for small boats. v

Not many of the metropolitan golf
oluhs offer tills bathing feature, and thia
is one of the reasons, If only one. why
the Rye Country Club should be distinctive.The making of a bathing beach
would appear to be a Job every bit as

colossal as the building of a golf course.

L especially when the sand has to be
brought from the opposite shore of Long
Island Sound, as is being done in this
case. The club has decided that its

. beach will bo enjoyed by Its members
and guests equally with its golf course,
and so the beach is to be laid down
where no great deal of beach formerly
existed. It is, in fact, being brought
from Long Island to Westchester in
barges That this feature is fully appreciatedby those who live Inland is showip

w by the membership which alreart^ has
been drawn from the Interior of the

r county, from Scarsdale, Hartsdile, White
Plains, and also from the Hifdson River
section where no great facilities for
