Construction Industry Said to

nave Passed Its Darkest
Hour; Late Realty News.

Building construction has turned the
point of its darkest depression, according?to interpretations of underlying
factors in the industry made by the
Dow Service Daily Building Reports
The reasons for this conclusion are

based upon the changed tone of letters
of Instruction and policy sent out to
sales representatives by large building
material manufacturers, also upon a
turn in volume from commercial to
housing construction and the growing
consciousness on the part of prospectivebuilding investors that busic buildingmaterial prices have reached shrink
ing limits under existing producing
cats.
Probably the last notable price reductionfor this year in the basic buildingmaterial list is the current one of

40 cents a barrel In dealers' prices In
Portland cement, delivered on the Job,
Xew York, with the usuol 15 cents a

bag rebate to the consumer for the
empty cotton sacks In good condition.
At four bags to a barrel, this makes
the net cost of cement to the builder
*3.10. The price to the consumer in
1919, with a 15 cent bag rebate, was J3.25.
Common briclt at wholesale sells todayat $13 a thousand for least expensivegrades, whieh is only $1 a thousandmore than they were selling for

Building material and contracting interestshave already shown a disposi
tion to insist upon the completion of
the building Investigation unless the
cost of building loans is reduced proportionatelyto the i eduction in the
cost of building materials and of the
greater efficiency of labor which resultsin a reduction in the cost of construction.Building materials have alreadydropped more than 40 per ceut.

lowered levels. Already the possibility
of basic building materials dropping to

points below the liilS level is so remote
as to be negligible.

supplies will be felt.

Already sales representatives are receivinginstructions of a different tone
from those received for the last half
year. This is the language of a typical
one:
"On purchases made after this date

the prices given are guaranteed against
further reduction on any stock on hand
or delivered up to June .10. .1321."
