JUDGES AGREEON WINNER

Police Quell Disturbance When
Jack Knocks One of Ted's

2 Seconds Through Ropes.

... Laughing at the nandicap o(agc, Jack

^iftiitton, the thlrty-stx-year-o!d welter-weightchampion ot tne world, last night
conceded elevfen years to his luBty rival.
Kid Lewis, and administered a decisive
beating to his opponent In the presence
of a throng that jammed Madison Square
Garden.

Brltton, one of the greatest boxers in
the history of pugilism, never showed to
better advantage than he did in tho fifteenrounds in which be and Lewis bat-
tied for the supremacy of the class. The
tttleholder never was more spry on his
feet, nev^f showed more dazzling skill
in defence and attack, and never exhibitedmore courage and endurance.
After an hour of furious fighting, in

which the champion almost constantly
Kept a lightning left In the face of his
challenger, frequently interspersed wl'h
right hand shots which were meant t J
Wing the contest to an end, the veteran
was the fresher rtvin of the two and had
won so decisively r>n points that thejhdges agreed Instantly on him as the
winner.

Britton. skilled as a boxer, completelybaffled the former champion and left no
doubt that unless Lewis could land a
knockout punch he would be hopelesslybeaten. So overwhelmingly was Brltton'svictory that Lewis had but one
round to lift credit, and that was the
first. The tenth was even and all tho

/ others belong to the champion.
Tho contest waa exciting to a high de- :

gree from tho first round to the last.
l/«wl3 certainly tried his best to land on
the champion for a knockout, but was!
completely baffled by the wonderful defenceof the titleholder. Only once did
Lewis reach the champion with effect, in
the fourteeath round, when tho challengerlanded a heavy right gwing on
the neck of the champion.
The blow sent Britton against the

ropes, and for a few seconds he seemed
to he in danger. (Lewis tried to follow
lip his advantage, but Britton, bringing
all his ring generalship into play, quickly
recovered, and wis the aggressor at the
sound of the gong. Tho bout was the
seventeenth In which these two pugilists
engaged, Lewis having won three of
them by decisions, Britton two by referee'sverdicts and one by a knockout.
The result of last night's encounter Indicatesclearly that Britton is still themaa-
tor of tho welterweight division find that
ho will not lose his championship crown
ZE> any of his rlvrls ttn^il such time as
»igo 1ms slowed him io a polht where*'
he can no longer box with Ms present
brilliant skill.

A regrettable Incident marked the<>losc

of the second round of the bout. Brltton
liad complained to the referee during the
liecond round that Lewis was using foul
tactics. The champion said that his
opponent wan heeling with his glove and
holding nnd hitting. This threw the
champion Into a rage, and after the bell
ended the. round Britton walked excitedlyover to Lewis's corner and protested
against his methods. One of Lewis's
seconds made a slurring remark to Brtttfffi,and the title holder, completely losinghis head, swung on the jaw of the
rACond.
