CADDOCK'S HEAD
SCISSORS BRINGS
DEFEAT TO GREEK

Former Champion Conquers
Lontlos After a Struggle

of Two Hours.

TOE LOCK 18 FUTILE,

Victim Tortured for Several
Minutes, but Refuses to

Yield.

Earl Caddock of Iowa, former cliam-
pion wrestler, used a large proportion
of his reputed 1,000 holds on Jim
Rondos, the Greek champion, at the
Seventy-first Regiment Armory last
night, but not until he applied the
head scissors to the Greek, did he
finnllv Nllh.lnn Vlim Tho *>n,l ram,,

after the combatants had fought each
other for 2 hours 8 minutes and 3
seconds, and the conquering hold was
a head scissors and wrist lock. The
men had been wrestling for two hours
v\hen Caddock imprisoned the Greek's
head with his legs and held him for
nearly five minutes before Londos ex-
tricated himself. The Greek retaliated
with a toe hold, and when Caddock
broke it they both scrambled to their
feet.

Condor then made a dive for a leg
hold, and as Caddock went to the canvas
he again encircled the head of his op-
poncnt with Ills legs, Condon was on

his back when the hoicJ was taken and
Caddock soon got the wrist lock that In-
variably accompanies one of the punishingholds of the milt game. Jumdos
struggled frantically to free himself, but
the Iowan hud his adversary In a helplesscondition and gradually weakened
him till his shoulders rested on The
canvas. Thereupon Referee George
Uothner tapped Caddock on the back and
l e arose from his victim, the winner of
one of the liveliest wrestling contests
ever seen in this city.

London Kscnpen Injury.
London was not seriously injured by

the crushing hold anil was able to walk
to his corner.
W hile Caddock succeeded with the.

head scissors, he failed with tl)e toe
lock, which he frequently applied to the
Greek with punishing effect. Caddock
applied the too hold linlf a dozen times,
and so great was the suffering of London
that Referee Uothner asked him a dozen
limes If he desired to yield. With dogged
courage the Greek, his face distorted j,with pain, shook Ills head in the nega-
live. He managed to break each of the
toe locks and wua making good headwayagainst h!a clever opponent when
the head scissors cut short his dieam
of victory.
London by his strength, wonderful

agility and courage won the plaudits of
the throng that witnessed the bout, but]the Greek was outclassed in the science
of the game, and that explains his defeat
Kach weighed 185 pounds, were well

matched in all physical respects and
they gave a thrilling exhibition.
Several times In the first half hour

Caddock got a double arm look and
had his man close to a fall, but the
agile Greek escaped.
After forty minutes of wrestling Caddocktook a Gotch toe hold on London

and dealt out terrific punishment for
four minutes and fifty seconds before
the Greek scrambled out of the lock.
Keferee Bothnei asked London, .iust k>forethe Greek got free, if he wished
to surrender. London shook his held
!r an emphatic negative.
l»ndos, shortly afterward took a toe

look on Caddock and held It for two
minutes. At the end of an hour Caddock
took a bark body hold and had the
Greek's shoulders close to the canvas.
Londos did the liveliest kicking of the
match In getting out of the hold.

Caddock next adjusted a hammer lock
to the Greek, and Londos had much
trouble In escaping.

Zbysnko Throws Freiberg.
Stanislaus Zbyszko, gigantic grappler,

w ho Is eager to get a match with Lewis,
the headlock expert, demonstrated at
the expense of John Frieberg, that
the toe hold is quite as effective
and productive of as much pain as the
lieadiock. Zbvsxko compelled Freiberg
to quit under the punishment of the toe
look after they hail been in the ring
for 2!» minutes and 12 seconds.
Two applications of the toe hold were

required to take all the fight out of the
big German.
On the Arst occasion, the Pole held the

bare foot of Freiberg in a punishing
clutch for three minutes, before the
victim escaped, and he limped when he
got on his feet. Zlbby got hold of his
opponent's toe again a few minutes later
and this time Freiberg surrendered
rather than have his ankle broken. He
wiggled the Angers of his free hnnd at
the referee. Doc Holler, as n signal that
he had sufficient toe lock for the time
being.
