Section 109 provides for approval of
local authority necessary to certain con-
tracts or modifications, as follows:

railroads or any of them without the
approval or consent of the local authority,where such contract or modification
requires to carry it out to the authorisationby the local authority or addl1tionai corporate stock or bonds of the
city, or which would result in replacing
within the debt limit of the city under
the Constitution of the State corporate
3tock or bonds which have been excluded
therefrom under orders of the Appellate
Division of the Supreme Court or adopts
or so modifies a route or route and generalplan of a railroad as to require
consents therefor under section 18 of
article 3 of the Constitution of the State.

Section 110 provides: "If under the
contract or contracts or modifications of
contracts provided for In thl3 article the
title to the railroads is vested In the
city the organization or reorganization
of the lessee corporation and the mortgagingof Its property and rights Is exemptedfrom taxation under the organizationtax Imposed by Section 1S1 of the
lax law, and the mortgage tax imposed
by Article 11 of the tax law."

Both Oppose Miller's Solution
at Meeting of City's Deinerratic

Legislators.

COMPTROLLER HAS BILL

Would Kip the Kails Out of
Broadway.Municipal Oper-

ation to Be Provided.

Comptroller Charles L. Craig crystallisedhis opposition to Gov. Miller's
transit solution plan Into action yesterdayby preparing to have introduced In
the Legislature counter measures placing
the city In position to take over the rapid
transit facilities and operate them. He
announced his proposal at a meeting of
the city's Democratic members of the
Legislature and Aldermen In the Aldermanicchamber and requested Senator
James J. Walker, Democratic leader In
the Senate, who presided, to Introduce
the bills. The Comptroller is drafting
a communication to Gov. Miller In which
he will criticise the Governor's proposed
action and will outline his own plan.
A speech which Mayor Hylan read at

the meeting revealed that he and the

Comptroller, though still at loggerheads
on many subjects, are agreed on numer-
cus points regarding transit. They agree
that the Governor's statement that the
city should have a voice with the State
commission does not ameliorate their antagonismto his plan; that no opportunityshould be given to the eubwyas
to get a higher fare now; that north and
south surface lines In Manhattan, being
paralleled by rapid transit express and
local lines, arc obsolete and should be
torn from the streets; that up-State
legislators are neither sufficiently In-
formed nor possessed of the right to diefatethe transit policy of Naw York city,
and that If the transit companies cannot
operate the subways in accordance with
their contracts they shbuld turn them
hack to the city.
Regarding his proposed transit bill

Mr. Craig said :
"It authorizes the termination of ali

private operation of traction lines with-
in the city of New York. Such a bill
would permit the termination of existing
contracts so far as they regard the subwaysand may make provision for the
payment to any security holder of ahy
moneys of theirs that have gone into tne

properties and in which the city has receivedbenefits.
"So far as the surface lines are concerned,and particularly those holding

perpetual franchises under legislative
grants, the city should have the right to
terminate their operation because tliey
are obsolete, such as tho Broadway sur-1
face line of Manhattan, being paralleled
by subway local and express service.
'Hie city should be empowered to compel
the removal of their tracks from the
streets. Tho obstruction in trafiic caused
by tho lines now operating under the
receivership of Job E. Hedges costs the
city annually untold millions in tracking
charges, in the movement of vehicular
traffic conveying food, merchandise and
other necessary commodities, the cost of
which is greatly increased by the obstructionof Receiver Hedgcs's cars to
their transportation,"

Orders Comptroller to Bar on

February 2L to Retract His
Attack on Court.

OFFENCE CALLED GRAVE

Letter to Nixon Held to Be a

Wrong: Against Administrationof Justice.

Judge Julius M. Mayer of the United
States District Court handed down a
decision yesterday finding Comptroller
Charles L. Craig guilty of eontempt
and demanding "an unqualified retractionof the false statements respecting
the court."
The contempt proceedings grow out

of a letter written by the Comptroller
October 6. 1919, to Lewis Nixon, then
Public Service Commissioner, in which
It was alleged the Comptroller stated
that the court in the suits and proceedingsincident to the receivership
of the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company"was responsible for a policy of
denying to the defendant and other
members of the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment of the city of New York
access to the original sources of Informationconcerning the property and
affairs of the various public utility
corporations appointed by this court."
Tho letter al3o accused the court of
issuing orders which denied to tho city
authorities the right to ascertain tho
truth and made other similar allegations,but it was tho charge above
quoted that particularly offended tne
court.
Tho court instructed Francis G. Caffcy,United States Attorney, to submit

to the court an order requiring thi
Comptroller to appear February 21 at
2 P. M., at which time "such further
proceedings may be had as may be
proper."
(imnnimller Crn.Se refused to make

any comment concerning Judge Mayer's
decision, but referred all inquirers to
his counsel, Edmund L. Mooney. Mr
Mooney could not be found for a statement.
Judge Mayer's contempt decision made

the following comment:
"The defendant Is not only the incumbentof a high office but is also a memberof the bar of this court. It is manifestlyhis duty to do all in his power to

repair the wrong he has done. It is not
a wrong with which the Judge concerns
himself, and for that reason no person:'.!
apology Is desired or required. Tne
wrong has been perpetrated against the
administration of Justice. The reparationwhich Is within the power of the defendantis promptly to make and file In
the office of the clerk, of the court an

unqualified retraction of the false statementsconcerning the court."
Concerning the gravity of the Comptroller'soffence the decision said:
"So firmly Is it established in the administrationof justice lr. American

courts that records shall not be secret
that a charge of this character can only
have the effect of creating distrust in
the minds of those who are not Informed.
When, therefore, such a charge is mado
one of its subtle purposes Is to subject a

court to public "condemnation and therebyto intimidate the Judge Into adopting
a course contrary to what he may deem
proper and Just."
