The Yapkee management suys
that the difference betwaen asked and bid in the catcher's case 1s very small, |
which means that the Yankees will give Schang what he wanis, in order that |
they may be able to start the season with him. The tempiation which faces
the club owners 1s a great one. They gave some valuable material for
Sehang, and the Yankees need the services of a first class eatcher very
budly, They have only one other recelver, Fred Hofman, who lacks major
league experience. There seema to be no alternative but to give Brhang what |
he demands, And Schang without doubt is aware of the situntion. |

agreement with a player whose old contract has not expired. If this rule |
were enforced the club owners would benefit greatly, as wo pluyer would
have the audacity to spuore his own signatyre.
