Famous Tenor Rests Well,
Is Brighter and Even
Scans Newspapers.
DEVELOPS AN APPETITE

Takes Solid Food for First
Time, Eating Small
Breast of Chicken,

RELIEVED OF MUCH PAIN

Turning Point in His (Case
Came With Seeing Son, See-
retary Says.

Enrico Caruse made long gains yes-
terday in his siruggle against death.
It was said last night at the Vander-
bilt Hotel that the crisis had been
passed and that unless an unexpected
relapse should occur hls redovery
might be expected. At least there s
more than a flghting chance,

As soon as the sun came up yes-
terday Caruso appeared brighter than
he had been for days. He was able
to talk and he took a keen Interest In
everything that happened. He asked
for the newspapers and scanned their
headlines.

One of the most cheerful bits of in-
formation that has come from the sick
room since Caruso's rclapme was passed
along to the reportera at 11:30 o'clock.
It was nothing less than that the singer
had told his physicians to go home.

TAKES OFF CENT A QUART

Benefit to Consumer Is Now
U'p to Big Distributing
Companies.

trica, N. Y., Feb. 18.—The board of
directors of the Dairymen’s League,
Ine., which eontrola virtually the en-
tire milk supply of New York city, de-
cided at a meeting here to-day that
during March the milk produced by
its members would be sold to the dis-
tributing companies on the bhasis of
$2.10 a hundred pounds for milk teat-
ing 3 per cent. butter fat in the 200-
210 mile frelght zone.

This price is 48 cents a hundred
pounds lower than the February price,
o drop of a lttle more than 1 cent a
quart. On this basis the consumer in
New York clty should recelve his milk
| from the Borden, Sheffleld and other
distributing concerns for it least 1 cent
& quart lesg than he is now paying.
These companles, under this price, will
pay the farmer $.0503 a quart for
wverage milk testing 3.6 per cent. butter
fat.,

Cov. Miller has made good his prom=
ige to save the State §75,000,000 in the
firet year of his administration.

Under the firm pressure of his hand
the budget for 1921 has been cut from
$205,000,000 to about $130,000,000, Tha
polley of economy denounced less than
two months ago as impracticable and
tmpossible actually is In operation to-
day. The taxpayers will see the result
in thelr next State bills. ;

More than 800 useless jobs have
been cut off from the Btate payrolls.
Another 300 or 400 will be cut off be-
fore the amputating process is com-
pleted. Duplication of work is coming
to an end., Whole bureaus are being
ellminated and the machinery of the
State government {8 being Improved.

The economy polley has been ex-
tended to every nook and corper of
the State capltal, to every bureau and
branch of the State service from New
York to Buffalo, and in each and evary
office many dollars have been =aved te
the public.

Figure May Be 8100,000,000,

Benator Charles J. Hewitt announced
to-day that the tentatlve flgure of the
budgnt would be approximately $180.-
066,000, Broad smiles covered the face
of the Chalrman of the Senate Finance
Committes  this merning when ha
walked into the Executive Chamber and
sald to W, Ward Smith, the secretary,
“I'd ke to see the Governor for & min=
ute. 1 have some good news for him
thnt T think will cheer him up a little.”

The Senator then made known the
result of the first slx weeks of pruning
on the budget, stating that just about
$75,000,000 has been cut out of the
budget. A few milllons more may go
before the finel Agure ls reached,

The Governor was tremendously
plensed.

“I think we ought to have a celebra=
tlon,"” the Governor sald.
