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Setting the Sun Right.

K\pl.«natioi! of h Report That It Is
a Variable Star.

To The New York Herald: They've
got that wrong. The euri is not a variablestar.

After It had been noised about that
the earth's daily changes of weather
wore caused by the earth beln^ forced
to or from the sun from day to day,
investigations were started to see If
there was really a change In the sun's
radiation, as they culled It. After an
expedition had been sent out ami observationsmade up to the present time
it was concluded that there wa varietyIn the sun's radiation of heat from
day to dayv
But hero 1b where they stumbled.

When they noticed Increased radiation
or when really a planetary or lunar positionforced the earth toward the sun,
they gate the, sun the credit fcr In-
creased radiation when It was In fact
th< earth being forced against the sun's
repelling force. In this manner the
weather man's highs are produced. This
movement of tire earth and its results
will have to be admitted some day, so
they might a3 well admit it now. As
Mark Twain says, it Is easier to believe
anything than it Is to deny it.
But there are short periods of years

and long periods of years during which
the sun'B own temperature varies. It is
an entirely different subject and is In
no way connected with the cause of the
sun's radiation appearing to vary from
day to day. d. a. n.

In some newspapers as well, a dispositionto think that President-fleet Hardingis rather slow In coming to a de-
clslon a« to his Cabinet selections. Indeed.I have found some little irritation,
if not Impatience, over this alleged delay.some persons being Inclined to think
that it Is a sort of dereliction on the
part of the President-elect.

1 can easily dive Into political retro-
spect, going back to President Cleve-
land's first Cabinet building, December,
1884.March, 1$85. Mr. Cleveland's
Cabinet at that time was not complete j1
until almost the last hour before his I'
Inauguration, and wc youngsters can

easily recall the difficulty brought about
by his selection of two members from
New York State, William C. Whitney
for Secretary of the Navy and Daniel
Manning for Secretary of the Treasury.
There was the same nlfegcd slowness in
making up the complete Cabinet on the,
part of Mr. Cleveland that is now

ascribed to President-elect Harding.
The same alleged slowness was apparentafter tho election of Benjamin
