The decline in prices brought Italy

yesterday. That country bought 300.000
bushels of Gulf wheat for April shipment.Other European , Powers, however.continue to buy in the Southern
Hemisphere, where grains are cheaper.
Argentine shipped 2,174.000 buBhels last
v. eek, in contrast to 2,038,000 in the precedingweek. Belgium is still buying
wheat in Manchuria, having turned
down Argentine offers yesterday. Purchasesof corn were estimated at 200,000
hushels. There are indications that Ger-

many will buy heavily, as cables from

that country declared that 18,500.000
bushels would be needed to reduce her
wheat requirements. The flour market
is suffering: from importations of Canadianflour, which are selling: 50 to 75

cents a barrel less than American flour

Is selling for. Exporters, however, reportedsales of about 10,000 barrels of

flour. The domestic demand is quiet.
Monte traders claim that it is difficult
to sell Canadian flour, although it is

cheaper than is American flour.
