There will bo no Congressional actionat this session on the recommendationmade by President Wilm that a

special issue of German bonds lie acceptedby the United States In payment
of the war indebtedness of Belgium to

this country. From the general tenor

of conversation among Senators it i.doubtfu!if the recommendation ever
will be acted on favorably.
The Senate Committee \or< Foreign

Relations lias been astounded by the
fact that this arrangement never had
been offl«.tally called to tin attention of
Congrtps before, including, as it die!
commitment on the part of the President
of the United states, entered into with
the Premiers of the other two leading
world Powers.

Especial Interest centred on reports
of astonishment felt in St. Augustine
over the matter in view of the positive
assurances given President-elect Bar-
ding by Thomas \V. I-anion t that the
new Administration would not be embarrassedby any financial arrangementspreviously made In dealing with
the allied debt situation.
Among officials of the Wilson Admin-

istration there was evident resentmen t
over the suggestion that the arrange-;!
roent was a secret one. Cut no explana-
f iofl was offered l'or the long delay In
sending to the Senate the recommendationwhich «m part of the agreement
entered into be President Wilson with
tire British and French Premiers.

State Department officials said the
Belgian loan agreement had been given
to the press in Paris when it was

reached, and that Lloyd George had
called attention to it in the British par-
llnment more than a year ago. It was

also claimed that the prospectus of the
loan which the Belgian Government
floated in this country more than a year
ago called attention to the agreement.

State Department officials also made
the formal Statement that excepting the
Belgian loan President Wilson had made
no agreements written or verbal '"or
any other kind of agreement" concern-j
ing the loans advanced by the United
States to foreign countries. The infer-
enee drawn was that the United States
is free to deal with the allied loans as

it sees fit.

Mr. Houston reiterated that all negotiationsleading to the funding of any
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of the aliir-tl war debt* into lung toun
obligations would be left to the HardingAdtntollsl ration.

Sir Auckland (Jedde.i. the British Anibasaador.who is understood to huv
diffused the British debt to the United
States during his recent visit home, ha*
not had any conferences with Treasury'
officials since his return, Mr. Houston
said. He added that although France
wa* reported to be sending a financial
commission here, no negotiations would
be entered into by this Administration.
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
