'GREAT ADVENTURE'
IS REVIVED HERE

Bennett Comedy Presented at
Neighborhood Playhouse.
Apparently It Is as difficult to keep

"The Great Adventure" In retirement
as It was to keep Its hero dead. A
short time ago Lionel Barrymore appearedIn a screen version of Arnold
Bennett's story, and a revival of the
play was made last night at the Neigh
borhood Playhouse to show that the
comedy was still in the running. The
next logical step would be to convert
it into a musical comedy, which Is happeningto many plays nowadays that
have been resting for years in well
earned quiet.
About half a dozen years ago. at the

Booth Theatre. Winthrop Amos first
presented the Bennett play in this city
with a cast In which Lynn Harding
and Janet Beechor were the chief landmarks.It did not attain here the sue-
cess in London, which caused a crush
In the lobby of the English theatre
where It was produced.

Bennett's easy going comedy of the
renowned artist who posed as his own
dead valet in order to escape a woman
to whom he had proposed in uti absent
minded moment was played at a pace
that was f;ir from brisk.In fact, at
first the tempo of this company almost
put this play in the molasses school of
Ultima. i no iwuiici n uuunuti miniw

to a widow through a matrimonial
agency and his later efforts to prove his
identity rpally border on farce, but the
company, while trowing u bit more

lively as the evening wore on, continued
to pluy as though they didn't wish to
upset th" decorum of a parlor enter-
tainmcnt.
Much of tha Incidental business

seemed rattier impromptu, or at least
hurriedly introduced, and the pose or
the artist and the widow at the end
it the first act. holding a pair of
trousers between them, while the artist'scousin entered and gaped at them,
suggested some tableau like "the embezzlementof the family laundry "

rather than a snappy curtain. And possiblyself-reliant Americans brought up
on a diet of George M. Cohan don't care
much for a blundering, rather mooning
hero, who makes only feeble -fforts to
mntrol his fate.except, perhaps, when
he rushes from his aristocratic fiancee
without an explanation, which rather
stamps him as a cad.
The company were evidently striving

to give a naturalistic performance, and
uceeodcd to that extent. though they
seemed to lack rehearsing and, racing
through their lines, erenetlme* failed to
keep up with the Ideas In tholr own
