Babe Ruth,
Carl Mays and Walte Hoyt kept on
with thelr golf to-day, but Harper,
who {8 not an addict as yet of that
game alluring, went to the ball park
with a squad of Brooklyn players, con-
sisting of Mamaux, Cadore, Miller,
Mitchell, Grifiith and FPfeffer, men he'll
be opposing before the tea.ms return
to New York.

Harper, from a welght of 202 pounds
in street attire when he came to the
8pa, s down to 194% pounds. “Most
of it from right around here,” he ex-
plained as he pulled his trousers near
the walst line, Harper rigged himself
up in a Brooklyn uniform. He didn't

uee his arm except to toss the ball,

but he did chase flies and bunts and
cavort generally. He and the Dodgers
came in puffing and perspiring after a
lUvely workout of forty-five minutes.
“I'm not as wild as some people seem
to think I am," declared the portsider.

“My record for last year was sixty-six
bases on balls; not bad conaldering the
number of games I was In—about thirty,
It wasn't that I was wild, but that I
Just could not win ball games. I'm more
apt to be wild in spring training than
any other time, but in one of the games
againat the Glants last spring I gave
only two bases on balls. Of one thing
¥ou may be sure, I'll try harder this
¥Year than ever befare.”

No Golf Prize for Ruth.

Pabe Ruth was ellminated this mérn-
Ing from the Washington's birthday golf
tournament, and therewith the last of
the ¥Yanks receded from that competi-
tlon. A hard hitting and unfeeling and
annoying strafght driving golfer named
FEralley beat the Babe 2 up. That's one
prige that the Yank won't win this year.
But it was Ruth's first tournament, and
he did well for a novitlate In such line
of endeavor.

Lanst night there was a glove fight
here at which spectators prior to the
mill put In a good deal of time yelling
for Ruth. The ed to see him, but
he was not thera. ey Iinsisted that
he was, and would not stand up, but
they were mistalen. The Babe ls quite
obliging In these MNttle matters. He
makes It o rule to observe them all with
proper punctilio. Hot Springs has a
woman physienl eulture practitioner
who has no end of faith in her abillty
to reduce the tonnage of Ruth if that
large and eminent member of the Yankee
Baseball band has any misglvings that
his stay here will not accomplish it suf-
ficlently. The Babe Is In close terms
with old Adipose Tissue; not that he Is
a fat person, but that there Iz more
flesh about his midriff than he needs or
wanta for baseball purposes,

In any event the physical culturist ls
confident her system of treatment would
reduce Babe to that willowy and svelte
point he desires to reach, and the Bam-
bino to-day was apprised of jt. At the
time he was stretched out on the golf
course, or o portion of It. People want
to practise all sorts of things on Ruth
and ordinarily he pays little attentlon to
them, but In this case he sat up with a
Jerk and manifestad instant interest.

“How old s she? he asked, a detail
which 4ld not seem to be particularly
germane to the point at Issue, or at
tissue, and then: “Wants to reduce me,
Oh! I'll have to think that over,”

been hard at It every day. He has done
no loafing and he says he will have ten
pounds more off In the next three days.
