THE INAUGURATION

Thousands Will Drive Their
Cars to Washington for Im-
pressive Ceremony.

Although rather early in the season,
thousands of motorists will maks the
trtp to Washington next week to attend
the inauguration of Warren G. Harding,
twenty-ninth President of r.ﬁ‘. United
States.

Not only will we have a new President
and a complets change in the heads of
the various executlve departments, but
also & new House of HRepresentatlves
and many new Benators, altogether o
greater change than has taken place for
many years. And naturally all the new-
gomers will have thelr friends on hand
to welcome them Into office.

It wih “we Wise to reserve hotel ac-
commodations well in advance. Waush-
ington is well supplied with hostelries of
the highest class, buf pn an oceasion of
this nature, the capacity of even these
great houses ls certaln to be taxed Lo
the lmit. Bxperlenced travellers will be
governed accordingly.

The bureau of tours of the Automobile
Club 'of America outlines the best uuto-
mobile routes, from varlous points, using
all hard surfaced roads:

From New York city the most conven-
fent ferry, from 130th street down, can
be used to reach the Hudson County
Boulevard. This should be followed to
the plank road and thence proceed west
to Newark., The run out of Newack is
made via Clinton and Ellzabeth avenues,
continuing to Elizabeth, where right turn
is made at the post office into Westflald
avenue. Two blocks beyond, turn left
into Cherry street, which becomes 5t.
George's avenue, and follow this through
Ruhway to the overhead rallroad cross-
ing. Turn sharp right along the rall-
road on a new concrete road and run
through Metuchen to New Brunswick;
gontinus stralght along Albany street,
following the Lincoln Highway slgra
through Princeton and Lawrenceville to
Trenton. Turn right Into State straas,
and a short distance beyond the State
Capltol, turn left into Calhoun strldei;
crogs bridge over Delaware River aund
g0 stralght on through Langhorne ana
Bustleton, entering the Boulevard in .he
outskirts of Philadelphia, Follow to
Broad street, where a left turn s made
and the route continued to the City Huil
in Philadelphai,

As Chestnut street Is a one-way street
going cast, It 1s necessary to go out of
Philadelphia via Market or Walnut
stresl to Fifty-seventh street, whers
Joft turn is made. Just beyond, a right
turn should be made into Baltimore ave-
nue, which is followed wtralght on
through Lansdowne, Swarthmors, Media,
Wawa, Concordville, Chaddsford,
Hamorton, Kennett square, Westgrove,
Jennersville, Oxford, Barnslgy to the end
of the concrete road, where a sharp
right turn s made, going through Ris-
irg Sun, crossing the Busquehanna River
at Conowlngo, and continulng stralght
on through Hickory, Bel Alr and Kings-
vills to Baltimore, Go straight through
Baltlmore on North avenue, turn left
in Fulton street right into Wilkin's ave-
nue, and a short distance beyond, turn
left Into South Monroe street; thence
through Elk Ridge, Laurel Ammendale
and Bladensburg to Washington, 244
miles from New York.

Motorists coming from Brooklyn will
find it convenlent to take the Sixty-ninth
street ferry to Staten Island, then fol-
lowing the main road to Tottenville,
crossing by the ferry to Perth Amboy.
In Perth Amboy continus straight on
Smith street, then via Brunswick ave-
nue, making the connection with the
trunk line at Metuchen.

From Boston and lower New England
polnts, either the Boston Post road or
the inslde route can be used to New
Haven. The Post road route goes
through Dedham, Walpole, Wrent-
ham and Pawtucket to Frovidence,
thence through Apponaug, Wickford,
Narragansett Fler, Waesterly, Groton,
New London, Saybrook, Clinton, Guil-
ford and Branford to New Haven. The
Insida route lles through Weston, South
Budbury and Marlboro to Worcester
then through BSpencer, Warren and
Palmer to Springfield, running duwn the
west slde of the Connectlout River
through Warechouse Polnt and EaJt
Windsor Hill to Bast Hartford, crossing
the Connectlout River to Hartford, then
through Meriden to New Haven: the
Middlstown route offers an alternate
from Hartford through Middletown and
Durham to New Haven. From New
Haven the old Boston Post route Is
used, running through Milford, Strat-
ford, Bridgeport, Norwalk, Stamford,
Rye and New Rochella. From New Ro-
chelle it s preferable to follow
sliore road to the Pelham Parkway,
which becomes Fordham road, Motorists
golng from Waterbury and points be-
vond on the Naugatuck Valley, should
follow the hard surfaced rond through
Seymour, Derby and Shelton to Strat-
sord, where connectlons are made with
the Boston Fost road.

The best way to go through New York
from the Boston Post road s to turn
left Into the Grand Conecourse from
Fordham road and continue straight on
into Mott avenue, which is followed to
the end. Turn right into 188th strect,
cross bridge over Harlem River, and
turn left into Madison avenue. At Mount
Morrils Park turn right, run half block,

and turn left Into Fifth avenue. At
Central Park turn right Into 110th
sireet, turn left into Park, and run to
Columbus Circle or continue to Elghth
avenue, which is a one way street, and
turn left going south to Celumbua Cir-
cl¢; then down Elghth avenue to Forty-
socond  street, where a right turn s

made to
hawken.

Motorists coming down from the Berk-
shire district will find all good hard
surfaced road from Millerton. Both
#ides of the Hudson River, betwesn Now
Yark and Albany, are hard surfaced in
good condition.

Motorists coming from Indlanapolls
and Western points will pasa through
Springfield and Columbus to Whealing
and thenoce, over the 0ld Nationa! High-
way through Uniontown, Cumberiand,
Hagerstown and Frederick to Washing-
ton. The Bhenandoah Valley v lu good
condition from SBtaunton through Win-
chester and Hagerstown to Frederick
and from Winchester through Harpers
Ferry to Fredorick. Motorists from the
South will find a fairly goodl road from
Richmond through Fredericksburg and
Alexandrin,

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Larson Hxplains How It Will Ben-
efit Motorists.

Sentiment along "Motor Row'' s all
for the passage of the Straus-Stitt bill
guaranteeing compensation for those
killed or Injured In asutomobile accl-
dents, actording to C. H. Larson, who
ls himaelf earnestly advocating that the
publle lend its support to the proposed
messure.

Mr. Larson Is also anxlous, as one

interested primarily in the sale of motor
cars, for the prospective motorist to
understand that the bill 18 really bene-
flolal to him from almost every stand-
joint—that it does not simply lmpose a
new fes upon him.
' “Practically every one whb drives a
machine," Mr, Larson says, “ls paying
premiums on labllity Insurance, and
the Straus-Stitt bill will have the large
effect of diverting a great many such
payments into a State fund. In a few
cases the motorlst will probably have to
Increase the amount of his lability in-
surance, but I belleve that in a majority
of them the owner will find hls premi-
ums reduced.

“Further, the bill will correct one
featurs that has neceasarily arlsen from
our traffic and ts problems. In a very
large percentage of our accldents the
fault lles nefther with the pedestrian
nor the driver. The accldent might have
been avoided through the perfect func-
tioning of the nerves and muscles of
both partles, or it might not have hap-
pened If both had extrema precaution.

“The new law, however, will award
allke regardless of the cause and will
save the State thousands of dollars each
month that would have been spent In
the Investigation and the hearing of
whys and wherefores that slways en-
guge the attention of the court and
jury In such sults.

682,894 CARS IN
NEW YORK STATE

19 P. C. Over Last Year and
One Car to Every Fifteen
Residents.

Araaxy, Feb, 28—New York State
to-day hds a total of 682,504 motor
vehicles, a gain of 111,232, or 19 per
cent. for the year. This means that
there I8 a car to every fifteen of its

residents. Officlal reglstration figures,
announced to-day by Secretary of State
John J. Lyons, show that the State still
malntalns its supremacy In the number
of cars registered. From 1018 to 1919
the Increase was 107,904 cars.

Of the total registration In New York
State last year nearly a third of the
ecnrs are shown as being owned and
reglatered In New York city and vielnity,
a total of 215,782 coming from New
York, as compared to.178,441 In 1810,
an Increase of 37,341, or better than
3,000 cars a month,

Viewing the year's registratlon from
a percentage standpoint, the greatest in=-
crease has been made In the commercial
types, which jumped 20 per cent. as they
went from 97,346 to 125,384. From 1018
to 1919, the increase in commercial cars
in New York State was 22,037, serving
to show the ever increasing demand for
motor driven cars adaptable to busincss
needs.

No less than 524,257, passenger cars
were registered In New York Stats last
year, New York city contrlbuting 149.-
922 to this total. The Increase In the
State over the previous year amounted
to 77,864 cars. The growth In omni-
buses last year was 3,967, and trallers
684,

Pealers now number 3,660, or 879
more than a year ago, & 33 per cent.
Increase,

Chaufteurs gained. 35,179 to their
ranks, bringing the total for the year
to 216,811, of which 131,394 were
licensed In New York city.

A comparison of registration filgures
for the State as & whole and New York
city presonts some interesting features.
For instance, in the Increass In com-
mercial cars New York city contributed
11,071 to the 28,048, Out of the 26,629
omnibuses In the State 11,618 are from
New York and 1,011 of the total of
8,154 trallers. Out of the 879 now deal-
ors last year 283 came from the greater
elty, while 1,126 of the 1,631 more motor-
eycles registered last year are owned
in New York city.

For the
first time In the history of the Brooklyn
trude the show will include a complete
line of passenger and commercial cars
as weoll as accessories. Never before
have the three big ends of the industry
been shown In Brooklyn under the same
roof Originally the show waa for pas-
senger cars. Then commercial cars
were added. This year accessories have
been Included.

Another interesting feature is the fact
that only members of ths Brooklyn
Motor Vehlcle Dealers' Assoclation will
be permitted to show cars this year.
In former years the dealers’ assoclation
wig more or less of a closed corpora-
tion, 'The members of the assoclation
had first pick at the floor spaces, and
if there was any space remalning It waa
#sold to the balunce of the trade.

During the past year there has been
a big reorganization In the Brooklyn
Motor Vehicle Dealers’ Assoclation.
Every dealer in the borough who can
comply with the condiMons of member-
ship, which, Incldentally, are exceed-
{nly strict, ls now a member and each
will exhibit at the coming show.

Not only will they exhibit but they
will exhibit In a most friendly mpinit,
The word has gone out that the slogan
of the show 18 “One for all and all for
one.” In other words, each dealer is to
be thers to see that a good word is sald
for ovey other exhibitor, reslizing that
it & dealer Is In the association he is &
man that the public can trust or he
would not be an exhibftor at the show.

Although they ire not members of the
assoclation considerable care has been
teken in the selection of the accessory
firma that are going to show thelr
warcs, The accessory men are golng to
be put in the baleony, Here they will
have plenty of room and it is expected
that thelr exhibits will add wonderfully
to the attractivencss of the big exhi-
bition.

There {s no questioning the fact that
ite dealers’ association expect to stage
an exceptional show, All are firmly of
the opinion that 1921 is golng to be a
transportation year, Every business and
every product is called upon to face its
part in the reconstruction. Waste must
be cut. Extravagance must be elimi-
nated. Efficlent methods must prevall.

The farmer, moreover, fs the heavieat
buyer of cars, owning over a third of
all motor cars registered. The rural dis-
triots of the United States purchased 80
per cent of the 1920 motor vehicle out-
put. Of the cars in this country 33 per
pent are owned In communities of 1,000
population or under, and B5 per cent are
owned in districts of 5,000 population
or under.

[5 IMPROVING

Optimistéic Report From Great
Manufaeturing Centre Is
a Good ‘Omen.

AxuoN, Ohlo, Feb. 26.— This eclty,
which was onoe of the first ecltles in the
country to sense the approaching perlod
of business depresalon last summer and
began reducing production accordingly,
will be one of the first to feel the effects
of a return te normal conditions.

Business in the tire Industry already is
showing Improvement. Each week sees
a quickening of the business pulss. Or-
ders for tires are belng received In larger
numbers, The open winter has been &
godsend to the Industry, creating a de-
mand for tires greater than in any other
year. The effect of this demand ls now
becoming apparent.

Rubber manufacturers hero feel that
the depression will ultimately react to
the benefit of Akron's Industrial life.
They belleve that the future growth of
the rubber industry will be gradual
and healthy. They expect no sudden
leap back into the “peak” activity of a
year &go, nor will thare ba “overnight”
expansions which brought thoueands of
laborers to this city in the past,

In announcing that tha number of
smployees would undoubtedly be ma-
terially Increased within the next three
months, tire company executives em-
phasize the point that only Akron men
will be taken back first. Men who have
their homes here will be given first
chance at the jobs. Many months will
probably elapse before men from other
cities can find work here.

In commenting on the prospects for
the future an official of one of the
largest companles sald:

“Each week {8 showing improvement
over the week before. How long it will
be befors a normal status returns s
merely n matter Wt conjecture, and ons
person's guess is as good as another's
It s certain, however, that spring will
bring with it an increassd demand for
tires. We confidently belleve that the
last six months of the year will be nor-
mal.

“In considering what the futurs has
in store one fact must be taken Into

consideration.
dustry differs from other Indus
respect to the certuinty
for its products.

The cessation of buying, how r,
cunnot exist over a long period of tine,

simply becauss without tires passenge
cars and motor trucks are ussiess. Soon-
er or later new tirées must bs bought,
and the longer the perlod of non-buying
the greater the accumulative demand.”

Use of Ammonia.

This {8 about the worsl
thing that could be done, as ammonia
eventually destroys the finish. TUne
| fortunately the ammonia glves a little
temporary brilllance to the finish, but in
the long run it ruins it. In fact, car
manufacturers recommend that neo ca@
be kept In a stable or barn, as thg
ammonia from manure gradually des«
stroys the enamellad surface.

Beat Covers.

Seat covers may usually be cleaned
very well with a non-alkaline soap and
warm water. The best way to carry ouj
this job Is to taks the covers off and glvg
them a good scrubbing on the board.
