Fifteen of the crew of the Woolsey |
are missing and one is known to have|
lost his life. One hundred and twelve
aurvivors were rescued. The only body
recoversd is that of Tom Stanley
Woodcock, engineer, first class,

Details of the accident contained in |
a rudio message from Admiral Hugh |
Rodmes, commander of the Pacific|
fleet, are meagre. It occurred Febe
ruary 26, thirteen miles southwest of
the lsland of Coiba just off the coast
of Panama.

Admiral TNodman reports that the
Woolsey was cut in two and that im-
mediately after the colllsion the after
tank and outer purt of the ship were
flooded. An attempt was made to tow
the Woolsey into port by the Aaron
