Vincent Ilkhr.rda atoned yesterday
for his recent defeat at the hands of

Frederick C. Anderson. In a splendidly
contested match on tlie courts of tho

EWfhth Coast Defence, the Junior tennis

champion and former national Indoor
title holder turned the tables on his rival
In what proved to be the feature of tho
Becond day's play In the metropolitan
Indoor tennis championship. For the
greater part of an hour there was little
to choose between the young tennis stars.
With the loss, however, of the first set,
which lasted eighteen games, Anderson's
control began to desert him ntid Richardstriumphed In straight sets, 10.8,
d*.3.

It was a duel of tennis wits, speed and
ftizressive attack. Both players, on

their toes throughout, favored a rushInsnet attack, following service to the
forward court and taking every chance
of being passed in order to gain the advantageof their skilled volley. Service
on both sides being severe and hard to
handle, it was the logical thing for the
players to come up to block the
The result was a spectacular series of
rallies. In which the server usually held
the position at the net with bis opponent
near the base line. They p-'ssed each
other often with splendidly timed and
well aimed shots along the sidelines, but
Just as often the man at the net succeededin blocking the effort.
So it went nip and tuck with games

won on service until games ran to deuce.
With the score 5.all Richards by a

series of perfect passing shots finally
broke through Anderson's service, but
the latter immediatelv retaliated in kind,
and the score was tied again at 6.all
Tt went to S.all. With Anderson serving
pgaln, Richards, who was speeding his
strokes at that stage o' the match, took
the lead again. Anderson wns not to
yield the advantage easily, however, and
it was not until he was seven times
within a point of the game that Rich-
arris sncreeoen in piacinr u m ma in-im.

Anderson Obi lures With Errors.

Superior control lir.pt Richards well in
front throughout the second pet. There
were plenty of spirited rallies, both makingsome startling gets, but at the criticalstages Anderson usually obliged
with an error and thus eased his rival's
path to victory. Numerous chances for
"kills" at the net were dubbed by AndersonInexcusably. The latter carried
his downward stroke too far, and the
ball landed In the barrier. After taking
the first game of the set on his own

service Anderson had a lead of 40.love
lp the next game, but Richards came
from behind, brought the points to deuce
and evened the score Anally at 1.all.
Then Richards forced Anderson to yield
hla next two service games. This made
the score 5.1. Anderson bobbed up
with a rally that gave him the next two
games, but Richards checked him
quickly and ended the match on his own
service In the ninth game.
The victory brought Richards Into the

third round of the tournament. Nine
others have made a similar advance In
the event, while another group of nine
la out as far as the fourth round. The

It is very knld of
the American lawn tennis enthusiasts
to want to see Suzanne In action, but
with the dollar costing 10 francs it
la Impossible.

SQUASH-HIGHCLASS GOLF
LINKS PLENTIFUL

Courses Fit for Championship
Tourneys to Be Found in

Many Sections.

fly JOHN G. ANDERSON.
Now that It has been decided the

U. S. O. A. Executive Committee,
through a subordinate group shall select
the courses which are to be assigned
the championships, open and amateur. It
Is pertinent to comment upon the star
links of the various districts which In
due season may be expected to obtain
favor in the sight of the reviewing
committee.
The districts themselves will undoubtIedly be the Ne wEngland, with no

course far away from Boston as the
choice, the Metropolitan with no links
further than a couple of hours' ride
from New York as favorites, the Phllajdelphia under the same length of Journeyconditions, Pittsburg, Cleveland, De:troit, Chicago. St. Eouis and possibly
Washington. Here are ten districts with
a total of championship courses listing
those capable of handling amateur and
open championships of from forty to
fifty.
The number may seem surprisingly

large at first thought, but here Is a

partial list of clubs which in the past
have catered to big championship events.
The Country Club. Brookllne, both open
and amateur, Brae Burn open and
women's, Essex county women's. Myopia
open. This Is the grouping of clubs In
New England, which might expect to
have and manage well a titular event.
In the Metropolitan section we find GardenCity both open and amateur holder,
Englewood open, Baltusrol amateur and
open, Slwanoy P. G. A. open match play
championship, Engineers P. G. A. and
amateur. Apawamls amateur, with other
courses sucn as L.K10, the nea russex
county, Wykagy and North Short fully
capable of presenting high class golf
links for use of the best players In the
country.
Tho national links are so situated

from the centre of things that from the
standpoint of giving spectators a chance
to view matches there Is little likelihood
of there ever being large galleries at the
time of a title meet. Perhaps the day
will come when galleries of such large
proportions will compel tho removal of
championships to distant points. If so
then no place In America will compete
with the beautiful stretch of golfing
turf which the growing breezes of PeconlcBay cause to flourish In such velvetyprofusion. We have no way of
knowing how many different golfers
have played over the links at Southampton,but surely nine out of ten playersknow naught of the wonderful
course which Is within four hours ride
oof New York. It Is the Ideal spot for
tho International matches which are
scheduled for the fall. But for other
championships distance doesn't have
the appeal.
The Philadelphia grouping Is rather

small, with Merion and tho newly reconstructedWhitemarsh as probabilities.
The former did very nicely in 1916 in
Its handling of the amateur, especially
with the arrangements of the two course

qualifying rounds. But until the golfer
strikes Pine Valley, distant less than
an hour's run from the centre of the
city, there are no other links of surpassingmerit, although Huntingdon
Valley Is a long way from easy. At
Pine Valley there Is everything a golfer
could desire, with a perfect atmosphere
for amateur championship play.
A golfer's eye Is attracted by the

links at Southampton, his admiration Is
stirred by the grontness of the holes at
Lido and the knoowledge of the vast
undertakings preceding their perfection,
but the beauty of Pine Valley gets way
down deep under the skin and makes the
golfer respect the game of golf through
the challenge of the eighteen holes. No
links can do more.
Washington's links will always be

seasonsble, and only Columbia, where
the open will be played this year, can
cater to present day performances.
Pittsburg In Clermoont C. C., where the
amateur was played two years ago, has
a real titular links, while St. Louis will
be weighed In the balance the coming
fall.
The Chicago section has never been

blessed with a surplus of championship
venues, mainly because the weather has
unusual vagaries, bringing about uncertainturf year after year, but with
Flossmoor. Chicago Golf Club and Oak
Park as headltners the section can re|quest ample recognition.

Detroit with the course at Gross#
Point, where was held the amateur In
1915, as the best of that district Is reIInforced by the Detroit Golf Club and

for two year* to come, but undoubtedly
when that district's turn does appear
this new club will secure the prise.

Cleveland and Toledo with Mayfleld
andd Inverness hnve links which measureup to the required standard providedthe transportation problems are
solved as happily as they were last
season at Inverness at the time of the
natloonal open championship.
Put It will be quite apparent to the

committee, we have no doubt, that the
list which we have nnmed Is much too
long for serious consideration. Moreover,there will be In the next Ave years
a few other links of turpasslng merit
and charm which will push back Into
the rear not a few of the links mentionedabove.* Perhaps It will be a wise
move to announce the championship
Venues for not more than two or at the
most three years In advance.
And I believe that with each announcementor choice of links there

should be a supplementary list of
courses also for that same year In the
event that some unforeseen circumstancesprevented a club from fulfilling
Its desire. A drought might appear In
the section of the country where the
championship wns scheduled.there
have been Instances before now.and It
might be Impossible for a course to be
suf In Vi nrnriAP cnnrlIt Inn

Attention to this detail would work
no hardship on the substituting club If
those chosen were seWed from the old
standbya a» we might term them.links
like Harden City, for example, which Is
always In fln» condition, ready at a mojment's notice to undertake any tourney
and any task and perform It with proIclslon and despatch. \nd the more
accessible the better the choice.

Sullivan and Jeffries Cited as

Having Been Foretold of
Disaster.

"Champions sometime? have premonitionof coming defeat," says a student of
boxing, and he specifies .Sullivan and
icurira as c\?cnipii%i ui mm*,

who felt their thrones tottering. It Is set
forth that Sullivan was moody Just be!fore the battle with Corbett, and this
was taken to mean that the Strong Boy
feared the result of the meeting.

Possibly Sullivan did have a premonitionof defeat, but ^is backers did not,
for they wagered 5 to 1 on the chances
of the champion at ringtlme. They
never stopped betting till It was evident
Corbett had the tight practically won.
The attitude of Sullivan's backem in

reference to the Sullivan-Corbett affuir
was in sharp contrast to their demeanor
regarding a match with Jackson. It was

quite apparent that Wakely and Johnston,Sullivan's managers, had a strong
premonition of Impending defeat for the
champion, and they utterly declined to
sign articles for a meeting between tho
men.

Jeffries is pictured as being close to
collapse when he entered the ring at
liono, and the suggestion Is n.ade that
"some unknown force was sending the
mesraago of defeat to him." It Is truo
that Jeffries had difficulty In keeping
erect previous to his bout with Johnson,
hut It was not an "unknown force" that
sent a message of defeat. It was Jack
Johnson who sent the message, and it
caused Jeffries to have premonitions and
f-hills. Johnson had tricked the former
onaiupion wun a proposal 10 nop in
'.he twelfth round, and a few hours beforeentering the ring the negro served
notice on Jeffries that he "would have
to fight." That Is what caused Jeff to
spread his feet In order to hold himself
up as he was getting the referee's final
instructions. Jeff had been out of the
ring for five years, while Johnson was
tnen In his prime, and the Boilermaker
knew he had not the ghost of a chance
against the burly negro. He made the
match only after an understanding that
Johnson did not intend to try. Jeff
was double crossed.
Hardy atjiletes, especially those who

box 83 a business, are not given to premonitions.There Is hardly a lightweight
in the country who does not think he
would have a fine chance to defeat
Benny Leonard.
John Pesek, who wrestles at the Seventy-flrstRegiment Armory to-night,

was recently subdued by Lewis's head
lock. In describing the effects of the
lock Pesek said that when Lewis leaped
in the air to take a flying head lock the
Strangler's forearm struck with such
force on the back of the neck as to
practically knock him out. Pesek says
the blow on the occipital bone was stag.
gering and brought about his defeat.

It would seem, therefore, that Lewis

JACKSON'S ESCAPE
FROM DOUBLE CROSS
George Peters, Detroit

Foiled in Attempted
Treachery.

This is the nineteenth of a series of
articles bu Charles F. Mathison In which
he describes interesting pugilistic erenf«
of the past. The writer confines his observationsto contests and incidents of
which ha was an eyewitness.

Peter Jackson, the gigantic West Indian.who was generally regarded an

the best man of his time, notwithstandingthe fact that John L. Sullivan and
several other valiant heavies were allv«
in mat period, fought rcw or nis partiesIn the East. A majority of his conte-stswere staged in Australia, London
and San Francisco. His only bout In
this city was with Jack Fallon, who
was subdued in two rounds. The big
black boxed a three round exhibition
in Brooklyn with Jack Ashton. one ol
Sullivan's sparring partners, and while
Jackson handled Ashton tenderly, it la
said that the report made by Ashton
to Sullivan's managers solldlth-d there
In their determination not to let Sullivanenter the ring with Jackson.
The writer never saw Jackson in a

contest with a man of class, but was

present on an occasion when he was in

action and at a time when lie was at his
best. Jackson arrived In Ran Francisco
in 1888, and after defeating George
Godfrey, Joe McAuliffc and Patsy Cardiff,was unable to find any more opponentsand started astward looking
for bouts. He stopped at Detroit for
an exhibition, ard as the only heavyweightof any ability In the City ol
the Straits at that time was a negro
named George Peters, the latter waa

prevailed on to appear In what was advertisedas a three round exhibition.
The event took place on the stage ol

the Detroit Opera House and attracted
a large crowd. It was a warm after.noon in July, 1889. Peters had defeated
many heavyweights in the middle West,
and while he was not even a good second
rater he was regarded In that district
as a dangerous heavyweight. Some ol
Peters's unwise admirers, who had no

conception of iJ»e ability of Jackson,
whispered to the Detroiter that he nad
a golden opportunity to win fame ar.d
fortune by defeating the much heralded
visitor, and Peters listened to the advice.Jackson was noted for fair play,
and when he promised to box an exhljbltion bout with an aspiring heavy he
never exceeded the bounds of exhibition
sparring.

Planned Doable Cross.

Peters and his friends were insistent
on a purely exhibition bout and the

champion readily gave his assent. The
Detroiters decided on a double cross,

which, if successful, would bring Peters
fame and fortune arid raise him to the
t/\r. mnr nf the Duxllistlc ladder.

It was decided by the plotters that
Peters would box carefully and rot hit
with any vigor In the first two rounds,
and then In the third, when Jackson
was lulled to a condition of unwariness,
the Detrolter would send over a knockoutpunch. Peters was a tall, rangy
chap, with a certain amount of boxing
skill and a good punch In either hand.
When Jackson squared off he pre|rented a fine appearance. He was then

In his prime physically and as a boxer;
his pose was Ideal and his movements
quick, graceful and effective. His
feinting tied Peters In knots and the
champirm could have put the Detrolter
to sleep at any time after the call for
the first round. But while Jackson
landed frequently on Peters, the blows
were tempered and did the recipient no

damage. The exhibition by Jackson
was a revelation to the spectators, who
never before had seen so wonderful a

demonstration of the science of defence
and offence.
Jackson would feint at Peters's body

with his left and then poke his right
{against the Detrolter's face. At times
Jackson would feint rapidly with both
hards, with the result that Peters was

unable to do anything except hold both
gloves over bis face. Thereupon Jacksonwould playfully poke him In the

body. The bout was a lesson to Peters
In the art of boxing, but he was still
determined to make an attempt to topplethe famous fighter.

When the third round started Peter*
I wu as cautious, though Inexpert, ns in
the preceding rounds and tool: a tapping
from hie oppoi*nt that, had there been
force behind the blows, would have
meant curtains for the Michigan man.

But Jackson, smiling good naturedly at
the awkward efforts of his opponent,
s'apped and pushed him about and at

times permitted some of the leads of
Peters to reach the mark.
The men had been boxing about a

minute of the third round when Jackson.
In response to applause for some remarkablyclever ducking and sidestepping,
turned his head to bow his thanks to the
onlookers.

This was the opportunity that Peters
had been looking for and he took ad^ar.
tnge of It. Beaching down with his right
glove behind his heel hs swung tt with
ail his strength at Jacktcn's Jaw
Peters's aim was poor and the glove
landed with a thud on the left cheek of
the champion. Jolting him to hla heels,
but falling to upset him. Peters followed
with a left swing, but Jackson stepped
out of range and gave the Detroit negro
a look of astonishment mixed with anger,
Then Jackson came forward and

feinted Peters till there was an opening,
when the champion hooked his left on

Peters's nose. The blow knocked the
Detrolter into the wings and he never

the Michigan champion rushed out of the
stage entrance door, and without removinghis gloves sprinted for hla home. As
he dashed along the street a surprised
friend yelled: "la you runnln* away from
Petah Jackson. Ga\»gc?"

"N'o, I Isn't," panted Feters, "I'se
training foh my next fight."
