Chicago's $772,000 Bond Pilferer Says Judge Landis
Did Not Influence Him and Takes All Blame.

Fight Over Reward Begins.

Chicaoo, Feb. 28..6lxteen-year-old

Willie Dalton may pay dearly for the
little Jaunt on which he started Thurs¬
day with $772,000 in Liberty bonds be¬
longing to the Northern Trust Company,
and which ended with his rapture Sat¬
urday.
An indictment, reported to have been

voted by the Grand Jury late to-day,
charges larceny and embezzlement
against the youth who set the country
by the ears by the boldness of his ven¬
ture.
Maximum punishment for his crime Is

ono to ten years In a reformatory. The
extent of the punishment is the same ajs
if Willie had taken only $16.$15 being
the line beyond which lurks that buga¬
boo grand larceny.

Dalton had another surprise to-day
for his visitors. He Intends making
a legal fight. His attorneys visited him
at the detention home, where he is held,
and Indicated clearly that a fight would
be made to free the boy. One of the
youth's attorneys Intimated that he
would havo his client examined as to
his sanity.

Willie, upon being pressed again to¬
day for a motive for his act, insisted
he didn't "know why."

COSTA RICAN FORCE
CAPTURED IN FIGHT

Two Killed, Nine Wounded by
Panamans, Who Retake

Coto, on Frontier.

By the Associated Prf.it.
Panama. Feb. 4S..Two Coat a RIcans

were killed and nine wounded, and two
Panamans were wounded in fighting
at Coto. on the Pacific side of the Costa
Rica-Panama frontier. The entire Costa
Rlcan force which occupied Coto was
captured.

Thirty-five additional prisoner!" were
taken when a Costa Rlcan launch was
captured by the Panamans. Their
arms an da machine gun also were
taken. These prisoners were captured
when a contingent of Costa Rlcans ar¬
rived at Coto In the launch to reen force
the main Costa Rlcan forces which
shortly before had surrendered to the
Panaman troops there without resist¬
ance.
Coto was reoccupled by the Pana¬

mans headed by a force of 100 cav¬

alry commanded by Col. LAureano Gas¬
ton.

Several persons taking part in a dem¬
onstration before the Nationalist Palace
shortly before noon to-day were wound¬
ed. one probably mortally. Unitod States
soldiers were then sent to guard tho
palace, the central squares and stores
where arms and ammunition were avail¬
able.
Crowds gathered this morning in the

centre of the city and appointed a com¬
mittee to wait on President Porras to
demand his resignation because of a
statement made by him for publication
to the effect that war between Panama
and Costa Rica over valueless land was

an absurdity.
President Porras refused to accede to

thiB, whereupon tbe committee retired.
I^ater a crowd broke into the palace
through tho back entrance. Guards fired
and several of the demonstrators were
wounded.

It has not been learned who called
upon the United States authorities for
protection, but soldiers appeared
throughout the city early in the after¬
noon.

"Ju t everybody out of It," he
told his interviewers. "and leave Judge
I.audi* out of it. I'm the only one to
blame and what Judge Latidls did or

said had no Influence on me. I didn't
say anything to anybody about Judge
Landis."
Paul Draper. son of the constable of

Heyworth, where young Dalton was

captured, also presented a unique de¬
velopment In the case. Draper, a

wounded ex-service man, living on a

Government allowance, is wondering
where he stands on the |2ti,000 rewaid
which was delivered to him by the
Northern Trust Company in the form
of a certified check and which he needs
so badly.
Draper deposited his check in the

National Bank of Heyworth, and no
sooner had done so than attorneys for
James Dennis stopped payment on It.
Dennis claims an1 equal division of the
*26,000 on the ground that lie picked up
young Dalton on the road to Heyworth,
deposited him at Bud Mace's poolroom
and pointed the youthful bandit out to

Draper, his overseas buddy. Dennis
even intimated that he might claim the
entire reward, because he was the first
to suspect the boy. A bitter l<.gaJ fight
promises to develop over the reward.

U. S. WARNS PANAMA
AND COSTA RICA

Opposes War, but Does Not
Offer Mediation.

Washinoton, Feb. 28..Final settle¬
ment of the boundary dispute between
Panama and Costa Rica to prevent a

recurrence of the armed hostilities
which, cable advices said, had ended
yesterday with the surrender of the
Oosta Rlcan force at Coto, Is sought by
rhe United 8tates in notes despatched
to the two Governments to-day by the
State Department.
The suggestions made by the United

States do not amount to an offer of
mediation or arbitration. Under Secre¬
tary of State Davis declared, but the
State Department, he added, had ex¬

pressed a firm attitude of opposition to
war as a substitute for arbitration as a
means of settling the question.
No account of the situation was re¬

ceived from Costa Rlcan sources, and
the State Department had not been ad¬
vised, Mr. Davis said, whether the oc¬

cupation of the territory in question was

a formal move on the part of Costa Rica
or simply the act of an independent ex¬
pedition of Costa Rlcans.
Panama's request for the return of

arms seized by the Canal Zone authori¬
ties In 1916, received by the State De¬
partment to-day, will not be compiled
with. Mr. Davis said. The arms and
ammunition, he stated, had been shipped
to the United States and sold, and the

EGYPTIAN AFFAIRS NOT
IN CHURCHILL'S HANDS
London, Feb. 28..The Prime Minister

in the House of Commons to-day set at
rest a question which has caused con-
slderable public discussion. It was

whether Winston Spencer Churchill,
Secretary for the Colonies, would in the
future have charge of Egyptian affairs.
The Prime Minister announced that the
administration of Palestine, Mesopo¬
tamia, Aden and areas within the Brit¬
ish sphere of influence would be trans¬
ferred to the new Middle East Depart¬
ment of the Colonial Office after March
1. Egypt, the Sudnn and the Hedjaz
would remain under the Foreign Office.

AVIATORS TO BOMB
ELEVEN WARSHIPS

Two Old Battleships and Nine
Former German Vessels

to Be Used.

SET FOR JUNE OR JULY!

I". s. Destroyers to Make Real
Attacks While Planes

Drop Bombs.

Washington; Feb. 28..An extensive
programme ofptests to determine the ef¬
fect of aerial bombing on modern naval
vessels, to be participated In Jointly by
the navy and army forces, was an¬

nounced by the Navy Department to¬

night. The experiments will be held oe-

tween June 1 and July 15.
The vessels to be used in the tests, a*?

announced by the Navy Department
u.fter a series of conferences of the Joint
Army and Navy Board, are the obsolete
American battleships Iowa and Ken¬
tucky, the modern German battleship
Ostfrlesland, t)ie modern German cruiser
Frankfurst. four German submarines and
three German destroyers.
The plan a* outlined by the Navy de¬

partment contemplates that the battle¬
ship Iowa, equipped with radio control
(tear that will enable the vessel to be
manoeuvred at 3Ca at a epeed of about
ten knots with no one aboard, will be
steered between Cape Hatteras* and
Cape Henlopen, from fifty to one hun¬
dred miles off shore, the aircraft iu
search and find the vessel and bomb It
with dummy bombs of standard weight
and size.

Real Bombi tn This Teat.
This will be intended to develop the

ability of their aerial forces to find
and actually hit with bombs a battle-
ship under way at sea. The army air-
craft will not take part In this experi¬
ment.
After the Iowa test the four former

German submarines now In the hands
of the United States will be taken to
sea, where one will be attacked by
aeriaJ bombing. The other three will
be made the targets of the suns of the
destroyers of the Atlantic fleet until
sur.k.
One of the three ex-German de¬

stroyers will then be attacked by air¬
craft using 230 pound bombs. The
other two destroyers will be sunk by
giin fire from American destroyers
simulating battle conditions.

In the attack on the former German
cruisor Frankfurt, ail available sea-
planes will be used, x simultaneous at-
taclc will be repeated a-s necessary and
will be followed b.v a second attack the
planes to use 520 pound bomba. If the
hits made are Insufficient to sink tho
Frankfurt, the vessel will bo sent to

the bottom by gunfire from destroyer*
and depth charge*.

In attacking the ex-German battleship
Ostfriesland. a modern craft of about
26,00u tons, the aircraft may operate
singly or in groups, according to the In¬
structions. bombs front 550 pounds up to
the largest obtainable 10 be used. The
instructions stipulate that the attacks
must continue until at least two hits
are made with eac h type of bomb. If
after the aerial attacks the Ostfriesla*4
is still afloat the vessel will be used as

a target for the 14-inch guns of selected
vessels of the Atlantic fleet until sunk.

lint lien hip for Army.
All of these tests will be conducted

jointly by the anny and navy. In addl-
tlon, the Xavy Department has ar-!
ranged to place the pre-dreadnought
battleship Kentucky entirely at the dis¬
posal of the army to develop offshoru
tactics for aerial attacks by land planes
and also to Illustrate the difficulty of
locating a war vessel at sea.
The Department's instructions leave

the details of the tests up to the Army
and Navy Joint Board and Admiral Wll-
son, commander-in-chief of the Atlantic
fleer. One of the few conditions made
Is that the tests shall be conducted In
good weather and far enough off shore
to Insure a depth of at least fifty
fathoms. Careful arrangements will bo
made to observe the results of the ex¬
periments and to photograph the prog¬
ress of the tests. Observers from both
the army and navy will be present. The
results will be kept secret until studies
by the Joint board nave been ended.
