NURSE DISCLAIMS
DEADLY POISON IN
WARD'S MEDICINE

Savs Drug* Was Prescribe!
by Her Father. Who Is
Quirk With Denial.

ARREST IS A MYSTERY

N o Formal Charges Are Re¬
corded Against Her on

Police Slate.

.NOW IN SYRACUSE JAIL

Alleged Victim Kxpects to (So
Before Grand .Jury if Con¬

dition Permits.

Sprrial Urtpalch to Tub New York Hwui.d-
Straocsb.. Feb. 28..Mrs. Alice T.

Lattimer. the trained nurse who was

arrested in New York Sunday night, is
still beincr detained at Police Head¬
quarters here, but the police say that
no charges have been made against
her in connection with their investiga¬
tion into the treatment of her patient.
Mrs. Ruth Crawford. It is alleged
that Mrs. Crawford was kept strapped
to her bed for more than a year, and
that she was given food containing
chloral hydrate, which is a poison if
taken in sufficient quantities.

Mrs. Lattimer was questioned all
morning bv Martin T. f'adln. Chief of
the Syracuse Police Department, and
later in the day made a detailed affi¬
davit in which she denied all responsi¬
bility for the bottle of chloral hydrate
found in .Mrs. Crawford's room. She
declared that the medicine was pre¬
scribed for Mrs. f'rawford by her father.
Dr. William D. Towsley. at whose home
Mrs. Crawford was 111 for more than a

year before being removed to her own

home by Mrs. Lattimer. This statement,
is denied by Dr. Towsley. He said this
afternoon that he does not recall ever

prescribing medicine containing- chloral
hydrate for Mrs. Crawford, and said
that he had not prescribed for her in
the laMt year and a half. His daughter,
bi- said, was in complete charge of the
case and he had nothing to do with it.

Both Mrs. < ori Lamson and Mrs.
Luella Shoemaker, assistant nurses, have
made affidavits that Mrs. I>attimer left
the bottle of chloral hydrate with them
when she went South, with Instructions
to give it to Mrs. Crawford.

Mrs. Lattimer has engaged Edward G.
Nichols as her attorney, and Mr. Nich¬
ols held a conference this afternoo
with the Chief of Police and District
Attorney Malpass. It was said that ar-

langemcnts were oeing made to obtain
her release on .55,000 ball. It is not
known whether the police will oppose
this action. District Attorney Malpass
has said that he would bring the case

(o the attention of the Grand Jury, but
in view of the fact that the police have
made no charges against Mrs. Lattimer,
it probably will b" taken up In a John
Doe inquiry, if Mrs. Crawford Is able
to stand the .strain and excitement, she
will lie h .witness If the case comes be¬
fore the Grand Jury.

WlFE SflYS TARTOUE
THREATENED HER LIFE

Lived in Mortal Fear, Part of
Separation Plea.

in support of her suit for a separation
from Pierre Tartoue, the artist, Mrs.
1'laudia \V. Tartoue. in a complaint
Pled yesterday In the Supreme Court,
alleges she lived in mortal fear of her
husband because of threats he made to
kll" her and to mar her beauty by
throwing vitriol in her face.

Mrs. Tartoue states she was placed
temporarily in a sanitarium last March

a result of the artist's attempts to
have her treated as an incompetent. She
m!so alleges lier husband tried to compel
lie; to assist him in "various fradulent
v. hemes, devices and plans of extor¬
tion.'' Mrs. Tartoue swears she suf¬
fered from "accumulative cruelty" from
tlx Ir marriage in August. 1913. to No¬
vember 13 la*"t. when she left her hus¬
band's apartment.

Murray Lewis, a salesman, of
2.13 Fast Thirty-third street, fell with
two bullets tn Ills abdomen an 1 another
In his right arm.
Men and women scurried Into the rail¬

road station, the Commodore Hotel ami
other points of safety as Policeman
Peter Bellochi of Traffic C. who was di¬
recting: truffle at Vnriderbllt pIbco and
Forty-second street, ran up and trier) to
disarm Farenoll. A tussle followed in
whl"'h the policeman hal to bi InR bis
club into action.

Mr. l.ewls was hurried to Bellevue
Hospital, where physicians said bis con-
dltion whs serious. Farenoll was taken
to the Fast Fifty-first, street station,
where he told Detective Culhane lie
thought he was being: followed by four
men. who were poing to hold him up.
He said he Intended to sail for Italy

early this month. The police found An
application for appointment to the Buf-
falo police force in bis pocket. Farenoll
was arraigned later before Magistrate
Simms In Yorkvliie Court and was held
without bail for further examination.

The nophomori! class of Columbia Uni¬
versity had a dinner last night in the
Imperial. Red Hook lane and Kutton
street, Brooklyn. They considered ii
successful in fhat their guests included
the president and secretary of the fresh¬
man class, both of whom were there be¬
cause they couldn't' help themselves.
The freshmen generally considered the
dinner a success, too. a total of frcfln
forty to fifty sophs having been pre¬
vented from attending. One of the
best, class fights In years "en lured the
programme.
The fight drew the reserves from two*!

police stations to the Mott avenue sta-
tion of The Bronx subway just after
6 o'clock last night. According to a

freshman, who insisted his figures were

r liable. no less than six sophs were un-

conscious when the cop* chased the
freshies away.

For the last ten days the sophs pre-
pared for the dinner, a committee doing
the actual work and the remainder of
the 300 classmen standing by. Satur¬
day the sophs were told that the feed
Would be sprved last night. They
promptly captured Morris W. Watkins
and Spier Knebel, president and secre¬

tary of the lower class, and took them
over to Oakland. N. J.. prisoners. Tin %

sophomore.

MILK CUT ONE CENT A QUART.

Be¬
ginning to-day th. company will charge
eighteen cents for quarts of grade A
milk and fifteen o nts a quart for grade
B The best cream will be sold for twen¬
ty-nine cents a half pint and half nints
of condensed milk for eighteen cents.
Buttermilk will b< sold for eleven ceni3
a quart.
