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Early Peace With Germany.

In vilew of the Knox peace reso-
jution passed by the Unlted States
‘Sennte on May 15, 1020, and Senator
Hannixae's speech at Marion, Ohio, on
‘the following August 28, the Amerl-
¢ people have every renson to ex-
pect that one of the very earllest
acts of the new Administration and
the new Congress will be to put an
end to the technleal state of war
which still exists between the United
‘Btates and Germany.

The Knox resolution was a very
shmple and direct Instrument and If
It had not heen. vetoed by President
Wirsos would have been u very ef-
fectlve way to restore the old gen-
ern] relatlons between the two coun-
tries, lenving the details of trade
errnpgements amd  other necessary
ngreements to be worked out with the
enstomary  diplomatie  negotintions.
Making suitable provisions as to the
disposal of German property in the
possession or control of our Govern-

went and as to the satisfaction of |

Ameriean claims ageinst the German
Government, the resolution covered
the needs of the sltuation as follows:

‘“The joint resolution of Congreas
passed Aprll 7, 1817, declaring a
stata of war to exlst betwecen the
Imperial German Government and
the Government and people of the
Unlited States, and making provi-
slons to prosecute the sama, be and
the same s hereby repenled and sald
state of war s hereby declared at
an end.

“That untll by treaty or act or
Jolnt resciution of Congress it shall
Le determined otherwise, the t;quoa‘
Stutes, nlthough 1t has not Matified
the Treaty of Veasfilles, does not
walve any of b rignts, privileges,
Indemnitles 'rep:lrntmnn or advan-
tpgan €0 which it and its natlonals
become entitled under the
tarms of the armistice signed No-
veenber 11, 1918, or any extensjons
or modifications thereof or of which
under the Treaty of Versailles have
been stipulnted for its benefit na one
of the principal Allied and Associ-
ated Powers and, to which It is en-
titled.”

World attention was riveted upon
alr. Harm=a's speech of August 28,
becsuse it was kvown thut he had
heen an enthusiastic supporter of the
Knox resolution, it was alrendy rec-
ngnlzed that be was nll but certaln

As
compnred with the older ideas thls
permission 1s nothlng short of revo-
lutlonary. It reverses, In fact, an
existing law which forbade women
to belong to polltical assoclations or
to attend gatherlngs where politics
were discussed.

The development of the country on

| evitable change. Women of the higher
classes have had to be brought out
of seclusion to enter diplomatic elr-
cles and meet the wlves of forelzn
vigitors and settlers.

Narcotics On Sale.

A Loophole in the Present Law
Pointed Out by Druggists.

To Tnr New York Hzmano: In your
account of the hearing on the rules for
dispensing narcotic drugs two important
focts brought out by the druggists were
omitted.

One of these is that under this law
which now affects every patlent as well
as the doctor and the druggist It is
possible to obtain narcotics in proprie-
tary preparations without any formality
by simply asking for them at the drug
store, whereas the prescribing of these
same drugs by & physician s attended
with difficulty and danger,

Agaln, it was pointed out that the ped-
dling of drugs, which has increased tre-
mendously under the present law, may
have been favored by the reductlon In
the present law of the penalty for one
form of this offence, cocalne peddling,
from a felony to a misd nor. How-
ever badly the druggists and doctors
may have fared in the formulation of
the present drug laws of this State, the
drug pedlers and the proprietary man-
ufacturers have nothing to complain of
on that score.

Negro Freemasonry.
Evidence Tracing It Back to the
Grand Lodge of England.

To Ty NEw Yorx Heraro: In view
of o Florlda court declsion that naither
of the two rival negro Masonic lodges
of Florida s entltled to use the Mascnle
square and compaes as emblems I
wish to coffer some proofs of the legit-
imacy of the Prince Hall Grand Lodge
of Negro Masons, which recelved Its
warrant of constitution from the Grand
Lodge of England September 28, 1754,
The warrant was signed by R, Holt,
L. 3. M, and Willlam White, G. 8§, and
on February 28, 1787, the Grand See-
rotary of the Grand Lodge of England
made acknowledgment of the receipt of
payment for the warrant of conatitution
to thia negro lodge as follows: “Re-
celved of Captain James Scott, €56 16a
8d., belng the fees on the warrant
of constitution for the African Lodg:
at Boston, for the Grand Lodge of the
Boclety of Free and Accepted Masons.”

The Grand Lodge of England made
certain inguiries of Prince Hall, Grand
Master, concerning white lodges in New
England from which no tidings had been
recelved for a long time, to which he
made reply, which would seem to show
that a8 n master Muson he wns in falrly
good odor with the Orand Lodge of

England,

Many Orphans Helped.
Work Done by The Fatherless Chil-
dren of France, Inc.

The Fatherless Children of France,
Ine., an American soclety, Incorporated
In 1918, was organized In 16i6 for the
purposie of sending rellef to French or-
phans whose fathers had been killed in

the war.

This poclety has collected through the
generoslty of Amerlcan benefactors over
$11,500,000, which sum, because of the
low rate of exchange, has enabled the
eoclety to relleve the sufferings of nearly
200,000 war orphans of France.

The executive hendguariers of the so-
clety are at 666 Fifth avenue, New York
clty. Local committees were organized
in nearly all the prinelpal citles of the
United States, and an ofMleo was openad
in Parls for the purpcse of making pay-
ments to the orphuns adopted by the
subscribers of the soclety.

The woclety decided to discontinue the
sollcitation of new funda December 21,
1820, ‘The varlous local committees are
dishanding as rapidly as the amounts
due them by benefactors are collected
on pledees made priar to the first of thin
sear, ‘The natlonal excoutive office and
the T ris office will remain open until
all ¢ octlons are made and all funds
eoflected have been puli- L the orphans,
which wlll protably be nccompliahed
sbhout January 1, 1522,
