The first actlon of the kind In this
eity was started yesterday in Brooklyn
under the Injunction clause of the Vol-
stead act to close down for one Year
for selling liquor the Ritz Reataurant,
Nevins street and Plstbush avenue.

Leroy W, Toss, Federal District At-
torney for the Eastern District, brought
the action in the equity part of the
Tnited States District Court against the
Ritz Restaurant Company, proprietors
of the Ritz Hestaurant, and the Living-
aton Tealty Company, landlords of the
premises, where three violations are al-
leged to have occurred.

The dafendants are given twenty days
to anawer, after which the case will go
to trial, and if there is a wverdiet in
favor of the Government the Rits, char-
acterized by Mr. Roas as ''pretty rav"
in its violatdons, will be scaled for one
year, making the property valueless for
that perlod.

Harold B. Dobbs of Brooklyn, who ls
fllling the place of Dan J. Chapin, chlef
prohibition enforcement agent for this
digtriet, in his absence in Washington,
sald the latter 1s expected to return
Saturday morning.

Wolchak, who wan shot to death In his
lt;t’t;mcr; store [n Brooklyn, In March,
Unusual efforts were made by Nich-
ols’s attorneys wnd friends to obtain a
reprieve or commutation of sentence for
him, but Gov. Nathan L. Mlller refused
to interfere. The princlpal ground on
which his lawyers based thelr request
was the fact that Jesss Walker, who
was put to death for the same crime two
weks ago, made a statement just before
his death sxonerating Nichole.

“IL would establlsh & very dangerous
precedent,” sald the Governor, "“to ex-
ercise Hxecutive clemency, either be-
cause of previous reputation or becauss
the defendant may have been led into
criminal ways by evil associations.
There ia an alarming increase in crimes
like the one Involved in this case, and
it must be understood that the Executive
of the Btate will not Interfere with ths
execution of the law and will not at-
tempt to Impose a lesser punishment
than that prescribed by law."
