Ixpressions of personal regret from
Benators at loelng as their presiding
officer, Vice-President Marshall, who
has occupied the chalr for elght years,
were mingled to-day with approval
over the evidences that the new pre-
siding officer, Vice-President Coolidge,
{s qualified eminently for his unae-
customed task,

The slmllarity In their voices was
remarked when Mr. Marshall had com-
pleted his farewell address, surrendered |
the gavel to his successor, and Mr. |
Coolldge addressed the Henate. Both[
spoke in clear, firm tones easily heard |
in the crowded Senate chamber. As
Mr, Coolidge took the gavel he seemed |
to handle it as one to the manner
born. This was commented on later |
after the close of the executive session |
over which Mr. Coolldge presided.

In fact some Democratic SBenators
jokingly remarked that he shut off any |
poasibla opposition to confirmation of
Cabinet officers with a bang and a

rush, |

Vice=President's Address.

His inaugural speech was as fol-
lows:

“IMve generztions ago there was re-

led to the peopla of thiz nation a
naw relationship between man and man,
which they declared and proclalmed In
the Amedcan Constitution. Thercin
they gnized a legislature empow- |
ered to express the will of the people |
in law, & judiclary required to deter-
mine and state such law and an exec-
utive charged with securing obadlence |
to the law, all holding tneir office, not |
hy reason of some superlor force, but
through the duly determined consclence
of their countrymen. i

“To the House, closs to the heurt of |
the nation, renewing ita whole member-
ship by frequenti electlons, representing
directly the peopls, reflecting thelr
common purpose, has Deen granted a |
full measure of the power of legislation
and exclusive authority to orginate
taxation.

“To the Henats, renewing itz member-
ship by degrees, reprosenting In part
the soverelgn States, has been granted
not only a full messure of the power of
eglslation, but, If possible, far more lm-
sortant functions. ‘To It ls Intrusted
the duty of review, that to negotiation
‘hers may be added ratification and to
.ppolntment approval,

“RBut s greatest function of all, too
iittle mentloned and too lttle l.md_tr—
steod, whether exercised In legisiating
ar reviewing, 18 the preservation of Iib-
arty., Not merely the rights of the ma- |
Jority, they lttle need protection, but
the rights of the minority, from what- |
ever source they may be assailed.

The Power of the Sennte,

“Ihe great object for us to seck here,
for the Constitution identifies the Vies- |
Presidency with ths Senate, i» to con-
tmue to male this chamber, as It ware
ntended by the fathers, the cltade]l of
i{berty, An enormous power s here
vonferred, capable of much good or i1
gpen It mey be to abuse, but neceasary,
wholly and absolutely necessary, to se-
cura the required rosult.

“Whatever its faults, whatever fls,
human imperfectiony, thera ls no logisln.
t've bady in all history that has used [ta |
powers with more wisdom and discre-
tlon, moras uniformly for the execution
o the publle will, or more in harmony
with the spirit of the authority of the
peopls which has created It, than the
United States Senate.

“1 take up the dutles the people have |
asslgned me under ths Constitution,
whieh we ean neither enlarge nor |
diminiah, of presiding over this Sermte,
sgreeably to Its rules and regulations, |
deeply consclous that it will contlnue to
function in harmony with Its high tradi- |
tions ns & great deliberative body, with- |
out passton and without fear, unmoved
by clamor, bul most sensitive to the
right, the stronghold of government ac- |
cording to law, that the vislon of past |
generntions may be more and more the

snlity of generations yet to come.” 1
