RECEIVER GUTS PAY

Labor Board Mandate Violated,
Say Employee^ of At¬

lanta Road.

CONFERENCE ORDERED

1.500 of the 2.0u» union mployees oi
the Atlanta, Birmingham ami Atlantic
Railway, it was estimated jjj>night, lia<l
responded to the striko order ies- ued
earlier in the day because of dissatisfac¬
tion with the order of February 1!S last
Jor reduction of wages amounting to 50
per cent, of increases since 1917.
An order was handed down late to¬

day in Federal district Court by Judge
Sibley stating that the wage reduction
order would be given "no other or

further effect than it ought to have by
law under the facts which may he * «-

tablished at the hearing already sot feu-
March 2rt."
The wage reduction order was original¬

ly issued by the receiver for the road upon
authorization of Judse Sibley after facts
had been set before h!m to i how that
present wage scales were ^warranted
In view of the financial condition of
the property. The men had claimed that
their views had not been adequately
taken into consideration in readi ng this
decision and it was for the purpose of
hearing their statements that a hearing
was set for March 36.
At Fitzgerald, where the shops of the

road are located, it was reported that
all trains, tnclud'ng those Carrying mail,
had come to a stop. Three trains which
arrived after the hour set for the strike,
were left in front of the *tat'on hv the
union crews and were taken to the
yards and the railroad shops !>v n.ln. r
officials. Tli" only mail being br< i^iit
into l'"itT£.;orald to-night was over branch
lines of the Seaboard Air Line from
Abbeville. Outgoing mall war; being
routed over short lines to connecting
points on the Atlantic Coast Line.
Other reports received h^ro indicated

that no other trains were beim; operated
on the read, which serves many Ala¬
bama and Georgia towns.

Differences of opinion between un¬
skilled workmen as to the wages they
should receive and the railroad employ¬
ed who pay the bill will bo aired in
detail this week in a series of confer¬
ences scheduled to be. held by each indi¬
vidual road in the Eastern territory with

j representatives of its men.
The scale is now 4S% cents an hour.

The roads claim this is' too high and
chat the pay should be a fair differ-
<»ntial above the sroing rate for labor
in each community. The problem lies
in establishing the "goins rate" in each
community Endeavors will be made to
reach an amicable settlement with the
men. If this is impossible then the roads
will carry their problem to the United
Slates Labor Board, and will back their
claims with facts and figures which
have been gathered in an exhaustive

PENN MEN OPPOSE
GRANTS FROM STATE
Alumni Ask Trnstes to Rely
Upon Endowments to Main¬

tain University.
Alurnni of the University of Pennsyl¬

vania yesterday turned decisively
against State control of the institution.
After two days' debate on university
policy, the 'JOO delegates to the con¬
ference of Associated University of
Pennsylvania Clubs, who met In the
Hotel Pennsylvania, adopted a resolu¬
tion offered by George W. Wicker-
sham, 'SO, former Attorney-General,
aimed to throw off all dependence upon
State appropriation a for the operation
of the restitution. Under its terms the

university trustees are netted to rely
upon endowment funus for university
maintenance.
Yesterday's action was takea on a

clear cut Issue: Shall the university
depend upon public grant or private
gift? Shall it swing toward the policy
of the middle "Western and eWatcrn
universities iu accepting larpe State
appropriations or follow the policy of
Harvard and other privately endowed
institutions?

Political Influence F>or«d.

Beneath the issue of financial aid was
that of political control. That the dele¬
gates, representing 30.000 alumni in the
country, seemed to regard as the crux

of the question they were debating. Mr.
Wickersham feared "insidious political
Influence" In university affairs unless
the university diminished as speedily as

possible reliance upon State appropria¬
tions. His resolution would request
State appropriations for the coming
biennial period oisly. Meanwhile the
General Alumni Society would pledge
itself to raise an endowment fund of
$10,000,000 to support the university in j
the future.

The faculty t'avorcd further State
grants, but the task of advocating an
extension of State appropriations fell to
Ueorga \\ naiton Pepper, chairman of
the sub-committee on policy of the uni¬
versity board of trustees. He was sup¬
ported by Charles L» Borie. Jr.. of ths
committee. Both refused yesterday to
concede that their plan would convert
Pennsylvania into a State institution
such as the State universities of the
West To which Mr. Wickersham re¬
plied that the inevitable trend of the
plan proposed by Mr. Pepper's report
was toward subordination of the uni¬
versity to the State. The Wickersham
resolution declared for Independence
under its present charter. He would
usk the Stale to provide only for the
hospitals, the graduate school of medi¬
cine and the Bchoo] of education, "insti¬
tutions which are not necessarily con¬
nected with the university.''

"It was not until 1907 that the Stato
made any large eontribution to the sup¬
port of tho university," declared Mr.
Wickersham. "The amounts have stead-
lly increased until the appropriation
for 1913-21 for general maintenance!
amounted to $900,000. with $300,000 ad-

ditional (or specific purposes. It is Im¬
possible tor this condition to continue
without the State having a larger voice
in the spending of the money thus ap¬
propriated."
The Pepper plnn does not call for any

surrender of academic freedom or of
private control of the Wharton School
or of the Liberal Arts College, according
to Its proponent!.. Under State aid, he
said, the university becomes an agency
of the State in only those departments
in which there can be no political in¬
terest, "no difference between mass
thinking and class thinking." These In¬
clude veterinary medicine and surgery,
dentistry, medicine and surgery, law,
architecture and engineering. Mr. Pep¬
per declared the proposed $10,000,000
alumni endowment would not answer the
needs of the university.
The alumni resolution will go at once

to the trustees, and the question of uni¬
versity policy will probably be discussed
Ht the trustees' meeting in Philadelphia
on March 21.

Dr. Charles C. Harrison, who was

provost of the university for seventeen
years and has been a member of the
board of trustees for more than forty

ycarts, was a firm opponent of Stat*
control.

William McClfclian, former dean of the
Wharton School, presided at the annual
alumni dinner in the Hotel Pennsylvania
last night. Other speakers were John
Hclsman, Penn football coach; Hugh A.
Dawson, member of the Pennsylvania
Hous., of Representatives; Mr. Pepper
and Mr. Wickersham.
