
SCHAEFER MAKES BIG CUE RUN. DEFEATING HOREMANS - BASKETBALL

Youngster Overwhelms Bel«
crian in Final Gaines

of 18.2.

SMASHES ALL RECORDS

^ Victor Makes Amazing Run
of 436 and Average

of 126 4-5.

Playing the most phenomena] bil¬
liards in the history of 18.2 balkline
young Jake Schaefer, son of the late
Wizard Schaefer, last night at Maurice
Daly's rooms, defeated Edouard Horo-
rnanr, the famous Belgian expert, after
a struggle of six days, by 4,800 to
4,481. The fact that the youngster
made an uphill fight from the start,
overhauled his clever opponent on the
iast day of the match and won the
contest by 819 points was glory
enough for the Chicagoan.
But in addition to conquering a man

conceded to be the most skilful cue

artist ever sent from overseas, the
youthful victor had the satisfaction
of smashing all known records at the
American game.
He broke the high run figure of 308

^ made by the present champion, Willie
Hoppe, scoring 436 points in the third
inning of the afternoon game.
Me shattered the average of 100 for

a single game made by George Sutton,
the youngster averaging 126 4-5.
He smashed the grand average for

the match with 47 54-101. against the
previous figure of 23.
He cracked the record for a day's

play with an average of 129 2-8. and
In all respects he set up figures that
will give the best balkllners in the
world much trouble to approach, let
alone equal.

Schaefer Overcomes Lead.

Schaefer started the last day's play
with a lead of 234 to overcome and he
proceeded to wipe out the Belgian's ad¬
vantage in the first game and go to the
front by the narrow margin of 17 points.

In the deciding game of the match
Schaefer, playing steadily, won by 400
points to IIS.
The Belgian played strongly and

counted well, but the youth from Illinois
was Invincible.
In order to achieve this remarkable

i esult the youngster performed with daz¬
zling brilliancy, making a spectacular
and record breaking run of 136 In his
third inning, thus smashing George Sut¬
ton's average of 100 and breaking
Hoppe's record run of 308. Schaefer's
average was 126 4-5.

This wonderful play left the game in
a position where either could win.
Schaefer needing but 400 points to make-
the total of 4,S00, while the Belgian
needed 437.
Schaefer was not alone in making re.

markable plays. Horcmans led off with
a cluster of 261, which, added to his
unfinished break of the preceding game
of 42, gave him a run of 303.

Schaefer, who haw fought an uphill
battle all the week against the clever
1'oreigner, but who has gained in the
last three games, had an apparently im¬
possible task when he chalked his cue
for the game yesterday afternoon.
The Belgian led by 234 points, was

playing carefully and with the greatest
skill and seemed a sure winner by a

comfortable margin.
Especially did Schaefer's case look

hopeless when Horcmans by an aston¬
ishing exhibition of masse shots and
delicate nursing gathered 261 in his first
nnlng. But with the dogged determina¬
tion that characterized his famous
father, the youngster settled down to
business in the third session and began
fo roll up points In a manner to bring
.-> look of concern to the Belgian's facc.
On and on went the tall, slender youth.
Playing balk like a master and scoring
with amazing rapidity.
At the close of each century of points

rhe crowd gave hearty applause, and
when the marker said "400" the specta¬
tors broke Into a cheer that lasted for
several minutes.
On went the boy in an effort to make

500 or more, but he stopped on his 437th
effort, a difficult draw.

Schaefer was applauded for minutes
after he sat down.
Horemans seemed unable to get the

balls under control after the pyrotech¬
nics by the youngster, and he scored but
5 points in hla second and third at-
.empts.
Schaefer fell down in his fourth in¬

ning after making two. and then the
Belgian got the ivories to rolling for 67,
hissing on a gathering shot. On his
fifth effort Horemans gathered 30.
Then Schaefer went grimly at his task
and soon had the halls doing his bld-
. Ing. Hr passed the 100 mark In quick
order and when he had scored 112 was
on even terms with his opponent. The
youth went on till he had collectod 129,
eaving him 17 point:* ahead of his for¬
midable adversary.

Pat O'Hara of Richmond County and
Clarence Hackney of Atlantic City, all
of whom played beautiful golf on the
final round, were next In order. Kerri¬
gan and O'Hara tied for third place, with
310 strokes each, while Hackney's score
vat 311. Jim Barnes, the Pelham
Country Club star, and Charles Hoffner
of the Phllmont Country Club of Phila¬
delphia finished In a tie for sixth money.

McLeod, starting confidently over

BUFFALO BOWLER
ROLLS BIG SCORE

Joseph Gilligan Credited With!
299 Pins in American

Congress Event.

Buffalo, N. Y.. March 5..Rolling a

ball with but one finger hole, Joseph
Gilligan, a Buffalo ten pin shooter, es¬

tablished a high single score record of
299 pins In the American Bowling Con-
gross tournament this afternoon, his
high game following scores of 209 and
175, which gave him a total of 683 pins
and first place In the individual event
of tlie congress. He chalked up eleven
successive strikes, getting nine pins on
his third ball in the tenth frame, despite
a good right pocket hit on which he left
the No. 4 pin standing. Ed Hewer of
Toronto, Ont., rolled Into fifth place with
a total of 607 pins.

Gllllgan's high score of 299 Is the sec¬
ond bowled in an A. B. C. tournament,
£!. Davis of Milwaukee, Wis., having
accomplished this feat in the Peoria
tournament in 1915. It is not an A. R
C. record, however, as William J. Knox
of Philadelphia shot a perfect 300 score
in the 1913 tournament at Toledo, Ohio.
A new leader was also established in

the two man event to-day, F. Tlfft and
A. Green of Kalamazoo, Mich., taking
first place with a score of 1,203 pins,
closely followed by eight other pairs, all
breaking Into the high ten. A. Wether-
now and W. Weydlg of New York city
shot 1,198, which places them third, fol¬
lowed by Hewer und Karrys of Toronto,
Ont., taking fourth place with a total
of 1,166, and C. White and H. Gallgher
of Kalamazoo, rolling into fifth placo
with a total of 1.161.

i FOR MEET OFYEAR
Annual Track and Field
Championships to Be Held

3Iay 27 and 28.

NEW EVENTS ADOPTED

Javelin and Discus to Bo Add¬
ed to the Programme

in 1922-

Athletic legislators representing the
Intercollegiate Association of Amateur
Athletes of America met yesterday in
the annual convention of the organi¬
zation at the Columbia University
Club, where representatleva of fifteen
of the leading Institutions reviewed
the affairs of tho body for the fiscal
year. Although some new items were

Introduced, the session was not as sen¬

sational as was expected, the antici¬
pated furore having been Caused by
some kindred bodies having been busy
for some time with suggestions and
other needless advice. Not one of tho
other leading colle^riate associations
who make a practice of offering ad¬
vice were present, and the I. A. A.
A. A. went about its business In the
old fashioned etyln and apparently to
tho satisfaction of those who took
part in the conclave.
As of yore the most important item

up for treatment was the selection of a

location for the annual track and Held

championships, and without a single dis¬
senting vote the Harvard Stadium at

Cambridge was agreed upon and the
dates will be May 27 and 28. It was

said that Harvard had been agreed
upon at a meeting of the executive com¬

mittee on Friday evening, but the state¬
ment could not be verified.
The other new things introduced were

with regard to additions to the athletic
programme, and they created the longest
and keenest discussion of the day. After
the smoke of oratory had blown away,
however, it was carried that the throw¬
ing of the javelin and discus be added to

the field events, but, according to the
Intercollegiate rules, these even cannot
be included until the championships of
1922. The constitution calls for one full
year of grace before any new item or

sport can be officially introduced. It was

the contention of the Vale and Harvard
delegates that for the collegians to be
thoroughly versed In any now form of
exerclso they should at least have one

full year or more to become acquainted
with the new competition.

Part of Olympic Competition.
The feeling among some of the big

colleges was not very favorable to the
Javelin and dlscue, but these events
recommended themselves chiefly on ac¬

count of tho fact that they were on the
Olympic games programme, and as the
colleges will in future contribute the
main portion of the competitors to the
Olympic meets It was thought well to
pass favorably on the contests. A.s far
aa the discus is concerned several of the
colleges are about equally furnished with
competent performers, but with tho Jave¬
lin Pennsylvania will have the whip
hand of all the others, as it numbers
now within Its list George Bronder,
holder of the American rccord, and a

seasoned contestant when his time ar¬

rives and when he Is eligible to wear the
Red and Blue.
The proposition to add the 440 yard

hurdles and to changts the two mile run
to three miles was not passed, but the
events will come In for future considera¬
tion by the executive committee and may
eventually form part of the programme,
dustavus Town Klrby, who was once
again appointed referee of the track and
field meet, favors the addition of a five
mile run and the event to be run on the
Friday, or at least on the day, of the
preliminary trials, and to Judge from
tho feeling of the delegates the race will
be added in 1928. Davis Merwln of
Harvard was appointed graduate man¬

ager of the Intercollegiate meet and from
now on will devote the main share of
his time to arranging the details of the
carnival.
The rules of the running high Jximp

and tho pole vault came in for a sl'ght
revision, the main part of which will be
at the option of the referee. In the com¬
petitions of the paat in these events the
custom in tho preliminaries was to qual¬
ify six men for the finals, but in order
to obliterate the strain which formerly
attached to these competitions the ref¬
eree will have power to allow ten men
to qualify for the finals In the pole
vault and running high Jump the refpree
will be empowered to make his pick
when the contest Is nearlnjr the climax
and after the best of the squad have had
three tries at the cross bar.

Tiie question of whether or not the
college indoor meet, which h-m not been
held for several years, was to be discon¬
tinued. came up and a decision on It
was held over until the executive meet¬
ing of the I. C. A. A A. A to be held
at Boston on May 26
There was a move to merge the ad¬

visory and graduate committees Into one
committee of Ave, and It met with the
approval of the delegates. In future two
of this committee will he appointed by
the president and tho three others will
come from e three colleges having the
highest t is in the annual track and
fleld rti' The two appointed yester¬
day weri ilustavun T. Klrby of Colum¬
bia and Romeyn Bern* of Cornel), and
the three remaining members will be se¬
lected from the three highest scoring col¬
leges in the track and fleld champion¬
ships ot Harvard next May.

For the flrst time In many years the
head of the tlckot came from Columbia
University, the new senior officer being
Thomas O'Oorman FitxOlbbon. Sidney
J. Crowley of New York University was
elected secretary and Irvine O. Hocka-
day of Princeton TTn versify was elected
treasurer. The new executive committee
la composed of Joseph H. T.ane, Dart¬
mouth: Charles C. Bailey, Cornel!; Davis
Merwln, Hanard: Wllllem B Marshal'.

BAXTER MILE TO HIGGINS

Meyer of fintjrors Creates Sur¬
prise by Victory in Low

Hurdles.

A vo ieci programme of track and
field events brought out the partisan
blood of the New York A.C. last night
at the Twenty-second Regiment Ar¬
mory, and It was surprising what n
number of the Mercury Foot members
braved the climb among the rocks of
Washington Heights, not to mention
the subway crush. Rxactly fifty-three
yeara hav« flown by since the club
held the first Indoor athletic meet seen
In America, the scene of the affair be¬
ing the American Institute at Third
avenue and Sixty-third street, all traces
of which the flight of time has blotted
away. Not a soul on the floor last
night remembered to have seen this
meet, not even Justice Bartow 3. Weeks
or Hugh H. Baxter, champion of the
pole vault u generation ago. Only one
man who figured as a competitor is
known to be allvo, and he is Harry E.
Buermeyer, after whom the "Buer¬
meyer WO'- has been named, and which
produced the race of last night's affair.
Five men went to the post for the

race, but the main fancy centred In
Bernie Wefcrs of the New York A. C.,
who wo3 prepared specially for it. In
f&ct, he stayed out of the 100 yard han¬
dicap so as to be In trim for the big
tussle. Among the others were J. A.
Drlscoll of Boston College, holder of
the indoor record of G9 seconds for
the distance: Tom Campbell of Yale,
and W. E. sStevenaon of Princeton.
As the gun cracked Wefers shot into

the lead with Drlscoll at his heels and
Stevenson third, running well within
himself. After 100 yards had been left
behind Drlscoll spurted and passed We-
fors, but why the New York A. C.
runner relinquished the lead without a

stlffer battle nobody could understand.
Stevenson moved into second place
when ftbout half the Journey had been
covered. In this order the leaders
pegged along until within ISO yards
from home, when Steven&on by a well
timed spurt took the lead and led to

the worsted, winning by three yards
from Drlscoll, with Wefers in third
place by a yard. Campbell was a c.osc
fourth Th* time, was 60 seconds.
