Rumania were married to-day in the

(nthcdral, which was .rowded with rela¬
tives of the bride and bridegroom, mem¬

bers of the Cabinet, diplomats, civic rep¬

resentatives and officers of the army

and navy.
The civil marriage ceremony was per-

frrmed at 10 o'clock and the Prince and
Princess then rode in a gold carriage to

the cathedral, where the religious cere¬

mony was performed by the Metropoli¬
tan of Athens. I'rincexs An.tHta.siii, for¬
merly Mrs. William B. Leed" »»' Xew
York, and her husband, i'riin Christo¬
pher, were assigned to lend the inoces-
sion, but the arrangement was ilerod
owing to the illness of the Princess.

At the conclusion of the ceremony a

salute to the bride and Brocin was fired
by the suns In the fortresses aud all the
church bells were rune. State carriages
onveyed the bride and bridegroom and

their royal relatives and guests through
decorated streets to the palace, where a

brilliant official reception was held.
Prince Carol and h'.s Ilancee have re¬

ceived many costly gifts. Includinr 400,.
000 gold francs from Parliament and
many elaborate costumes, 'pees and em¬

broideries made by Greek and Rumanian
peasants.
